Articles Claimed by Mrs.
Haynes Found in Mrs.

Montgomery's House.

SPITE WORK IS CHARGED.

Intimated That the Accused
May Be a Victim of

Kleptomania.

Mrs. Maggie Montgomery, the young
woman arrested Friday by Golden Utile
detectives on the charge of stealing a
Sat worth $12 from C. A. Lang's mil-
linery establishment, and who was re-
leased upon $100 bail, was arrested
again yesterday. The complainant is
Elizabeth li Haynes. who during the
mouth ofNovember rented a room ofMrs.
Montgomery, at 143 West Fifth street,
where Mrs. Montgomery resides with
her husband. Mrs. Haynes in her com
plaint charged Mrs. Montgomery with
stealing forty-live towels, one sofa pil-
low, four yards of black silk, eight
yards of dress lining,two counterpanes,
three sheets, three pillowcases, four
yards of needlework, one black ostrich
feather, the total value of the goods
being placed at $40. This made the
charge

in the second degree, ami Mrs. Mont
gomery was asked to furnish $1,000 bail,
lt was furnished In the evening, and
the woman was released from the cen-
tral station.

Mrs. Montgomery told the GLOBE
representative that the charge was sim-
ply a piece of suite work on the part of
Mrs. Hay ties, with whom she had had
some disagreement while the latter was
occupying a room in her house. Mrs.
Haynes left Mrs. Montgomery's house
Dec. 5, but did not bring the charge
until over two weeks had elapsed.

In company with Detectives McCuig-
_an and Myerding, who were armed
with a search warrant* Mrs. Haynes
visited Mrs. Montgomery's house yes-
terday forenoon. After a thorough
search, th detectives found nine towels
and two pieces-ot dress lining, which
Mrs. Haynes said belonged to her.

I lie theory has been advanced that
Mrs. Montgomery is a victim of klepto-
mania, but no proof that she has stolen
anything appears, as yet. She is a
pretty little woman, with soft brown
eyes and hair, and a winning smile.

Thieves entered the Ticker boarding
house, at Eighth ami Sibley streets, the
other night and stole some clothing and
a small amount of money. They have
not beeu captured as yet.

OLD SOLDIERS TALK.

(APT. WILKINSON AT ACKER'S
CAMP FIR 1..

Thinks Foreigners Should Not Be
Given the Hallot Too

Soon. ....\u0084> :»

The open camp fire of Acker post last
evening, following the annual inspec-
tion of the post by Inspector Ell Tor-
rance, of Rawlins post, Minneapolis,
was a most pleasant affair. The in-
spector made a most favorable
report of the condition of
the post, finding everything in
first-class order. The inspection re-
quired but a short time. The post re-
ceived one new recruit, C. L. Webber,
of the Nineteenth Wisconsin infantry.
As is usual on such occasious the open
camp tire was the most pleasing part of
the entertainment. Judge Torrance
made a short but happy speech, and he
was followed by Capt. Wilkinson,
Company E. Third infantry, of Fort
Siifcliing.who was the guest of the post.
The captain in the course of his re-
marks upon American patriotism re-
ferred to the erection of the monument
in Chicago by the anarchists. Such a
monument as this, he thought, should
not find a resting place on American
soil, and it would be no persecution of
any race or class of men to rase it
from the ground.

He Deprecated the Fact
that foreigners are allowed to vote in
this country after a residence of six
months, and he thought it should not
be possible for foreigners to send across
to the old country for teacheis
to fill the public schools of
America. In his opiuon uo
one should be allowed to vote
who cannot read the American consti-
tution. The Grand Army men have a
work ahead of them in "teaching the
youth what il means to live in this coun-
try. The best monument any citizen or
soidier can raise to his beloved dead is
to carry on a work which, would have
met with their approval. He said
he had known what it was to be a
working-man* he had been knocked
around by the plow handles, but he
had no sympathy with the strikers on
the Western roads who went out be-
cause of sympathy with the Chicago
strikers. He presumed he could not be
elected on such a position, but if he
could not he would prefer to remain at
home.

The captain had the old comrades
with him and was frequently interrupt-
ed by applause. After the captain had
spoken, coffee and hardtack was
brought iv and the remainder of the
eveuing was given over to social inter-
course.

WOODMEN TO CAMP,

Modern Order to Open State
Camp in St. Paul Wednes-

day for Two Days.

GROWTH HAS BEEN GREAT.

Legislature to Be Asked to
Make Exemption $5,000

of Insurance.

IMPORTANT WORK ON HAND.

Round-Up of the Doings of
Secret Orders in General

in St. Paul.

The Minnesota State Camp of Modern
Woodmen convenes in Central Odd Fel-
lows 1 hall. Sixth and Seventh streets,
Wednesday forenoon, for a two days'
session. There will be 150 delegates
present, hailing from various parts of
the state, ltwill be the largest and
most important stale camp yet held by
the order.

State officers aj-e to be elected, also
thirteen delegates to the head camp—
one delegate-at-large and one delegate
for each 500 members.

In view of the decision of tbe
supreme court that the insurance is not
exempt from attachment for debt, a
movement will be set en foot to secure
the passage of a bill in tiie coming
legislature exempting $5,000 of insur-
ance from attachment.

Franklin's report will show that the
state camp has received from the head
camp several thousand dollar* more in
benefits than it has paid into the treas-
ury of the head camp.

It is thought probable that Dr. Mc-
Cullom, of Minneapolis.will be indorsed
tor head physician. The present state
officers will most likely be re-elected,
with the exception of state banker. The
St. Paul members who will probably be
made delegates to the head camp are
Mr. Franklin, C. S. Schuiman, George
F. Woolsey and A. H. Hopper. The
delegates from Minneapolis will proba-
bly be W. K. Kemper, C. (J. Layborn
and H. J. Neuman.

Wednesday evening the Minnesota
lodge, of St. Paul, will exemplify the
work iv two degrees for the cuiertai*-
ment of the delegates. A musical pro-
gramme will be performed. The Wind-
sor hotel will be the headquarters.
