The Minnesota National
Guard Prays for Re-
lief

FROM LAKE CITY’S GROUNDS,

Which It Claims Are Hotter
Than the Hinges of
Hades.

NEW METHODS ADVOCATED

In the Work of Recruiting
the Citizen Sol-
diery.

A few years ago the good citizens of
Lake City, to show their interese in the
national guard, and without any ex-
pectations whatsoever of financia! re-
imbursements 1n the future, gave to the
state, for tne benefit of the guard,
quarter section of land about two miles
to the gouth of their city to be used for

. encampments.” This place has to” its
south a large bluff about 400 feet high,
and to the west another of the same
type.

Manv of the guard
spend the only ten days that tbey can
call their own at this place, and conse-
guently return discontented and dis-
satisfied, and by the expression of their
views give the new member a bad im-
pression in rezard to the state military
camp, eausing many to stay at home the
next encampment. Our service being
voluntary is nothing if not attractive,
and the voluntary work of the soldier
n the ficld is severe enough without
calling to aid heat and dust. A spot
within easy reach of the Twin Cities
with good field practice facilities, and
favored with good scenery, good water
and air, should be adopted. WIith the
stimulating effect of visitors and the
natural advantages of the country, the
boys would profit and enjoy their en=

ampments a great deal more than they
have heretofore. .

and have not a very fstrong liking for
formand ceremony. Especially is it so
with Westerners, but there are many
occasions when style and ceremony are
necessary, especially in the army, and
one of them is the presentation of re-
cruits to the regiment. According to
present form in the national guard, the
embryo bluecoat presents his applica-
tion to the ecanpany to which he desires
to belong: the company refers it to an
investigating committee, who investi-
gate the character (in a very loose way)
of the applicant and report. If the
company acts favorably upon it and
votes him in, he is presented to the or~
ganization during a business meeting.
He is vigorously applauded for a mo-
ment (no one knows why, but it 1s the
custom), and soou aiter is quite forgot-
ten. After the meeting is over the cap-
tain takes the future defender of his
country into a dark corner, where there
isnoone tointerfere,and administers the
oath, and with this ceremony our friend
becomes a” member of the regiment
without knov.ing its history—a member
of the guard without having the proper
military spirit inculeated in him—and
with no attachment to anything but his
company. He will probably not see
the rezimental field officers or the ecol
onel until the next camp, and, as oniy
two-thirds of the enroliment attend
that, he is likely to even miss that, and
if he don’t keep his eyes open and read
the papcrs he will probably never hear
he name of the =eneral of ULrigade.
This is a poor ‘'state of affairs, and
should not be allowed to continue in
large cities like St. Paunl, Minneapolis
and Duluth. A change could be easily
effected. The recruits of these three
battalions could all be drilled by a bat-
talion officer detailed for that purpose.
Reeruits should be given the oath pub-
licly and presented to the regimental
colors with appropriate mlitary cere-
mony. Four times a year would be
suflicient for the public presentations.
This would not rrevent persons from
joining the guard at any time. After
being accepted by the company they
would be turned over to the recruiting
officer, on the same plan of the gereral
government at the recruiting depots.
‘This plan would add much to the esprit
du corps.
