ican honor and probity. Fully appre- |
ciating the constitutional limitations of
my executive power, and by no means
unmindful of the hindrances that might

arise, I undertook the task. Having

failed in my plans I committed the en-
tire subject to the congress of the
"United States, which had abundant
power and authority in the premises.
The executive branch of the govern-
ment was thereby discharged from
further duty and responsibility in the
matter unless moved thereto by con-
gressional command. The congress
has, both by its action and its omission
to act, signified that nothing need be
done touching American interference
with the overthrow of the government

of the queen. Quite lately a govern-
ment has been established iv Hawaii,
which is

and operation In all parts of the Islands.
ItIs maintaining its authority and dis-
charging all ordinary governmental
functions. Upon general principles,
and not losing sight of the special cir-
cumstances surrounding this case, the
new government is clearly entitled to
our recognition without retard to any
of the incidents which accompanied or
preceded its inauguration. This recog-
nition and the attitude of the congress
concerning Hawaiian affairs, of course,
led to an absolute denial of the least
present or future aid or encouragement
on my part to an effort to restore any
government heretofore existing in the
Hawaiian islands.

"When the day appo nted for the

meeting arrived i was confined to my
bed by illness, and was unable to keep
my engagement. I, therefore, signed
the paper 1 had expected to read, and it
was delivered to the commissioners,
who, 1 believe, returned at once to Ha-
waii. 1 never saw any member of this
commission or committee, and have
never had any communication or trans-
action with any of them, directly or in-
directly, except as I have here stated."

The Senior Senator Has Prophetic
Vision.

Washington', Jan. 6.—A close friend

of Senator Davis is authority for the

statement that the St. Paul senator told
Senator Washburn six weeks ago that
Gov. Nelson would break faith with
him. For some time Senator Washburn
refused to believe the report, but be-
fore he returned to Minnesota he was
entirely convinced of the correctness of
Senator Davis' statement. In the words
of this gentleman, "Senator Davis told
Washburn that Nelson and Merriam
had gone back on him and formed an
alliance for the control of the Republic-
an party cf Minnesota for some time to
come." Although Senator Davis will
say nothing, his sympathies are all with
Washburn and against Gov. Nelson.
He opposed the political resurrection of
the latter two years and a half ago, and
yesterday pointed out to a friend the
correctness of his views in 18'J2.

DOINGS AND SAYINGS.

Yesterday Was Characterized by

Shrewd Lobbying.
Lieut. Gov. Clough was the most-

sought man in the Windsor lobby yes-
terday, and was frequently surrounded
by groups of people. Some of the Min-
neapolis people, evidently jealous of his
popularity, made efforts to get him
rattled by asking him questions as to
tho strength of Gov.

The other side is doing that. Wo are
simply working and saying nothing."

The Fourth congressional district
representatives held a meeting yester-
day afternoon in the ordinary of the
Windsor. They were in session for
over an hour, considering candidates
for minor positions. All were present
except 0. B. Soule, of Washington
county, and John Sederberg, of Isanti.
Representative August J. Anderson, of
Chis county, was elected chairman,
and Theodore Sander, of Ramsey, sec-
retary. The candidates for position?
were discussed, and leading members of
other districts were consulted by mem-
bers who went about the lobby for that
purpose. A list of prominent candi-
dates was made out, which will be con-
sidered at a meeting to be held at, 3
o'clock this afternoon.

A WIFE'S HONOR

Leads to a Double Tragedy in
Texas.

Robert Hernandez, return-
ing home from Rockdale, missed
his connection and walked in
from Elgin. Arriving at an
unexpected hour, ho found Jose Olibor
iv bed with hi wife.

between there and the river during the
day.

Wounded Her Husband.

Flint is about
twenty-three years of age and his wife
Is ten years his senior, and the
mother of two children by a former
husband. Flint married her at Bing-
hamton some weeks ago.
