The Chief Engineer of the G. N. Is I
Deposed.

President James J. Hill, of the Great i
Northern company, issued a circular
letter yesterday afternoon, under the
date of Jan. 7. announcing the appoint-
ment of John F. Stevens as chief en-
gineer of that company, vice Chief En-
gineer N. D. Miller, resigned.

Mr. Steven*' headquarters will be in
tiiis city. His appointment was made
at a meeting of the board of directors
recently held in this city. He willas-
sume all the duties of his office at once.

Mr. Stevens, some years ago, was
with the Canadian Pacific, and was en-
engaged in the construction of that
road across the continent. Mr. Stevens
became connected with the Great
Northern at the time the Pacific exten- "
sion of the Great Northern was being
built. He was then assistant chief en-
gineer, and remained with the road up
to about a year ago. Since then he has -.
been on the coast. lie has been iv the i
city several days, and has already en- J
tered upon his new duties.

The resignation of Mr. Miller was re-
ceived with no little surprise. He has
been in the continuous employment of
the Great Northern for the past sixteen
years, having first entered the service 'of President Hill in 1870. before he had |'
organized the St. Paul, Minneapolis &
Manitoba company. Prior to 'that he
had been assistant chief engineer on
the St. Paul &Pacific, under Chief En-
gineer C. A. F. Morris. In 1885 Mr.
Miller was made chief engineer of Mr.
Hill's road, which position ho has faith-
fully filleduntil the present. lie leaves
the company with the highest esteem
and the good will of all officers and em-
ployes. In all the years of his service
lie scarcely missed a day. For the pres-
ent Mr. Miller will not enter upon any
other work, his object being to have a
much-needed rest.
