HILL IS A SILVERITE,

He Is on Record as Believing
in the Free Coinage
of Silver.

BIMETALLISM THE ISSUE.

His Views Expressed in a Let-
ter Just Published With
His Consent.

DAVID B. AS A PKROPHET.

Remarkable Fu!fillment of His
Predictions on Finances
and Tariif.

NEW YORK, Jan.16.—A letter from
Senator David B. Hill, of New York,
will be published here tomorrow, wbich

will attract considerable attraction as
bearing upon the campaign of 1896. 1n

1t he declares that the free coinage of
silver, as well as gold, *‘must be held
out as the gzoal which the country must
ultimately reach.”

The letter was written nearly two
vears ago, just prior to the memorable
extra session of 1593, to Clark Howell,
editor of the Atlanta Constitution, who
gives it to the public with the consent
of Senator Hill, obtained some time ago.

The letter bears date of July 13, 1863,
Senator Hill begins by saying that in
the first and only interview he had with
President Cleveland he urged the cali-
ing of the extra session of congress in
April of that year,instead of September,
the president’s preference. The sena-
tor prediets a session lasting until Des
cember and wuch bitterness and divis-
ion in the Demeoeratic ranks in conse=
quence, Ile favors the unconditional
repeal of the Sherman law, but an ae-
ceptable substitute for it should be pro-
vided. However, the repeal should be
madeat once, and other financial mat-
ters be considered afterwards. *+I am,”
he says, 'in favor of bimetallism as the
issue of the future.” He is for f{ree
coinage under an international agrees
ment if possible, and if not possible,
then for independent bimetallism. He
says:

*1 do not believe 1n the Bland bill or
any other measure which guarantees
anything less than unrestricted coinage
for zold and silver alike, as pledged in
the Democratic national platform. We
should continue to hold out free coin-
agze as the goal which the country must
ultimately reach.”

Senator Hill expresses himself as not
in favor of the federal tax on state
baank issues, but fears the consequences
of a repeal of the tax, as he does “‘not
like such wildcat currency and never
did.”” He fears such an experiment will
not be a success, and advises that this
issue must be not mixed up with the
legal tender curreney question.

'he senator on the subject of tariff
reform expresses confidence of the pas-
sage of whatever bills the treasury de-
partment might recommend. *“\We must
make a little tariffi reform go a great
ways,” he says.- There should be not
mueh reduction except where it is
likely to produce more revenue, Ltie
doubted the poiiey of restoring the
sugar tax. *“‘Let the tariff be retained
with those articles which come in com-
petition with our own workmen if it is
necessary to secure more revenue,’” is

his cloging recommendation.

RUTH IS INDIGNANT,

Insists That He Was Not in
Collusion With W. W,
Taylor.

ADMITS HE WAS SLOW,

But Says This Is No Evidence
That He Was
Crooked.

COURTS AN INVESTIGATION,

And Sesms in No Danger of
Not Getting Satis-
faction.

PizRRE, S. D.. Jan. 16.—Col. Thomas
H. Ruth arrived eariy this morning
from his home in De Smet, and is highly
indignant at the charges which have
been made against him during the past
few days. He enters an indignant de-
vial and asserts that he is anxious for
the fullest investigation. He states
that he will be able to prove his inno-
cence of any wrong done. Col. Ruth
emphatically refused to make any
statement, but says he will appear at
the proper time, and, having cleared
himself, will deal with those who set
the charges afioat. Ruth has told his
friends his version of the affair and it
is given herewith. He states that the
charge that he was cognizant of Tay-
lor’s collection or that he in any way

Aided Him ito Eseape
or to zet a large amount from the state
treasury is false in every particular.
The fact that he failed to make the
apportionment before the 27th of De-
cembar last, he says, was not in viola-
tion of the law, although the statute
says that such apportionment must be
made directly after the 10th of Novem~
vber. He points out that the statate
reads substantially thus: The commis-
sioner ot publie lands shall on or before
the 10th of May and November cause to
be made an apportionment of the funds
which he estimates will be in the treas-
ury on the 1st of July and of January
ensuing, and shail then notify the
anditors of the respeetive coun-
ties of the amounts S0 ap-
portioned. The sections immediately
torlowing fix no time for the distribus=
tion, and the statute is so blindly
worded that the commissioner canvot
be held liable for delay. The state ofii-
cials understand that he is to apporticn
at once. The cemmissioner disputes
them. It is fair to Cel. Ruth to say that
his view is taken Dby good lawyers on
this point, but
Ehe Serious Part

