A LOGICAL PRODUCT.

We confess our inability to under~
stand these pious and Indighant denun-
ciations of the defaulting South Dakota
treasurer by the papers of the party of
whose policy he was so excellent and
ripe a product, unless it be that the
editors do not themseives realize that
Taylor was only an apt and logical
scholar in their school of polities, or,
knowing it, feel compelled to denovnce
inen who carry 1t to the unfortunate ex-
treme of getting found out. In fact,it
is a tribute to the general honesty of
men that there are so few, compara-
tively, of these Taylors who get found
out.

This is a large indictment to bring
against a party policy, especially when
that policy is preiaced with pretense of
patriotic love of ccuntry and profound
coucern for the welfare of man. Butit
is one that will lie, and no demurrer to
it will be quashed in the forum of rea-
son. Law has a formative power on
those subjected to 1t, operating just as
any other environment does to shape
character and create habits of thought
and action. If superimposed on a sub-
ject race, in time it works radical
changes in the character of the people.
Subject the sturdiest of peoples to the
pressure of the Jaws of a tyrannous con-
queror and you get characteristics of
weakuess, servility, deceitfulness and
uuntruthfulness. From being the most
self-reliant and independent of people
we have educated the untutored indian
by our laws into a dependent, helpless,
inveterate mendicant.

The spiritof later-day Republicanism
is paternalistic, verging on socialisic.
It conceives of any goverpment as a
power to be used in a parental way to
advance the interests of the peonle. As
this can be done only by advancing the
interests of some of the people, it re-
sults that here, as everywhere, paternal~
ism comes to be understood as the pro-
motion of the welfare of some under
pretense of doing good for all. Applied
to the policy of protection, it signifies
to all that the power of the government
is lent to make profitable certain lines
of industries which would b2 less profit-
able without it; that is, that all consum-
ers of the products of these industries
shall be obliged to pay something more
than their normal worth to the makers
of them.

Now what must be the educational
effect of this on those who accept the
doetrine? Is it not, can 1t be other than
that itis a legitimate use of govern-
ment and governmental place to make
money tor some one? The incumbent
of office, secing its power used with ae-
cepted legitimacy to add to the wealth
of some, must be of an unusunally stiff
nroral fiber if its effect on him is not to
make im come to think that there is
no wrong, or even impropriety, in using
the same power for his personal ad=
vantage? If he is the custedian of
money,why should he notuse the money
until it is required for bis own gain? 1f
interest accerues,why shouldn’t he think
that interest money his, just as Wis-
consin’s treasurers did for years, until
over half a million dollars had been
pocketed by them.

The Taylors engaged in Dbusiness
also reason logically that if itis right
to take money from all and give toa
few there can be nothing wrong in the
mere use for a time in their private
affairs of the money of all; and so they
take flyers in grain or a block of specu-
lative real estate. 1If all goes well, the
money is replaced. But, and this is
where the demoralization shows, when
things go wrong and the money cannot
be replaced, these fellows fall to pitying
themselves for what they call their
“misfortunes.” ‘They have not done
wrong at all, but have been simply un-
fortunate.

So the poison spreads. The legislator
comes to think that it is the proper thing
for him to accept, and demaund, if it is
not proftered, money for his support of
or opposition to measures or candidates;
because governments are instituted,
among other things, to help some peo-
ple make more money than they are en-
titled to. Aldermen reason that they
are the city governinent, and that it is
pertectly legitimate for them, as the
government, to dispose of the privileges
in its custody for the best attainable
sum. It permeates the police from head
to foot, and all the way up and down
men come to regard themselves as jasti-
fied in making what they can out of the
office they may hold. The government
sets the example, and they are not long
in learning to follow it.

That this is-mot the universal effect is
due to the existence of a moral sense
not yet blunted; but it is inevitable, if
this country continue its present mad
career in paternalism, that in time offi~
cialism in it will beecome as corrupt as
in Turkey or China, where paternalism
has ripened into rottenness.

CASH 1S “PROVIDED.

Senate at Last Appropriates
Funds for Collecting In-
come Tax,

HILL’S AMENDMENT LOST.

Long Struggle Over Refer-
ring to Courts Ends in
Defeat.

‘Committee’s Report Will Be

Considered by the House
Saturday.

W ASHINGTON, Jan. 16.—After a de-
bate covering a week, the senate today
voted down Mr. Hill’s proposition to
refer the legality of the inceme tax to
the courts, only five senators joining
with Mr. Hill in supporting the proposi-
tion. But the vote was not taken until
late in the day, and up to that time
there was the most spirited debate that
the Hill proposition has called out. Mr.
Vest was the principal speaker of the
day, and in view of his service on the
tariff conference committee, there was
great interest manifested in some of
the committee secrets which he felt
justified in disclosing. In the course
of his speech Mr. Vest called attention
to the gravity of the tariffi war
which foreign countries had begun
against the United States, as a resalt
of the one-tenth sugar differential. Al-
though Mr. Hill failed in referring the
income tax to the courts he secured the
adoption of an important amendment
limiting the interrogatories of the offi-
cers seeking to collect the tax. The
amendment will have the effect of com-
pelling the treasury department to
change its regulations as to collecting
the income tax. Mr. Lodge’s effort to
have income tax officials placed under
clvil service rules was defeated. The
meome tax appropriation was then
agreed to and the deficiency appropria-
tion Lill passed.

