How Ex-Treasurer Taylor Acted
With His Friends.
PIiERRE, S. D., Jan. 18. — Ex-~Gov.
Mellette returned this morning from a
hasty trip to Chicaro, whither he went
to Jvok after his interests in connection
with Taylor’s defaleation. It wil be
recatled that the trustdeeds that Taylor
held of all Mellette’s property were re=
corded and mortgaged to C. H. Wells,
Chicago. Mellette is satistied that Tay-
lor has been ranuing bebind for three
years. He thinks Taylor nas duped and
buildozed his friends and bondsmen ail
along. He says also that Taylor prob-
ably tock very little mouey with him.
At the last mement Taylor paid three
notes of $10,000 each on whieh his father
was indorser. Two of these notes were
given to the Lafayette bank and one to
the Chase National, of New York. Itis
not known what Taylor could have
done with the balance of the §160,000
whieh he drew from the treasury during
December. Mellette had several eon-
ferences with J. T. MeChesney, who
says Taylor made a different statement
as to his liabilities every time he talked

with him.

REVENU#S INCREASE,

Officials Hope tuo Avert a Bond
Issue.

WASHINGTON. Jan. 18.—The heavy
withdrawal of gold for export trom the
sub-treasury at New York was not
wholly urnexpected by treasury cfficials
as the indications since the first of the
week lhave made it probable that the
withdrawals for shipment tomorrow
would be exceptionally larze. Never-
theless today’s transactions have in-
tensified the fear of another bond issue,
and in a measure dampened the spirit
of hopefulness that has pervaded the
treasury department for some days past.
1t is, however, stoutly maintained that
the record for the present fiseal year

will show a decided improvement in
the financial condition of the treasury
over that of last year, and the
steady inurease in tlie receipts from
customs aud internal revenae

than equal the expenditures. 1t is
arcaed that the customs receipts are

U. P. WANIS aN EXTENSION.

Their Latest Offer for Securing
the Government’s Debt.

WasuINGgTON, Jan. 18.—A petition
from the stockholders of the Union Pa-
cific Railway company was presented (o
congress today, offering to assess its
stockholders a sum sufficient to pay all
bonds which have priority over the lien
of the United States, in consideration of
an extension of the debt of the United
States for fifty vears at 2 per cent. The
petition sets forth thata part of the
debt for which the government is re~
sponsible, amounting to $33,539,512, will
mature before the meeting of the Fifty-
fourth congress. They represent thatin
consequence of the business depression
there has been a marked falling off in
business, amounting to 48 per cent of
the gross earnings for the first ten
months in 1804 as compared with the
first ten months of 1883, and that this
has resulted in a failure to meet the in-
terest of the bouds on various dlvisions
of the road.

The propositions forchanges in the
Reilly bill, which were submitted tothe
house committee on Pacific railroads by
representatives of tiie Union Pacific,
have been rejected. ‘The vote taken in
committee today was unanimously
against adding any material amend-
ments to the measurs which is now on
the calendar of the house. That pro-
posal upon which the Union Pacific
Iaid most stress, a reduction or the rate
of interest on the government debt
from 3 to 2 per cent, met with general
favor. \

Amendments to meet the views of
railroad receivers and shareholders may
be made when the bill i3 before the

Representative Linion Proposes a
sixteenth Amendmeat.

Form.

GOVERNMENT AID ASKED

By the Incorporators of the
Interstate Transporta=-
tion Company.

BUT ONE LINK IN A CHAIN

Which Will Give St. Paul An-
other Road to the
Coast.

Special to the Globe.

WasnisgToN, Jan. 18. — The first
move toward the consummation of
President James J. Hill’s cherished
scheme of an air-line railroad between
Duluth and Denver was made in the
United States senate today, when Sen-
ator Davis introduced a bill incorpoerat-
ing the Interstate ‘[ransportation com-
pany. The bill anthorizes the invest-
ment of the sinking tund of the Union
Pacific railroad in the bonds of a rail-
road to be built between Sioux City,
Io.. and Julesburg, Neb. Sixteen
thousand dollars per mile is to be in-
vested, of which £60,000 1s to be paid on
the completion of each five miles, the
balance upon the completion of the en-
tire line. One of the incorporators of
this road is ex-Speaker W. R. Kinyon,
of Owatonna, Minn., and among
the othiers are men who are connected
with the old Midland Pacifie, which
has a bridge partiaily completed across
the Missouri at Sioux City. Senator
Pettigrew is in the scheme, and there is
every occasion to believe that Sam Hill,
who has been in conference with Sena=
tor Davis nearly every day and had a
meeting with him today, is directing
the operations. At Julesburg the pro=
posed road will connect with the Union
Pacific, Denver & Gulf, which runs
straight to Denver. Asin the case of
several other railroad schemes of the
Pickerel statesman ,the road will pass
into the hands of the Great Northern
when completed. The Denver &
Gulf, while in the past controlled by
the Union Pacifie, is a separate road,
and is one of that corporations parallel=
line schemes.

WILL-THE U. P. COME IN?

Formation of the Transcontinent-
al Rests With That Road.

CuicAco, Jan. 18.—The formation of
a passenger agreement by the Western
and Transcontinental lines now rests
entirely with the Union Pacifiec. No-
body knows what that line will do, and
it is doubtful if it knows 1itself. The
line of action it will pursue is depend-
ent upon the fight in progress for sep-
arate receiverships for the Orezon Short
line and Utah Northern. 1f this is won
by the latter lines the Rock lsland and
the Burlington will make a deal with
the Oregzon Short Line for the handling
of their business beyond Oregon, and it
that is carried out the Union Pacific
will cut a small fizure in the calenla~
tions of the other lines rezarding the
furmation of the association. All efforts
looking to the adoption of an agreement
have practically ceased, and there is
small chance of their being resumed
until it is known whatthe Union Pacifie
can and will do.

CHICAGO, Jan. 18.—Notice was given
by the lines of the Central Traffic asso-
ciation today that they would refuse to
accept any tickets over their roads is-
sued by the Hutehinson & Southern.
They will also refuse to exchange busi-
ness with it. The reason for the boy-
cott is thai the Hutehinson & Southern
is accused of bhaving deaiings with
brokers and is moreover said to be be~
hind in its payment of balances due to
other roads. The Wesiern lines have
aiso declared a simiiar boycott against
the Hutchinson & Southern.
