NEW YoRK, Jan. 20.—Since our ad-
vices of the 12th inst. there has been no
fmportant change in the direction of the
volume of Wall street operations. The
transactions on investment account
have been moderate in amount, and
spceulation sull remains largely re-
stricted toprofessional operators. Events
have supplicd no conspicuouns motive
for new ventures og either the “buli”
or “bear side, and the two forces seem
to be about evenly balanced. With a
larger supply of stock on the market
sellers might possibly be avle to make
some impression on prices, but with
the present limited holdings the “*bears”
caunot sell any important lices of stock
without encountering difticalty in bor-
rowing shares to make their deliveries
and exposing themselves to being
squeezed,  On Wednesday a . better
feeling was  developed Dby 11-
linois  Central declaring its usual
rate of dividend in place
of making a reduction, as was generally
expected. There are also other consid~
erations calculated to bLring the better
class of dividend-paying stocks into de-
mand. It secems to be generally con-
ceded that they have now seey their
worst experience, and that the fall in
prices has more than discounted the re-
cent adverse influences affecting them,
so that, at current prices, they should
be a good purchase. During the latter
half ol the week this feeling was dis-
tinctly apparent, and the transactions
in expectation of better prices for good
properties produced a more hopeful
tone than has been apparent for some
time.

trust excited by our silver legislation of
18990 more strikingly than tue returns of
any of the three preceding years during
which the Sherman act had been in
operation. For the two fiscal years,
1890-1 and 1891-2 combined, the forelgn
commercial movement, including that
of gold and silver, showed an
Excess of Exports
over imports amounting to $£330,000,000,
or an average per yvear of $165,000,000.
Taking the amount needed for payments
of interest and dividends at the usually
estimated sum of $100,000,000 per year,
it follows that the balance of £65,000,000
went to pay for returned securities or to
settle withdrawn éredits. For the past
year we had a net trade balanece of §181,-
000,060 in our favor, and yet made a net
export of gold amounting to £81,000,000,
leaving £262,000,000 to be accounted for.
Assuming $100,000,000 of that sum to
have gone in the payment of dividends
and interest, the remaining $162,000,000
will represent our liguidatious of vari-
ous forms of foreign finaunc:al indebted~
ness, such as securities sent home, real
estate mortgages, banking and other
running balances, the owners of which
preferred to withdraw frow use here.
With the foregoing figures covering
three and one-halt years, it is easy tosee
how, during the four and one-half years
for which thesilver act of 1890 has
been in ope ation we mav have
been driven into the liguidation
of fully 850,000,000 of the principal of
our various ferms or debt to foreign
countries. ‘I'herecan be little question
about the cause of these immense with-
drawals of capital to Europe. In the
main, it signifies that our foreign cred-
itors bave become distrustful of our
ability to save ourselves from drifting
upon the silver basis. Their fear is not
so much about the possibility of our
taking care of stuch silver money as we
at present have. Itis that the silver
faction, which has shown its ability to
foree on the couniry aiready 500,000,000
of what are virtuailyv 50-cent dollars,
and that it may still retain force enough
to yet further increase those issues in-
definitely; and they say that we have
no satisfactory assurances to the con-
trary to advance—but hopes only,
which, 1t is claimed, find little backing
in the present phases of federal poli-
ties. In all this there is a great deal of
exaggeration of the worst features of
our case, and perhaps little disposition
to give due credit for the certainty with
which we always ultimately
SGEe  Correct Our Bianders;
but the fact, nevertheless, is that our
eritics choose to take their own view of
the matter, and their opinions can be
changed only by sowme sort of conclusive
demonstration that no further issues of
silver money in the United States are
possible. The prospeets of currency
| legislation by the present congress are
| fast vanishing, if they have not wholly
[ disappeared. Any general scheme for
dealing with bank eireulation becomes
more impossible of hurried realization
as diversities of opinion develop.
‘I'ime must be allowed for the compar-
ison and maturing of views; and senti-
ment seems to be dritting in favor of
tire appointment of a national commis-
sion of eminent experts, who shall hear
witnesses and report conelusions at the
next session of congress., There is
much to be said in favor of that course,
especially as congressmen are iwmper-
fectly informed on the question, and as
this method of treatmentimight develop
the mature judgment of those best qual-
ified to counsel better than any
other. But the deranged condition of
the treasury finances, and especially of
the gold reserve, is a separate matter,
whieh will not admit of any such post-
ponement. A measure providing in the
first place for deficiencies of revenue,
and in the next for a fixed gold income,
imperatively needs to be enacted at the
pending session of congress, and it is
hardly conceivable that tire administra-
tion will fail to urge the adontion of a
law.to that effect at ap early aay. That
being accomplished, the more acute and
urgent difficulties will be overcome, and
the question of retiring the legal ten-
ders and filling their places with bank
notes ean be well allowed to stand over
for a year without any immediate seri~
ous inconvenience. ‘T'hat isin the na-
fure of a general currency measure,
whilst the treasury problem is the much
narrower one of re-establishing recent
departures from the customary usages
of raking paymeuts to the government
in gold or gold certificates.
