BOLD HIGHWAYMEN,

BY A TRIO OF MASKED MEN.

The Crime Is Committed in
the Very Heart of
the City

AND THE ROBBERS ESCAFE,

Rohe Is Choked Into Insensi-
bility and Robbed
of $180.

A bold and suceessful piece of hizh-
way robbery was perpetrated in the
heart of the city early last evening.

JURYMEN HAVE EARS.

Counsel for Charles Hawks Is
Called Down by County
Attorney Butler

FOR TALKING TOO LOUDLY.

Judge Kelly Orders Hawks to
Sit Behind His Attor-
neys.

A LIVELY WAR OF WORDS.

The Trial Proceeding More
Rapidiy Than the Former
One.

The trial of Charles A. Hawksis pro-
gressing a little more rapidly this time
than Lefore. The testimony so far for
the state is practically the same as that
offered at the other trial, but the argu-
ments of counsel for the defense in op-
position to the introduction of the state’s
testunony are not so lengthy.

The feature of the examination yes-
terday was a tilt between Proseculing
Attorney Butler and Attorney Nelson
for the defense, because Hawks sat and
consulted with his attorney within
hearing of the jurors. Mr. Butler obe-
jected to this, and said he had called
the attention of Mr. Nelson to it. He
said he could frequently hear the con-
sultations, and he was satisfied the
jurors coald at times.

Mr. Nelson took exception to the
prosecuting attorney *‘attempting to in-
fluence the jury by making such re-
marks in open court,” and Judge Flan=-
drau remarked that they had a right to
consult out loud with tbeir client if they
saw fit.

*I do not know whether you have or
not. 1 am conducting this case, Judge
Flandrau,” said Judge Kelly, briskly.

“Your honor, I have a duty to per-
form in the interest of the people in
this case, and 1 propose to perform it
regardless of the criticisms ef the coun-
sel on the other side,” said Mr. Butler.
“1 called Mr. Nelson’s attention pri-
vately to this matter, and since my ob=
jection has been disregarded, I saw no
other course than to direct your honor’s
attention to it in open court. Here my
duty ends.”

Judge Kelly then ordered Hawks to
sit behind his counsel.

The witnesses examined for the state
yesterday were State Bank Examiner
M. D. Kenyon, who testified regarding
the organization of the bank; B. Zim-
merman, one of the bank ofiicials, who
testified as to the establishment of the
bank and Hawks’ connection therewith,
lie being cashier of the Seven Corners
bank and having general superintends
ence of the Nickel Savings bank in
which Fuerst’s deposit was made Both
banks were in the same offices. Fuerst
was the next witness, and he testified
exactly the same as he did at the former
trial. goinz over all the details of the
transaction —how he came to have the
2127, his reason for depositing ir, and
Hawks’ admission atter the bank failed-
and the discrepancy was discovered,
that $127 was the awmount of the deposit
and not 527 as shown on the books of the
bank,

The witness was subjected to a
lenzthy eross examination, but this
failed to tangle himn up in the Jeast with
reference to his rather clumsy finaneial
transactions.

Miss Betsy Shepard, the bookkeeper
of the banxk, was the last witizess cailed,
but the court adjourned befure her tes-
timony had progressed very far.

To Recover Mouey.

Alice M. Crawshaw, administratrix of
the estate of Charles Crawshaw, de-
ceased, has bezun suit to recover from
Albert M.Alden, Farber M. Libbey and
Percival Barton former executors of
the estate, $2,660.62 alleged to have been
converted therefrom to their own use.
The estate was administerec in Dakota
coanty, and Alden and Libbey, the
complaint alleges, were removed as
executors because they failed to com-
ply with the provisions of the will, and
plaintiff was appoiuted in their stead.

To Set Asiden Deed.

John Wilkinson et al. have begun an
action to have set aside a warranty deed
to certain real estate transferred to
Katherine E Baker and her husband,
Guy W. Baker. 'The property was sold
for £6,500. and it is alleged that the
agreement as to payiments was not com-
plied with; that Guy Y. Baker gave in
part payment a cheek on the St. Paul
White Lead and O1l compauy, elaiming
it to be his own property, whereas it
was the property of the White Lead and
Gil eompany, of which he was a mem-
ber, and payment thereof was refused.
Mrs. Baker was appointed by the pro-
bate court soine time agoas guardian of
her husband, he being considered in-
competent to manage his affairs.

FOUND HIM GUILTY.

DR. GRISWOLD CONVICTED IN
THE MUNICIPAL COURT

On the Charge ‘of Violating the
Health Ordinance—Given
Chance to Appeal.

Judge Orr rendered hisdecision yes-
terday in the case of Dr. Charles Gris-
woid, who was tried for failing to report
to the health departmenta case of mem-
branous croup under his care. The
court found Dr. Griswold guilty, but
granted him a ten days’ stay of sentence
in order to afford him an epportunity
for appeal if he wished. Dr. Griswold’s
attorney argued that the case cught (o
be dismissed inasmuch as the filing of a
death certificate by the doctor stating
that death was caused by membranous
croup, was an inveluntary confession
aund could not be used as evidence
azainst him on the trial. Judge Ofr
held otherwise, his view being thatit
was the official duty of the doctor to lile
the death ceitificate, and that public
policy demanded that he should be
bound by the statements of that certifi-
cate. ‘T'he certificate assigned mem-
branous croup as the cause of deatb. 1t
was an adwmitted fact that Dr. Griswold

had not prior to the death ever filed:

with the health department a notice of
the case as required « by ordinanee.
Therefore he was pronounced guilty.

