A .""Sine Inspector.

Senator Spencer, of Duluth, intro-
duced an important bill yesterday that
provides tor the creation of a mine in-
specting department. This grows out
of the mining of iron ores, and is a new
thing in this state. The bill was re-
ferred to the committee on mines and
mining. The provisions of the bill are
as lows:

The governor shall appoint a mine in-
spector immediately after the passage i
of this act. The inspector shail be a
practical miner. The irovernor may ;

also appoint as many deputies as he
deems necessary for the purpose of dis-
charging thedutiesof the proposed law. .

The inspector shall give a bond of j
$3,000 and file it with the state auditor, i

The deputies shall be under the super-

vision of the state inspector.
The duties of the mine iusoactor shail I

be to visit all mines in the state, pro- \
during won ore. He shall have power
to condemn all places where he shall
find the employes are in danger, trom
careless mining or defective machinery
or appliances. lie shall compel the
erection ot partitions between all shafts
where ore is being hoisted and where

there are ladder-ways for employes to
ascend or descend to and from work. In
ease a mine is found to be dangerous
ihe inspector may order laborers to

• too Work
at once, and shall notify the superin-
tendent to make the place safe.

The mine inspector shail require mine
owners to lace safeguards at the open-
in'* to shafts so as to guard against ac-
cidents to workers by the falling of ma-
terial into the shaft. He shall also re-
quire carriages in which workmen ride
up or down the baft to be covered. The
mine inspector may also prescribe rules
deemed necessary to protect employes
lrom danger:

Ifpersons are kept at work in a con-
demned mine, except those making re-
pairs, the mine ntiers shall be liable
lor. resulting accidents, producing death

Tiie mine superintendent or owner is
required to furnish ips, drawings and
plans of mines when an official visit is
made by the mine inspector or his
deputy. The inspector is also to be pro-
vided with a _

liae 'through the mines,
as well as suitable ladders and facilities
for making an inspection. The penalty
for a violation of the law is a hue of not
less than *>100 nor more than $590 for
each offense.

The salary of the state mine inspector
shall be ?"i,SCO per annum, and of the
iissislants ?1.500, payable monthly.
They shall also lave a mileage at the
rate of 4 cents per mile, when traveling
ou officialbusiness. The salary and ex-
penses shall be paid out of the state
treasury upon warrant of the state audi-
tor.

The inspector shall make any investi-
gation as to the condition of any mine
when requested to do so in writing by
ten workmen, provided the attention of
the mine superintendent or owner shall
'have been lirst called to the matter of
complaint and no remedy has ueen

led.
The state inspector shall make an-

nua! reports to the state auditor, speci-
fying the number and location of mines,
with a description of them. He snail
also report as to accidents and their
cause and circumstonces.

Senate File No. 99. introduced by Sen-
ator Hanna, ami referred to the ju- j
diciary, provides that chapter 199, of
the Laws of 1893, be amended so that!
villages may separate themselves from
township government, It is provided
that township elections may be held in
the townships and not in the village.

Senate File No. 100, introduced by
Senator Howard, and referred to the
judiciary, changes the law relative to
the time of taking exceptions to charges
of judges to juries, so that exceptions
may be filed with the clerk of the court

within ten days after trial.
Senate File No. 103. offered by Sen-

ator Greer, proposes to amend section
13, chapter 10,of the laws of 187S so as to
change the time of holding town meet-
ings in February in place of March.

Senate Fiie No. 104. introduced by
Senator Spencer, provides for the cre-
ation of a state mine inspector, with
deputies. Referred to the committee
on mines and mining.

\u25a0R-'bate on Expenses.

A report from the committee on legis-
lative expenses precipitated a running
debate, senator Cronkbite reported
that the committee recommended the
postponement of the resolution to ap-
point a clerk for the municipal corpora-
tion committee.

Senator Howard asked that this reso-
lution be sent back to the committee on
legislative expenses, and stated that
two years atr.j a similar committee had
used a clerk and two stenographers.
In response to a question from Senator
Yale, who wauled io know how many
bills are in the hands of the municipal
corporations committee. Senator How-
ard lepiied that there are seven, and that
already there is a heavy correspondence
from all Darts of the state about the
bills.

senator Stevens spoke about the
large amount of work in that commit-
tee.

