one of liayward's intimate friends, who
was brought into considerable notoriety
immediately alter the murder. He had
no prejudice against capital punish-
ment. He had never had any fixed
opinion as to the euilt or innocence of
the prisoner, but might have had a pass-
ing idea.
He couldn't recall any definite opinion,
although he probably did lean one way.

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THE GREATEST TUNNELS.
Improved Machinery fcr Ron- i

itiiiii- Them Under Mountains.
Boston Transcript.

Speaking of the Tremont street sub-
way, which both the incoming and
outgoing mayors refer to as no longer
in the debatable stage, our conserva-
tives are very timorous and behind
times about it, when it is considered
that London is already threaded with
such works, that New York is to have
many miles of them, and that tunnel-
ing is everywhere the engineering or-
der of the day. All arrangements are
now reported to be completed for the
vigorous prosecution, of work on the
great tunnel under the Simplon, be-
tween Switzerland and Italy. The
board of expert engineers appointed
last April to report on the proposed

.methods of the contractors has made a
favorable reply. The tunnel will be the
longest railway tunnel in the world,
64,718 feet, which exceeds the 42,145 feet
of.the Mont Cenis line, the 49,148 feet of
the Gothard line, the 33,587 feet of the
Arlberg, and the four and three-quar-
ter miles of the Hoosac tunnel. Un-
like all other long double-track tunnels,
the two tracks will not be carried in a
single large tunnel, but in two smaller
parallel ones 58 feet apart between cen-
ters and connected every 660 feet by
cross cuts. The average area of the
section of each of the tunnels is to be
about 250 square feet, the width 16 feet
5 inches and the height IS feet.

The plans of the contractors are ex-
plained at length in a recent issue of
the organ of the Swiss Engineers' so-
ciety, and are quite different from the
methods generally adopted heretofore.
As the contract calls for the completion
of one of the tunnels and the construe- i
tion of a working gallery along the
line of the second as the first portion
of the undertaking, the contractors,
Brandt, Brandau & Co.. of Hamburg,
have decided to drive two galleries j
from each end as the basis of the two
tunnels and to connect these every I
660 feet by cross-cuts which the
contract calls for.

[which is expected to ventilate the
workings sufficiently. The material ex-
cavated in tunnel 1 is to be taken out
through the same tunnel in trains

drawn by steam engines which will go
back to the workings through gallery
2 and the . cross-cuts. Both galleries
will be driven by hydraulic drills, three
or four at each heading, and it is ex-
pected that the progress made with
them will be at the rate of 19 feet a
day.
• Recent improvements in the drills j
have materially shortened the time re- j
quired to make the holes for one blast, |

and the efficacy of the latter is in-
creased by reason of improvements In ]
explosives. The contractors also ex- |
pect to make a considerable saving in ;
time by throwing the blasted rock i
backward with hydraulic power at the
moment of explosion. Thus the rock,
instead of lying within a few feet of
the face, is scattered back for some
distance and the drills can be set up
again in a shorter time. The con-
tractors are to receive the sum of
$9,000,000 when Tunnel No. 1 and the
Gallery No. 2 are complete, and if this
part of the undertaking is not com-
pleted in five and a half years they
are to be fined 51,000 a day for the re-
mainder of the working period. There
Is a previous payment of $1,251,000 when
the power plant and the other appar-
atus for working are set up, but the
large payments are not due until. the
first tunnel is. ready for regular traffic.
