One Man Is Hastily Plucked
From the Hayward

Jury

AND ANOTHER SUBSTITUTED

Attorney Nye Puts Some
Pointed Questions to

Juror Newell.

BEARDLESS BOY OF NINETEEN

Creeps in Among the Venire-
men—He Is Quickly

Excused.

The impaneling of a jury in the
Harry Hayward murder ease dragged
perceptibly yesterday. Eleven venire-
men were examined, and all but one re-

jected. Ira Newell, the first juror ac-
cepted on Monday, was asked to step

down because of his views on capital
punishment. The jury, therefore,stands
at nine. it is believed the other three
will be secured Monday and. Tuesday,

and the trial opened on Wednesday. At

the opening of court yesterday morning

County Attorney Nye said:.
"May it please the court, I desire at

this time to call attention of the court

to an inadvertence on the part of the
state. 1 know that 1 have tried to select
impartial men to sit on this jury, and I
know the defense has. I also know that
1 have asked every juror-regarding his
belief as to capital punishment. Iwish,
then, at tins time to interpose, a chal-
lenge of implied bias as to Juror
Newell."

"There are some affidavits here," said
Mr. Erwin, "that perhaps jour honor
can read, and which will help your
honor to make up his mind on this ques-

tion."
"The discretionary power of the court

is very broad." said Judge Smith. "The
challenge may be made, and, if found
true, then the persons themselves can
be produced in court. The affidavits
are not competent."

John Day Smith interposed an objec-
tion, but the court held to the decision.
Mr. Nye then turned to Mr. Newell and
asked him:

"Have you opinions against capital
punishment?"

"1 want to say," said Mr. Newell,
"that 1 have had opinions not in sym-
pathy with the law, but when I came
here and listened to the questions asked
the jury, 1 made up my mind that I had
no right to interpose my opinions
against the others in this case. When 1
took my oath to carry out the letter of
the law, 1 made up my mind to do so.
1 did not expect to be called as a juror."

This seemed sufficient to continue the
questioning, and Juror Newell took the
stand to submit to a catechising as to
capital punishment.

"What are your views regarding cap-
ital punishment?" was asked him.

"1 never would have gone to the leg-
islature and helped frame such a law."

"Youhave, then, an opinion against
capital punishment?"

"1 have had." ..-^-:.- .•-•\u25a0:•-.-•
"When did yon lose it?" '

"When 1 came here." :;;-
"How long ago did your mind

change?"
"Ican't say." "-•?** 'V ::>="'' -^"Now, did you have a talk with a man

named Hoyt, in which you stated that
you were" unalterably "opposed to the
law?"

"1 don't remember. I may have done
so."

"Did you have a talk with E. A.
Studebaker, in which you said that you
would stay out tillyou died rather than
bring in a verdict of guilty?"

"idon't think 1 made it as strong as
that."

"Did you not have- a talk with James
Garrett, the timekeeper at. the Milwau-
kee shops, that if you were drawn on
the Hayward jury you knew how you
could get off, that you would simply tell •
the lawyers that you had opinions
against capital punishment and they
would let you off?"

"1 don't remember having said any
such thing."

One or two other questions were asked
Mr. Newell regarding his conversations,
some of which he denied, and others he
could not deny, but might have said. Ho
finally added, "When 1 took the oath as
a juror 1 considered myself as an honor-
able man to try this case, laying aside
all my prejudices and trying the case
according to the law and the evidence.'

Mr. Nye pressed the question home
to Mr. Newell with pertinacity, and
finally submitted the challenge to the
court. The defense asked a question or
two, to which Mr. Newell replied he
would do his duly.

"1 submit," said the county attorney,
"that if the defense want this man to
sit on the jury and arc : not willingto
admit the challenge. I want time to
produce witnesses here. It is notorious
what Mr. Neweli's opinions are.."

"You may have till Monday morning
to produce witnesses in this case," said
the court. "Ifthis be true as charged
by the state, the juror ought not to sit
on the jury."

