BIBLE AND SCIENCE.

REV. C. B. WILCOX PREACHES A
SERMON ON THE HOLY BOOK,

Which, He Ciaims, Nowhere Con-
tradicts Established Science
—A Cogent Sermon.

Rev. Charles B. Wilcox delivered
at the First M. E. church, last even-
ing, a cogent sermon upon ‘The
Bible and Modern Science.” The
simple, yet convincing manner in
which Mr. Wilcox develops his pow-
erful arguments can be appreciated
even in the limited synopsis which
follows:

The Bible nowhere contradicts
established science. This, of course,
is an amazing statement. The Bible
was written in ages ignorant of the
science of today, and by unlearned
men. They could avoid opposition
to the discoveries of today only
by - divine guidance. Pythagoras
and other wise men of the olden
time taught the reverse of what
is proven truth today. Every truth
of today has been opposed by men,
not by Scripture. It is conceded
that the Bible often speaks of things
according to visual appearance, as
sunrise and sunset. And so does
that embodiment of mathematics
and science, the Nautical Almanac.

The Bible was written in the lan-
guage of the people, and must be SO
written. d§ad it been written in the
scientific language of today it would
have been rejected by the ancients,
and so have failed of its purpose. - It
was written to be a moral and spir-
itual guide for man, and yet so
written as to avoid antagonism
with established revelations of
science.

What is equally marvelous is that
the Bible writers were preserved,
from introducing the thousands
of errors which were held in their

time into the Bible—errors of cos-:

mogony,. astrology, astronomy and’
psychology. The most absurd views'

were held on all these subjects, and"

vet the sacred writers, in the face
of temptation to do otherwise, were
prevented from introducing them
into the Scriptures.

Again, the Bible anticipated many
discoveries of modern science.
Science has discovered an order of
progress in a developed world—
chaos, light, sun, moon, lifted land,
gathered waters, tender grass, herb,
tree, moving life in the waters, rep-
tile, bird, beast, cattle, man. The
Bible gives the same order in God’s
creation. For ages men thought the
earth to be flat. God said of Him-
self: ‘“‘He sitteth upon the sphere of
the earth.” Men taught that the
earth rested upon elephants, ser-
pents and tortoises. The Bible says:
“He hangeth the earth upon noth-
ing.” Men counted the stars. The
Bible said they are innumerable.
Torricelli discovered that the air
had weight. Men denied it, but
through the centuries the Bible has
been saying: “God gave to the air its
weight.” How was it possible for
the Bible writers to escape the in-
numerable errors held in their age,
and anticipate discoveries of ‘mod-
ern times, except by divine guidance
and inspiration?

There are yet other statements in
the Bible waiting for man to add
cubits enough to his stature to un-
derstand them. Most scientific men
realize it. The American Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Science
embraces the great names in this
country. At a recent meeting it was
found that seven-eighths of them
were either professing Christians or
habitual attendants at divine wor-
ship. That could not be said of
any other secular body of men—
lawyers, physicians or merchants.
Newton, Herschel, Mitchell, Agassiz,
the magnificent development of Ger-
man and Anglo-Saxon mind all see
God in nature, and that the God of
nature is the God of the Bible,

:WlLL HE REMAIN SENATOR?

To Ee Lieutenant Governor,
| He Loses Two Years as
3 Senator.

SUCCESSORS TO BE CHOSEN

o

1 the Sixth District and on
Several Commit-
tees.

The clection of a governor to the
Uunited States senate, the elevation of
tbe lieutenant governor to the guberna-
torial chair and the president pro tem-
pore of the senate becoming Jieutenant
governor, make a string of incidents
that never happened, collectively or
singly, in this state; but all will come
to pass within a few days. Connected
with these facts are others that may
develop into important questions of
law. There are provisions in the stte
constitution that make these incidents
of rore than ordinary importance and
raise, among other questions, the-one as
to whether there will not be need of
electing a state senator to succeed Hon.
Frank A. Day, of Fairmant. 1t has
been ordinarily understood thai Mir.
Day weuld retain his seat and vote as a
state senator. A discussion of this fact
was started among some newspaper re-
porters and members of the legislature
in the Windsor hotel last evening. C.
N. Bell participated in the discussion,
and helped to expound the constitution,
Some of the questions suggested were as
follows: Does the president pro tempore
become lieutenant governor in fact in
the case about to happen? This is
decided by reference to the constitution.
Section 6 of article 5 provides that “*be-
tore the close of each session of the sen-
ate they shall elect a president pro tem-
pore, who shall be lieutenant governor
in case a vacancy should occur in that
office.” This decides one point, that
Senator Day will become lieutenant
governor in fact when Gov. Clough
takes the chair this week, and will be
entitied to draw double the pay he
would as a state senator. He will also
be entitled to sit in the governor’s chair
in case Gov. Clough should want to
take a trip to Europe or leave the state
for a month or two.

Another question relates to the right
| of Lieut. Gov. Day to vote as an ordi-
| nary senator in anv other case than a
i tie and to retain his places on commit=-
tees. Thisis a question about which
‘there is some doubt. If he loses his
places on committees, as weil as his
:seat as senator, there will be changes in
‘several committees. He is ehairman of
ithd railroad committee, and his place
. there would fall to
| fenator Jones,
of Morris, whois second on the list
‘and a very ecompetent man for the
place. His places on the committee on
iclaims, the judiciary, mines and min-
erals, and of printing would also  have
to be filled.

Another important question is as to
his right to hold his seatin the senate.
‘The constitution provides that no sena-
tor shall, during the time for whieh he
was elected, **hold any office under the
authority of the United States or the
state of Minnesota. except that of post-
waster.” If his election as president
pro tempore - and the ecnstitution mak-
ing him lieutenant governor, makes the
two offices incompatible, then it will be
necessary to

Elect a Successer

in the senate from the Sixth district.
1t is the opinion of some that it is not
necessary to resign the seat in the sen-
ate in order to vacate that office,
but that the acceptance of ' the
position of president of the sen-
ate  and the elevation to the
office of lieutenant governor, as de-
clared in the constitution, taken with
the other provision of the constitution,
that a senator shail not hold two oflices,
will vaeate his seat as senator without
hisresizning.

Another question raised is the right
to vote as a senator and also to casta
deciding vote, in case of a e, in the
event thatit should bLe found that he
retains his seat as a senator. All of
these questions will zive an opportunity
tor discussion and decision. In addition
to them the appointinent to places on
committees made vacant by the election
of President Day affords room for
speculation.

BLIZZARD IN ADIRONDACKS.

Frank Smith’s clothing
store, William P. Van Dorn’s grocery,
Isaae Mandelbaum’s dry goods store,
Jacob Kaiser’s mieat market, the post~
oftice, tbree dwellings and a barber
shop. Most of the mail from the poste«
office was saved, and the merchants
succeeded in securing a large part of
their goods.