of the charges relatesto his holding up
of the school funds in the summer of
1803. The law provides that the state
treasurer shall on the 15th of June cer-
tify to the commissioner of school and
publie lands the amount of money in
the treasury in the income fund of
school lands, and that the commissioner
shail then proceed to appoertion them.
As a matter of practice the treasurer
does not do so, sinee the cotnmissioner
has aﬂ in his own office,and so 1s ap-
prised of the information. Under this the
commissioner should, on the 15th of
June, 1893, have apportioned about $75,-
000, which was in the fund at that time.
He did not do so, but left for Pennsyl-
vania about July 1. 'T'he ofiice was be-
sieged with remonstrances from the
varigus counties, funds being particu-
larly in demand on accountof the panie.
No apportionment was made until the
following December, d2spite the pro-
tests of the governor and other state
officers. Col. Ruth refuses to discuss
this matter further than to say that
during the summer his wife was very
ili and finally died, and that he would
not leave his dying wife for any cause;
also that the full amount of the ex-
pected income was not in the treasury
on the day fixed by law. It may be
said that

His Wife Died
«the second week 1 August, and that
that wou!d not debar him from dis-
tributing the fund immediately on his
return in September. Moreover, under
his orders, the deputy did apportion ail
thefunds on Aug. 15, when they had
all come in, but Col. Ruth refused to
send them out for four months, not-
withstanding the plain wording of the
law. and to the great loss of the state
Besides this, when he finally appor
tioned the funds he sent only part of
them. Allof this information is gained
from the statement of his depuiy, Bow-
man, and of the state officers familiar
with the facts. Col.. Ruth denies
absolutely the story that he wrote
a letter to Taylor whieh was sent to the
treasurer of Clay county, and states
that he wrote the letter to that county’s
treasurer respeeting  certain funds
which that treasurer had coilected and
was holding up'in defiance of law. This
letter was not seen by any one now im
the capitai, but it was reported to the
officials who gave eredit to the story.
The Investigation has been ordered and
will probably bring out the faets. Col
Ruth absolutely denied that he was
.connected with Taylor in any way for
the use of the state funds, or that he
has had any suspicion of his shortage
or-his whereabouts sinee last seen here.

Probably Pass the North
Dakota House.

SENATE HMAY NOT PASS IT.

State Has Unpaid Bills on File
Amounting to About
$120,000.

FIVE DAYS" ADJOUKNHMENT.

Joint Session Monday to Do
Honor to Mrs. Hans-
brough’s Memory.

BisymArck, N.D., Jan. 16.—Among
the bills lost, side-tracked or stolen dur-
inz the last legislature was the substi
tute for McLean’s warehouse bill. 1t
passed bLoth houses and reached the
governor on the last night of the ses-
sion, but did not have the signature of
the lieutenant gevernor, and, therefore,
failed to become a law. It was hotly
contested throughout. It provides for
the condemnation of warehouse siteson
railroad right of way. The measure
has azain been introduced Ly Senator
Strom, and will known as Senate Bill
No. 19. Aunsther lmportant measure
required railroads to provide platforms
for the shipment of live slock or grain
at stations with the object of relieving
shippers from the elevator monopoly.

21. In supporting the resolution the
senator urged that it was owing to the
condition of state revenues and dis-

Casimir-Perier’s Resignation
Already Causes Dangerous
Complications.

EX - PRESIDENT DENCUNCED

On All Sides for Ignominious-
ly Deserting the State in
Time of Danger.

ROYALISTS ACTIVE AGAIN.

Events Which Have Led Up to
the Present Difficulties
Reviewzd.