ARGUING INCOME TAX.,

Decision in the Case Expected
Next Wednesday.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 16.—The arguing
in the case of John G. Moore against
Commissioner of Internal Revenue Mils
ler, brouglt to test the constitutionality
of the income tax law, was resumed to=
day in the district equity court.

Attorney Jere Wilson made the open-
ing argument, and Assistant Attorney
General Whitney and Solicitor of In-
ternal Revenue Hough represented the
government. At the outset counsel for
complainants cited ecertain aathorities
that the government has no power to
take cognizance of a statute that is void,
and laid down the proposition that an
unconstitutional act 13 no aect at all
‘The income tax, continued counsel, has
been held by the supreine court to be an
excise law, and he asserted that, as an
attack on thrift and energy, it 1s con-
trary to the spirit of our constitution.

The tax, Mr. Wilson continued, is a
diserimination of a class character and
an encouragement of what is-fraught
with the greatest danger to our
country. The argument closed with
the assumption thateverywhere there
Is a disposition to have the validity of
the tax settled, the urgent necessity of
securing the decision of the United
States supreme court on the case and a
reference to the unconstitutionality of
taxing aliens residing outside the
United Srates.

Assistant Attorney General Whitney’
closed the case witha short argument
in reply tothe complainant’s counsel.
He assumed that the other side meant
that only persons having no thrift,
energy or enterprise should be taxed.
The statement that the tax was uncon-
stitutional and unprecedented becausoe
the tax was measured forthe entire
calendar year, aithough the actonly
went into operation on Aug. 28, 1804,
was pronounced unfounded.

“The counsel on the other side has
given no authorities to show that the
United States cannot tax aliens who
own property here. He knew of no
reason why they should not be taxed, as
well as other property holders, but here
Judge Wilson interrupted with the re-
mark that his reference was not to
property itself, but gains of alieus
through property.

“We may hope,” Mr. Whitney con-
cluded, *that if the "administration of
the law goes on we may find some way
of administering it with less annoyance
to ourselves.”

Judze Hagmer will deliver his decis~
fon in the case next Wednesday.

PUSHING THE RICKS CASE.

Question of Impeachment to Come
Up sSaturday.

W ASHINGTON, Jan. 16.—The judiciary
committee has decided to take two days,
next Saturday and Monday, for debate
on the Ricks impeachment resolution in
tie house.

Chairman Sayres, of the appropriation
committee, says 139 will endeavor to call
up tbe sundry ecivil bill Saturday—so
there may be a conflict for precedence,
as both the appropriation bills and the
resolutions are privilegzed matters.
While there is a possibility, according
to members who oppose impeachment,
that Mr. Broderiek’s minority report be
substituted for the majority report in
Friday’s committee meeting, some of Mr.
Ricks’ friends deciare that he would
prefer to obtain the verdict of the whole
bouse on the question of impeachment
rather than have the charges stifled by
a bare majority vote in the committee.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 16,.—1t is probable
that the vessels held at Ferdinanda,
Fla., on account of alleged violation of
the neutrality laws will be allowed to
proceed. The attorney general has re-
celved a report from the United States
attorney for the northern district of
Florida, who has the case i charge for
the United States, stating that hLe
thought he had a good case against the
vessels, but thyt ie had not been able
to ascertain their intended destination,
whereupon Mr. Olney telegraphed, call-
ing his attention to the decision of the
Unitéd States circuit court for the
southern district of California in the
case of the Itata. This decision would
seem to completely cover the present
case, and it is altogether likely that the
vesseis will be permitted to proceed to
their destination without further hin-
drance,

Aimed at the Gold Sharks.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 16.— Representa-
tive Bryan (Dem., Neb.) has introduced
a bill to provide for the coinage of the
seigniorage. A feature of the bill pro-
vides that any person presenting to the
treasury greenbacks or treasury notes,
and demanding their redemption in gold
or silver for the purpose of embarassing
the government, injuring its ecredit or
compelling or securing the issuing of
bonds,shall be guilty of a mmisdemeanor,
and upon conviction be punished by
imprisonment for not less than five
years.

Indian Agents Make a Grab.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 16.—There was
today laid before the house a letter
from the commissioner of Indian affairs
roposing that the pay of fifty-seven
ndian agents be increased—the eom-
missioner regarding the present sala-
ries inadequate in view of their arduous
duties and money responsibility.