THE SABRBATH DAY

Shounld Be Observed by Kveryone,

Says Dr. C, 2. Reynoids.

Rev. C. D. Reynolds, ot the Goodrich
Aveunue Presbyterian churceh, delivered
an address last night in the Sunday
school room of the Central Presbyterian
church on the *‘Secularization of the
Sabbath.”

Mr. Reynolds’ audience was composed
of members of the House of Hope and
Central Presbyterian churches, The
speaker treated the subjeet in a ma-
terial, a religious and a scientific way.
He said.

sChrist set l1is seal on the o bservance
of the Sabbath, and, moreover, He speci-
fied that it should Le the first day of the
week. If a day of rest was so much
needed in a pastoral age, how mueh
more necessary is it in an age when
people do all their work by eleetrieity
and live at a pace thatis warranted lo
kill. In the present day people gen-
erally are too busy to die. To secalarize
the Sabbath wouid be to die by moral
asphyxiation. The Sabbath was made
for man and not man for the Sabbath,
and even the peoplewhoare mostceveted
to material things agree that for every
reascn a day of rest is a good thing.”
Continuing, Dr. Reynolds quoted the
sentiments of some of the most radiecal
adherents to the secularcreed. He re-
ferred to a sentiment expressed by a
member of the Sunset eclub, Chicago,
whose idea of Sabbath rest was that it
should mean that the individual might
do as he pleased without infringinz on
other people’s rights. He quoted an-
other materialistic sentiment which is
contained in the idea that in a rational
appreciation of a day of rest, the needs
of man rather than the dues of God
ought to be observed.

In coneclusion Mr. Reynolds said:
“*None but a fool wiil ask to work seven
days a week, and we who believe in the
higher and better reason for Sabbath
cbservance want our rest day for the
cultivation of the higher life. The tes-
timony of all scientific men goes to

shiow that thie man who takes a day in

Detween torest does not deteriorate, as
does the man who works day in and
day out.” ]

G. A, R, ENCAMPMENT,

General Committee Going After It
in Earnest,

'.I‘he general committee of citizens ap-
pointed to secure ths G. A. R. national
encampment of 1896, held a meeting at
the rooms of the Commercial club last
night and heard the report of the ex-
ecutive committee with reference to the
question of railroad rates aund other
matters. ‘The committee reported that
it was satisfied a one cent a mile rate
will be made from all points west of
Chicago, as desired, but the roads re-
fused to promise definitely that such
a rate will be made. ‘The report
further recommended that in view of
the assurances the committee had on the
matter, and the fact that the lezislature
is considering a resolution inviting the
encampment to meet here, that the
general committee be made permanent
and 2o lo work 1n earnest to accomplish
its object.

The report was adopted.

The ehair was authorized to appoint a
special committee of three to look fur-
ther into the question of raiiroad rates,
and alsoa committee of three to look
after such questions as it inay be
deemed advisable to have brought be-
fore the legislature in connection with
the matter.

THE FRIENDLESS,

Annual Election of Officers and
Reading of Yearly He=
ports.

The re-election of all the old officers
and directors and the reception of the
vearly reports was the only business
transacted yesterday morning at the an-
nual meeting of the board of managers
of the Home for tire Friendless at Relief
hall, 141 Kast Niuth street.

The secretary, Miss Florence Fair-
child, reported the past year as tranquil
and encouraging for tiie inmates of the
home. Their average number per
mmonth was thirty-eight. There are now
seven lite members. The r'ccepxion
given by the board of managers on the
last Thursday of September, the good
cheer of Thanksgiving day, and the
Christmas tree and numerous presents
of the holiday season agreeably varied
the placid existence of the inmates’
lives, The shelter of the hcme has
been sougiht during the past twelve
months by a largce number of women
out of work and having dependent chil~
dren, and by many friendless servants
temporarily incapacitated. The finances
of the society have bLeen augmented by
the reccipt of the fourth payment from
the Hale estate and by shares from the
Stees estate.  ‘The latter donation, how-
ever, was chiefly in the form of real
estate. The kindly services of various
cihurches, physicians and others were
suitably acknowledged.

The treasurer, Mrs. 8. O. Flagg, re-
ported cash on hand, §71.06; expenses
during the year, § 12, and total re-
ceipts o $4,1356.18.

EXTENDING COMO,

Park BGoard Prepares to Condemn
the Necessary Land.

The park board met yesterday after-
noon and passed the resolutions for the
extension of Como park ou the north
side. 'The extension contains about
seventeen acres,mest of which is swamp
land, which was originally the Dbottom
land of the lake before the waters ree
ceded. The extension also contains a
ridge or hiil, aleng which a picturesque
driveway will be laid out.

The resolution setting aside the pur-
chase monvy for the extension provides
for an appropriation of only £1 trom the
park fund, which means that the ex-
pense of condemnation of the land and
the price to be paid for the land will be
raised entirely by assessing (he sur-
rounding property benefited. So the
exteusion will not cost the city any-
thing. ‘The second resolution passed
directs the board of public works to
proceed to condemn the desired land,
and to ascertain the damages and bene-
fits.