Senator Day suggested that as there
are two clerks of the judiciary commit-
tee one of them might help out in this
case, He was willing to lend the com-
mittee his railroad committee clerk.

Senator Wyman aim others spoke on
the motion to refer the resolution back,

and it was agreed to.
The legislative expense committee re-

ported that the appointment ot a Peter
Ailing as a clerk bo postponed.

The resolution to appoint a stenogra-
pher for the use of the judiciary com-
mittee at a salary of ?75 per mouth was
recommended to pass, and it was so de-
cided; as was also the resolution to
appoint A. J. Brackett as clerk of the
finance committee.

The resolution of Senator Howard to
appoint a stenographer for the munici-
pal corporations committee was recom-
mended to he postponed, but was \
referred back to the committee on legis- j
lative expenses.

The committee recommended an
amendment to the resolution of Senator
Stevens, asking the purchase of certain
books for use of the judiciary com-
mittee. They did not see the need of
purchasing copies of the Northwestern
Reporter. Senator Greer moved an
amendment to purchase ten copies of
the Statutes of lfc'J4 in place of one. and
said tney would all be needed.

<Mi motion of Senator Stevens, tlia
resolution was referred back to the
committee on legislative expenses.

GETTING TO WORK.

House Members Pas.-* Up Politics
and Get to Business.

The house of representatives got down
to worn yesterday just as if the fun of
electing a United States senator had
never been enjoyed, and for the first
time since the beginning of the session
evinced a disposition to make haste
slow!**, and give careful consideration
to pending legislation. It was this
spirit which .hung up Representative
Johns' firemen's relief bill. Mr. Johns
wanted the bill passed under suspan-
siou of the rules, and, while there was
apparently no specific objection to the
measure, it was deemed wise to let it
take its regular course, inasmnch as
here might be necessity later -on of

t\u25a0 , -

amending it. Itwas thought it would
be easier to enact 'any desired amend-
ments before the bill became a law than
after it had received the governor's sig-
nature.

Representative Hartshorn had better
luck with his bill, 11. F. 3, which per-
mits under certain conditions a change
of the names of villages. The bill was
passed under suspension of the rules.

On motion of Representative .boss
11. F. 72 was recalled from the com-
mittee-to which it had been referred,
Mr. Foss explaining that he had intro-
duced the bill by request, and subse-
quently learned that it contained pro-
visions that he did not approve.

A lengthy petition was read and re-
ferred, in which a strong plea was made
for a reduction of freight rates.

Resolutions were introduced looking
to the appointment of a clerk for the
railroad committee and an assistant
clerk for the judiciary committee. The
name of Owen Mulgrew was placed
among the list of candidates for cloak
rooms.

There was quite a spirited discussion
upon the passage of the university de-
ficiency bill, it was claimed by the
friends of the measure that there was
urgent necessity for its immediate pas-
sage, but Representative Warner made
strenuous objections in winch he was
supported by Representatives Jacobson
and. to the surprise of all, Underwood.
The matter was "riven a hot discussion
and w>Mit to the committee on appropri-
ations, which met immediately after ad-
journment, and. after consulting with
Senator Wyman, recommended its pas-
sage. It will probably go through to-
day under suspension of the rules. .

Representative Nelson proposes to
come to the relief of the embarrassed
state which has an elevator site, but no
elevator, at Duluth. Ha introduces a
bill for a constitutional amendment
wiiich will make it possible for future
legislatures to build an elevator with-
out knocking comers offof the consti-
tution.

Besides 11. F. 3. which was passed
under suspension of the rules, the fol-
lowing bills were favorably recom-
mended by the judiciary committee:

COMMITTEES ACT.

"senate Contest Referred to Gen.
Chilflsfor an Opinion.

The senate committee on elections
met yesterday afternoon to take up the
contest in the Fiftieth district. H. M.
Probstfieid, a Populist, claims the seat
ofSenator J. 11. Smith, a Republican.
Mr. Probstfieid had not appeared at the
meeting the day before.and the commit-
tee had about decided to recommend
the dismissal of the contest. lie ap-
peared later, however.and asked a hear-
in-:; this was granted, and the time fixed
for yesterday afternoon. At that time
the point was raised by Hon. Henry
Johns, attorney for Senator Smith, that
the contest was not properly before the
legislature. He claimed that no pro-
ceedings had been taken for a recount
before two justices of the peace or be-
fore any pioper tribunal, as required by
the law governing contests. Objection
was made to hearing evidence under the
circumstances. There was an argument
on the questions raised and it was de-
cided to submit the points to the attor-
ney general for an opinion. Another
point is the right to count the vote of
Indians on the White Earth reservation.
The matter will ba taken up again, by
the committee, at a meeting to be held
at 2:30 tomorrow afternoon.