"He don't deny it," said Mr. Nye.
"Let me ask one question," said John

Day Smith. "Have you, Mr. Newell,
said these things imputed to you or
anything like them?"

"1 don't remember," said the juror,
stroking his beard. It is possible 1
may have said something of that sort
within a month."

Mr. Nye followed this with a short
statement regarding the case, when Er-
win arose and delivered a short address
to the court affirming his belief in the
juror's integrity. Said he, "After the
first juror was selected, the state's at-
torney reached across the table and said
to me, 'I'd trust my life in his hands.'
So would I, but for the purpose of pro-
moting harmony, I'm going to admit
this challenge."

Mr. Newell was then excused, but be-
fore leaving shook hands with all the
attorneys around the table and bowed
to tne eight remaining jurors in the box.
As he passed by the reporter's stand he
said, "I'm a free man once more."

George W. Cumniings. of Richfield,
was called next. He had no opinions
against capital punishment and did not
know that he had expressed any views
as to llayward's guilt or innocence. He
was let out, however. Samuel Barlow,
of 2613 Sixteenth avenue south, an em-
ploye of Fisher Bros., contractors, fol-
lowed. He didn't like capital punish-
ment and would vote against it In an
election. A challenge for implied bias
was admitted.

John Denney. of 4503 First avenue
south, forty-three years old, though
married, was called. He is a carpenter
by trade. He is in sympathy with the
law of capital punishment. He had
heard Blixt's so-called confession read,
but had formed no opinions about the
case.

There
will undoubtedly be long-winded argu-
ments as tothe admissibility of the con-
fessions, and as to the latitude of exam-
ination to be allowed them, so thai the
state's side of the "case is expected
to last a week, at the inside. Then
Harry Hay ward will undoubtedly be
on the stand for two or three days," un-
less the defense chooses to go before the
jury on a reasonable doubt of the state
having made out a case. Thei:, allow-
ing the state evidence in rebuttal, it be-
gins to lengthen the case out very ma-
terially into the vicinity of two weeks,
which will practically be only ten court
days. On the other hand, It will not be
surprising ifa lunar month elapses be-
tween the day when Lindsay Webb
took his seat in the jury box and the
day when the foreman of the tribunal
returns his report to the court.

ANTI-OPTION* DEAD.

What the Defeat of Washburn
and Hatch Means.

Special to the Globe.
Washington, Jan. 26.—Under the

heading ••Anti-Option Dead," the
Washington News tonight says: "Mem-
bers of congress at both ends of the
capitol are giving some good, hard re-
flection to the lesson afforded by the de-
feat of Representative Hatch and Sen-
ator Washburn, the two avowed cham-
pions of anti-option. It is evident to
them that efforts in behalf of the alleg-
edly oppressed and monopoly-ridden
farmer are not appreciated. It is also
apparent that those interested la op-
tions have the power of revenging

themselves upon those who become ob-
noxious by reason of pressing restrict-
ive legislation. There was much gossip
some time since to the effect that ex-
>>ei)fttor Sabin was making a missionary
tour of the large citi- s, raising a large
fund anion!* the proprietors of bucKet !
shops for the purpose of defeating

Mr. Washburn. Later the report was
circulated that members of the Chicago
board of trade had contributed a large
sum to be applied lor the same purpose.
Itmatters not whether there was or was
not foundation for these rumors of cor-
ruption, the result was that Senator
Washburn had no possible chance for
re-election. Now, since the whole affair
is settled, .Mr. Washburn asserts that
Gov. Nelson secured his election by tho
shameless and open use of money. Con-
sequently the fact remains that if this
money was actually used it was not sup-
plied by Gov. Nelson, who is a compara-
tivelypoor man, but by the enemies of
Mr. Washburn, who sought to dig his
political grave. It is doubtful 11 any
attempt willbe made to revive the anti-
option agitation at this session, and it is
uncertain, in view of the apparent pop-
ular condemnation of its chief champi-
ons. Hatch and Washburn, whether

such legislation willnot be altogether
dropped."