PamRis, Jan. 16.—The Hundred Days
ended inin Waterloo. 1t will not be Casi-
mir~-Perier’s fault 1f the 202 days of his
presidency do notend in the rvin of
parliamentary government in France.
He has acted like a spoiled child or an
ill-tempered chess player, who, on find-
ing that he had done badly, tosses over
the chess board. Paris awoke this
morning to find that he had resigned.
He is wellemeaning, but querulously
touchy, and is surrounded with would=
be Republican renegades or wealthy
semi-Liberals, afraid if they moved on
to melt like snails. IHe has Dbeen at
sea since the death of his bosom friend,
M. Burdeau, to whose want of moral
sense he was blind, and whose great
talent he overrated. In resigning, the
president muddled an already con-
fused situation. The act of resigna=
tion was in Dbad form, and dis-
respectful, though not intentionally so.
The circumstances connected with that
event are deplorable. The highest post
has been deserted at the first erisis. The
wholesome precedent established by
MacMahon, Grevy and Carnot in con-
suliing in times of difficulty the presi-
dents of both legislative houses was dis-
carded. Challemel=Lacour, president
of the seunate, was alone sent for, he
having always rather encouraged than
sought to ailay Casimir-Perier’s touchi-
ness and angry ebuilitions. Chaltlemel-
Lizcour had advised dissolution and
threatened it as a means of bringing the
nose of the chamber of deputies to the
grindstone. DBesides, he is

i-Tempered and Arrogant,

and sympathizes with the reactionaries,
the'cuusequence of having bLeen raised
from nothing to the greatest stations
and associating with dukes at the acad-
emy. His splenetic temper chimed In
with the impatience and irritability of
Casimir=Perier.

Brisson, who was ignored, is a man of
principles and a Puritan in his domestic
life. His record is spotless. His ntel-
lectis of a hizh order, but bis single-
ness of mind is not associated with the
wisdom of the serpent. Casimir-Perier
had tsken umbrage at Brisson’s election
to the presidency of the chamber of
deputies after Burdeau’s death, and re=
garded his re-eleciion the other day as
a slight to himself, DBrisson having op-
pesed the Draconian laws which Casi-
mur-Perier presented when he was
prime minister to pariiament. There
was an accamulation of fancied slights.
The first was the wrangle over the
Widow Burdeau pension bill. Mme,
Burdeau is a Spanish-Ameriean, with
lambent eyes, fine teeth and a lemon-
colored complexion, lovklng well
by candlelight, and as fond of dia-
monds 43 any cocotte. She was
not left penniless by her hiusband. Far
from it: but he was not rich enough to
live in grand style. When Burdzau
was dying Casimir-Perier promised to
Le a friend to his family, and was be-
bhind Dupuy when he promised a public
funeral at a cost of 20,000 fraces and a
pension to the widow of 12,003 francs
annually. This pension was pared
down to 9.000 francs, but the other
3,000 franes were given to Burdeau’s
moiher. The prime minister asked for
the annuity to be continued to the three
children of the annuitant after her
death, during their lives. As two of
the children were sons, and ocue of
those a scamp aged nineteen years, who
at sixteenran away from school to sec
up with a demi-mondaine, this was re-
fused unless in regard to the daughter.

The
Paris electors gave him a seat in parlia-~
ment after he had been tried and se-
verely sentenced, as the city of London
save Wilkes a seat: but, wnereas King
George had to put up with Wilkes, the
chamber refused, in order to conciliate
Casimir-Perier. to release Richard from
prison to take his seat in the chamber.
Sipee then the chamber has pushed
its accommodating spirit so far
as to expel on insufficient pre-
texts two deputies who were
personally inimical to  Casimir-
~Perier, namely, Jaures, who, in
defending Richard at the assizes, de-
livered a philippic azainst the Casimir-
Perier family in bad taste,but not crime
inal, and Rouanal, who systematleally
attacked the president in the socialist
newspapers. Another deputy, a few
days ago, was arrested for sowing agi-
tation at the Casmaux colliery because
Casimir-Perier is a colliery king. The
chamber suffered this. It is not there-
fore surprising that today a guffaw met
the cowplaint in the presidential mes-
sage about his being undefended by
partiament, though he wasin a situa-
tion in which self-defense was impossi-
ble. What made the cupof vittsrness
overflow was the vote tor a committee
to be named to inquire into Raynal’s
conduet on account of the railway eon-
ventions and to impeach him.'I'hese con-
ventious, invoiving the