The house committee on elections met
and organized yesterday. The Allen-
Furlong contest case, and the one of
Haynes against Chisholm will be taken
up at a meeting Tuesday afternoon.

Atthe meeting of the house commit-
tee on appropriations yesterday, the
state university deficiency bill was con-
sidered, and the committee decided to
report it back with a recommendation
that it be passed under a suspension of
the rules.

The bill appropriating $20,000 for the
relief of sufferers from forest fires was
referred to a subcommittee, which will
report itback to the general committee,
with a recommendation that the amount
be cut down, ihe bill has already
passed the senate.

The senate judiciary committee is
made up of able men, and they are all
hard workers' A large majority of the i
bills are referred to them. They lose no
time out of senate work, but utilize it in
working on the subcommittees of the
judiciary. The members are drafting
new bills and remodeling those referred
to them. There was a short meeting of
the general committee yesterday after-
noon, at which bills were received from
several subcommittees, and which will
be reported to tne seuate today.

An error was made in the Globe in
placing Representative John Mathei-
son, of Austin, in the list of those vot-
ing for Senator Washburn. Mr.
Matheison voted for Gov. Nelson on
every ballot in the caucus and the legis-
lature.

A crowd of fourteen precinct commit-
teemen, representing the Republican
leagues of the Ninth ward, waited on
Lieut. Gov. Clough yesterday in the in-
terest of G. W. McCree, who wants to
be state boiler inspector. The company
was headed by Tim Reardon and Sher-
man Day. The same crowd had waited
on Gov/Nelson, but had been told that
he would not reach the matter before
resigning his seat. When Gov. Clough
was interviewed by "Tim" and the
rest he told them that he had not given
the subject any thought, but would file
the application for future reference.

Newfoundland Talks Confedera-
tion.

St. Johns N. P., Jan. Confedera-
tion with Canada is becoming more and
more favorably received daily. The
political parties regard it as Inevitable.
Each is trying to outdo the other in the
matter of securing favorable terms of
admission into the Dominion. Articles
on the subject from Canadian papers
are being copied with favorable com-
ments. A campaign of education is be-
ing commenced, with the object of in-
structing the people on the benefits ob-
tainable through confederation. Sir
William Whiteway will contest Harbor
Grace, the representative of which con-
stituency, R. S. Munn, will retire, and
be will have no opposition.

RECEIPTS FROM INCOME TAX

Promise to Exceed Esti-
mates Sugar Revenues

increasing".

Washington. Jan. 24.—An encour-
aging report of the prospects for an in-
crease of the government revenues, is
given by Representative McMillan, of
Tennessee, as the result of a long talk
with Secretary Carlisle. His statement
is the first authentic information of the
administration's view of the outlook,
a.id shows that the receipts from the in-
come tax will greatly exceed the esti-
mate made by the department. Mr. Mc-
Millan is chairman of the subcommittee
of ways and means, to which the bill
to double the tax on beer was referred,
and ho called upon the secretary to ask
his opinion of tho necessity for such a
law. When asked about the bill he
said:

"Our committee has not yet acted on
the measure. 1 spent a good portion of
the day in conference with Secretary

Carlisle and Commissioner of Internal
Revenue Miller concerning the revenue
and the necessity for an increase ofrev-
enue. I would not, of course, relate our
conversation. The secretary. Imay say,
however, is much encouraged by the
increase of revenue this month. He
does not think the deficiency of reve-
nue will continue a great while. Com-
missioner Miller has had an estimate
made by the collectors of internal rev-
enue as to the number of persons and
corporations who will pay an income
tax, from which it seems that there
will be much more collected than the
department estimated when the income
tax was under consideration. The

Revenues Are Picking Up.
During the fiscal year we have col-

lected, from internal revenue sources
?5,003,000 more money than during tiie
same period of last year. The sugar

tax has yielded but little revenue yet
because of the large stocks of free ,

sugar on hand when tiie tarifflaw went
into effect. But from that source we'
will from now on receive heavy reve-
nues. . •'""In answer to your first question, I
would say than I presume it will not be
our policy to impose any additional
on any article unless we need additional
revenue. If we should need more it
will be the part of policy and wis-

dom to raise it by taxation, rather
than by increasing our bond indebted-
ness. "What should be taxed addition-
ally in the event of a need for a further
tax will be a question for the committee
to determine."