Most Gigantic Scandals
of all times, were signed by Raynal as
minister of public worksin the Ferry
cabinet of 1883, of which cabinet Casi-
mir-Perier was an under secretary of
state. A syndicate of railway com-

panies in that year spent t

ties. The conventions were so drawn
as to, in many cases, ailow interest of
25 per cent on the capital subscribed.
They allowed zuarantees of interest on
all the capital in shares and bonds, but
were silent as to the date when the in-
terest guarantees were to cease. As
prime minister, Casimir-Perier selected
Raynal to be minister of the interior,
and this person crdered police raids on
the domieciles of thousands of harmiess
people, to terrify the socialists and pre-
vent attaciks on the score of the conven-
tions, thus breeding a spirit of violence
that culminated in Carnot’s murder.
I_{nynal is a coreligionist of Capt. Drey-
fus, who was recently sentenced to life
imprisonment for betraving military
secrets to a foreign government. He
comes from Bordeaux, where the presi-
dent’s  mother, & semi-Jewess, was
brought up.

The council of state, a high political
and eivil tribunal, has just decided that
the interest guarantees expire in 1933,
instead of 1914, as Raymal claimed to
believe. By this means the state will
lose 1.300,000 francs, independently of
other crushing conditions tor the taxe
payers sanctioned in the conventions
which establish a great railway monop-
oly far the next sixty years.

At one sitting of the chamber, in 1883,
8C0,000 franes were spent in gaining
three votes. M. Ferry had lived in a

tenement house lodging up to 1883. He
resided subsequeutiy In a splendid

house built for himsell in the ariste-
cratic district of Paris. 1 am acquainted
with deputies who were poor berore the
conventions were voted, but who have
since formed costly art collections.

M. Casimir-Perier’s choicc &£ Baynal
for minister of the interior was generally
thouiht astounding, but was considered
to have been due to the liability of the
forimer to be hoodwinked.

It s a Colossai Blunder

for the president to take up the endgels
for Raynal, who, being very clever,
cannot be credited with having made
an oversizht, He is therefore stamped
as the author of a colossal act of knav-
ery. Even the Socialists refrained
from accusing Casimir-Perier of com-
phieity.  Why, then, should he act as if
the conventions cap fitted himseif as
well as Raynal?

The presidential messagze was read in
the chamber of deputies today by DBris-
son ip a mellifinous voice and with ad-
mirable emphasis. It was the most ill.
judgzed state paper of which I have any
recollection. It hits at the friends and
foes of the suthor and is absurd
throughout.

Casimir-Perter goes back tomorrow to
his private residence in the Rue Nitro,
where he lives on the first fioor, and his
mother,who, with Burdeau and Spuller,
persuaded him torun for the presi-
deney, lives on the ground fioor.

Brisson has apparently the best chance
of being elected president, beeause he
is a Puritan and is wanted for the place,
but he will not have a majority in the
senate.

Soubel, who was prime minister when
the railway seandals were unveiled 1n
Panama, who was not implicated in
them, is also mentioned in connection
with the oftice.

Dupuy also has a fair chance and will
be supported by the railway companies’
money. He is treating thie council of
state’s decision in the railway matter as
final.

PERIER’S RESIGNATION.

An Arraignment of the Deputies
for Their Course.

PAris, Jan. 16. — The senate and
chamber met at 3 o’cloek this afternoon,
and the following leiter from M. Casi-
mir-Perier was read to both bodies:

*1 did not conceal from myself the
difficuities of the task which the na-
tional assembly imposed upon me. 1
had fereseen them. Dut if one does not
refuse a post in a moment of danger one
can only preserve one’s dignity in the
conviction that tie country is bemng
served. A president of the repuablie
withont means of action or without
countrol can derive from the confidence
of the nation alone that moral force
without which he is nothing. I doubt
neither the good sense nor the jastice
of France. But public opinion has been
jed astray. More than twenty years
devoted to the same cause, more than
twenty years of attachment to the re-
public and devotion to the democracy,
have sufficed neither to convince the
republic of the sincerity and ardor of
my polrtical faith nor to disabuse my
adversaries who believe, or afizet to
believe, that I will make myself the
instrument of their passio:ns or hopes.

~for the last six months a ecampaign
of slander and insult has been going on
agaipnst the army, magistracy, parlia-
ment and the hierarchical chief of the
state and this license to disseminate
social hatred continues to be called
‘liberty of thought.’