"On wiiat do you base your statement
that inquiries develop the probability
of an increase from the income tax over
tiie estimates of the department?" was
asked. Isr- -

"On this: There are sixty-three col-

lection districts in the United States.
Returns of estimates have come in from
only thirty-six of these, and the esti-
mated number of persons and corpora-
tions that >viii be assessable therein is
243,510, and returns are not in yet from
many of the heaviest districts, such as
San Francisco, Brooklyn, Pittsburg, St.
Louis and Philadelphia. The internal
revenue department, computing by the
census and otiier returns, only esti-
mated that there would be 85,000 indi-
vidual income taxpayers in the country.
It is true that this number embraces
both corporations and individuals. It
looks as though the worst of the trouble
from depleted revenues was over.''

BRITISH CANNOT LAND.

Senate Committee Opposes Grant-
ing Rights in Hawaii.

Washington, Jan. 24. —An interest-
ing situation has arisen with respect to
the proposition submitted by President
Cleveland to the senate for the modifi-
cation of the Hawaiian treaty so as to
allow Necker island, of the Hawaiian
group, to be used for a cable station by
a Canadian comnauy. The proposition
submitted is for legislation, not in the
form of a new treaty or of an amend-
ment to the present treaty.as that would
require a two-thirds vote of the senate.
The attitude of the Republicans would
make a new treaty or a treaty amend-
ment impossible as the senate is now
constituted. Tbe proposition, there-
fore, has been brought forward in legis-

lative form, and in this shape was dis-
cussed in tne committee on foreign re-
lations. The committee had a resolu-
tion before it proposing to grant the
right to land the cable on Necker isl-
and. It was not supported by any of
the members, and the motion to report
the proposition adversely was unani-
mously carried.

Then the matter was deferred as Sen-
ator Gray was not present and it was
thought probable that he might desire
to be heard, or submit a minority re-
port. Ifthe treaty is to be modified by
legislation it will require the concur-
rence of the house. A majority of each
house by legislation, the courts have
held, can modify or even abrogate the
treaty.

OUR. HAWAIIAN HARBOR.

Over $100,000 Wanted for Im-
provements and Dredging.

Washington, Jan. 24.—Complying
with a resolution of the senate the act-
ing secretary of the navy sent reports
of the preliminary survey of Pearl Har-
bor, Hawaiian Islands, commenced last
Aprilby Rear Admiral Irwin, then com-
manding the Pacific station, and com-
pleted by Rear Admiral Walker, who
succeeded him.

CALLS FOR SILVER COINAGE.

In Sufficient Amount for the
Retirement of' the Sher-

man Notes.

VOTE ON THE CANAL SCHEME

To Be Reached Today in the
Senate— More Hawaiian

Annexation Talk.

Washington, Jan. 24.—The details
of the amended financial plan whicii
Messrs. Springer and Cox and two or
three other members of the banking
committee are discussing with Secre-
tary Carlisle were learned today. They
had a long conference with the secre-
tary yesterday. and are of the opinion

that the modifications to his plan meet
his sanction. The most radical of the
new propositions for which Mr. Cox
stands sponsor is that for the coinage of
silver. It contemplates the cancella-
tion of the Sherman notes when re-
ceived at the treasury and the issue of
silver certificates in denominatious of
$1, 82 aud $3 or of silver dollars, ifthe
receivers prefer. To back these silver
certificates it is proposed to coin all the
bullion- iv the j treasury, which,
including $.*"4,000.000 seigniorage.

amounts to §151,000,000. It is calculated
that not more than £40,000.000 can be
coined in a year. The changes in the
banking feature of the plan provide
that while the banks shall hold the same
reserve now required, one-half shall be
in legal tender greenbacks or Sherman
notes. Representative Cox explains

that this arrangement would relieve the
treasury of the raids upon the gold made
possible by the large volume of out-
standing notes, since it would dispose of
£200,000.000 of notes by using them to
form the basis of banking and $100,000,-
--000 for reserves in banks. It is conceded
that it might be necessary to empower
the secretary to issue low-rate bonds to
protect the treasury against large with"
drawals of gold.