“The respeet and ambition which 1
entertain for my country will not allow
me to acknowledge that the servants of
the ecountry, and he who represents itin
the presence of forelgn nations, may be
insulted every day.

-l am content to bear the weight of
the moral responsibility placed upon wme
in the conditlon of powerlessness to
which I am condemned. Perhaps I
may be understood when I affirm that
constitutional funetions cannot silence
the exigencies of political conscience.
Perhaps I may say in doing my func-
tions, 1 have marked out the path of
duty for those who are solicitous for
the good name of France in the worid.
lnvariably true to myself, I remain per-
suaded that reforins can only be carried
out with the assistance of a government
determined to insure respect for the
laws, make itself obeyed by its subordis
nates and group them all together for
the common good. 1n spite of the gloomn
of the present hour, I have faith in the
future ot France’s power and justice. I
lay on the table of the chamber of depu-
ties my resignation of the funetions of
president of the republie.

BUTTE IS STUNNEE.

Resplts of the Explosion in
No Wise Exaggerated in
Early Reports,

FIFTY DEAD RECOVERED,

And More Corpses Believed
to Be Yet in the
Ruins.

MANY SHAPELESS TRUNKS

Recovered Still Quivering
With Life--Horrors Beyond
Reeounting.

BurTr, Mont., Jan. 16. -1t Is now es-
timated that the number of persons
killed by last night’s terrible explosion
of giant powder is sixty. Nearly fifty
are already known to have been killed.
‘Today the city is in mourning, and all
flags are at half-mast. The reliet
meeting called by the mayor was
largely attended and commitiees ap=
pointed for the collectivn of money for
the relief of the afflicted families. The
neople are responding liberally, and a
sufficient amounut to reiieve distress is
already guaranteed. A number of the
bodies are mangled beyond all recog-
nition and never will be identified. Tha

Prof. Robbins or Robinson, who is
also known as “I'wo Bear,” wasa fa-
mous hunter and a friend of Theodorg
Roosevelt, of New York. He had spent
all his life in the mountains and was
making preparations to guide a party
through a practically unknown portion
of the Yellowstone park. Several vis-
itors in the city are among the dead,
among them being J. B, Miller, an
Idaho lawyer.

More Bodies Will Be vound
under the acres of debris.

Inquiries are coming from all parts
of the countrv about friends and reia-
tives who reside in the city, and who
were supposed to have been here at the
time of the explosion. It is admitted
by all that this is by far the most dis-
astrous surface explosion that has oc-
curred anywhere in the country during
recent years.

The alarm which called nearly the
entire fire departmment to its death was
sent in at 9:55 last night from box 72.
The fire was either in the Keunyon Con-
neli or the Butte Hardware company’s
warehouse and both contained powder.
There was a rumor that there was pow-
der in the building but this was denied
and after a moment’s hesitation the fire-
men began fizhting the fire.

‘The hese wagon crew consisted of
Chief Cameron, Assistant Chief Sioan,
Sam Ash, Ed Sloan, Dave Moses, Dava
Magee and Jack Flannery. Magee was
the driver and remained with the wagon
about forty yards away, while Flanuery
was at the hydrant. ‘U'be hook and lad-
der was manned by George Fi-
fer and Pete Nolan, of the reg-
ular paid department, and Willlam
Orr, one of the volunieers. Chief
Cameron directed the attack on the
building, and while some of the fire~
men hanled a iine of hose along the
others started in to tear off the iron
covering of the building so that they.
could get at the flammes. Just as they
had succeeded in tearing off a part of
the coverinz and secured an entraunce
the first ¢xplosion came.

Blinding Sheet of Flameo

foreed the roof from ils factenings and
shot hundreds of feet into the air, fol-
lowed by a second of*deadly silence,and
them came the awful roar. carrying
with it annibilation to those who
closely surrounded the death trap and
destruction on every hand. All but
three of the firemen were Killed.

There were heroes among the specta-
tors, however, and as soon as the stun
of the shock passed awaw. while zome
ran in terror, others immediately bezan
pulling the mutilated bodies of the fire
wen and the injured from the proximicy
of the flames. From all over the city
people Dbegan moving towards the fire
ana the crowd had greatly increased
within five minutes. Just about that