WORK OF CONGRESS.

The Senate to Vote on Xionrag-nan
Canal Bill Today.

Washington, Jan. 24.—The vote on
tho pending Nicaragua canal bill will
be taken up in the senate at "i
o'clock tomorrow afternoon, unless
some unexpected parliamentary ob-
struction is interposed. In view of the
speedy culmination of the long debate
there was added interest today in the
speeches and much speculation en the
outcome of the long struggle. Mr.
White spoke in advocacy of the bill.
Mr. Morgan, in charge of the measure,
will close the debate tomorrow. Mr.
Morgan is confident he has a majority
in favor or the bill. There has been no
test vote, however, to indicate with cer-
tainty what the result will be. There
has been vigorous and bitter opposition
to the bill, and Mr. Turpie, who has led
the opposition, is not yet ready to com
cede that the bill will pass. Another
chapter to the Hawaiian question was
added today, Mr. Allen (Top.. Neb.)
presenting a resolution for annexation,
and Mr. George (Dem., Miss.) made a
speech supporting the administration
policy. „:

Another new senator. Mr. Pritchard
(Rep., N. C). was sworn in during the
day. The session closed with the rapid
passing of twenty-one pension bills.

In the House.
Washington. Jan. 24.— The house

today devoted all its time to the consid-
eration of the sundry civil appropria-
tion with such success that at the hour
of adjournment it had completed the
reading of the bill, except for several
controverted paragraphs which were
temporarily passed over. The case of
Judge Ricks had an echo in the adop-
tion of an amendment offered by Mr.
Ray (Rep., N. Y.i making it unlawful
for clerks of United States courts to in-
clude in their emoluments fees not
earned and due at the time their acts
were rendered, and forbidding the al-
lowance of fees not actually earned.
The amendment excited no debate.
Several other amendments were adont-
ed. among them one appropriating $300,-
--000 for printing the report of the secre-
tary of agriculture: 544,000 for printing
75.000 copies of the famous "Horse
Book," and $25,000 for printing for each
member ot congress a complete set of
the Union and Confederate records.

REPUBLICANS TO CAUCUS.

Compromise Is Hoped for on
Financial Questions.

Washington, Jan. 24. — The an-
nouncement of a Republican senatorial
caucus tomorrow had the effect of re-
viving the talk today of the prospect of
a compromise between the bond advo-
cates and the silver Republicans which
would enable the caucus to present a
solid front on the question. There has
been an effort to secure an agreement
on a proposition advanced by Senator
Allison to issue interest-bearing treas-
ury notes to run for two or three years
ODly, but the siiver meu have not ac-
cepted this suggestion without making
counter propositions. They agree with
other senators that a treasury deficit is
an undesirable thing, and say that in
the interest of the country gen-
erally they would be pleased to
see a change that would relieve
the situation in this respect. They
think, however, that, the most
natural way to bring this relief is to
coin the silver seigniorage. If this
proposition is not entertained they will
probable suggest that itwillbe better to
authorize another issue of non interest
bearing treasury notes or greenbacks
than issue the short time interest bear-
ing notes as proposed. Their objection
is that they would probably be collected
by the banks as soon as the interest on
them had reached any appreciable
amount and probably held inreserve.

"This." said Senator Teller, in dis-
cussing the question, "would have the
effect of inflating the currency to an ex-
tent and then contracting it, which
could not be desirable."

The most that can be said is that a
more conciliatory spirit is shown over
the proposition to provide a means of
relieving the treasury deficit than has
been manifested in tha project to main-
tain the gold reserve.

House Committee Unable to Get
Action on Resolutions.

Washington, Jan. 24.—The four
house resolutions invoked by the re-
cent Hawaiian disturbances furnished
food for an interesting half hour in the
house committee on foreign affairs to-
day, and a hardly less significant dis-
cussion was inspired by the appearance
of Mr. Cremer, the British member of
parliament, who is here to forward the
movement for international arbitration.
