Can Be Enjoyed by the Plain-
tiffin the Case Re-

ferred To.

'A. decision handed down yeslcfaay

f>y Judge Canty, of the supreme

court,* may tend to make employers

more cautious of entering into al-
luring contracts with employes.

In February, iS92,William McMul-

lan made a written contract with

the Dickinson company, of Minne-

apolis, by which the company

agreed to pay him $1,500 a year in
installments of $125 per month for

services as assistant manager so
long as he. performed the duties of
his position and retained the own-

ership of fifty shares of the com-

pany's stock. The contract, how-
ever, was to terminate. with the ex-

piration of the thirty years cf the
company's con orate existence.

McMullan was discharged, with-
out just cause, in October, 1893. He
afterwards abtained • a judgment
against the Dickinson company for
his services up to March, ISD4. Again

he entered this last suit to secure
his wages for March "and April, IS.!.
The company claimed, as a defense,

that the previous suit was a bar to
all further proceedings. Such, in-
deed, has been the- common decision;

but, as the supreme court well says,

this view would oblige an employe
to either wait until almost the

End of Six Yours,

receiving meantime no income what-
ever, or lose all the salary due him
after he began suit. At any rate,
to agree with the statute of limita-
tions, the suit would have to be
brought within six years; and when

the contract runs, as In this case ,
for a much longer period, the great-

er part of the lost pay would never
he recovered which is a manifest
injustice.

The remedy of the employe lies
in a suit for damages by reason of•
the non-receipt of the contract pay-
ments; not a suit for wages to pay

\u25a0 for constructive cervices during the

balance of the contract term; He
can, therefore, sue for recovery of

.these damages whenever, according
to the contract, an installment of his
salary becomes due. So Mr. McMul-
lan can enjoy a series of lawsuits,

and be paid for the same at the
rate of $125 a month, which is, per-
haps, as pleasant as to work for the
salary.

The decision of the lower court,
denying that the first suit was a bar
to subsequent suits, is affirmed. The
syllabus follows: *.;"?/••'

The S.vllabns.
William McMullan, respondent, vs.

The Dickinson Company, appellant.
Syllabus —"Where, under a contract
for personal service, the wages are
paid in installments, and before Ihe
term of service expires the master
dismisses the servant without his
fault and the wages are paid up to
the time of dismissal, held, the lia-
bility of the master to the servant is
not an absolute liability for wages
for constructive service during the
balance of the term, but a contin-
gent liabilityof indemnity for loss
of wages. This liability accrues by
installments on successive' contin-
gency each of which consists in
the failure of the servant without his
fault to earn during an installment
period the amount of wages which
he would have earned .had the con-
tract been performed, and the de-
ficiency is the measure of dam-
ages; the original breach is not total,
but the failure to pay the successive
Installments constitutes successive
breaches, and successive actions
may be maintained for the recovery
of the installments of damages as
they accrue, ifany.

This is the rule of damages usually
allowed under the fiction of con-
structive service, but that fiction is
rejected as false and inconsistent
with that rule, while the rule itself
is retained.

It does not follow because of this
that the discharged servant can-
not, if he so elect, consider the
breach total, bring an action for all
his damages and recover all accru-
In- up to the time of the trial; but it
is held that prospective damages-
beyond the time of trial are too con-
tingent and illative to be al-
lowed. Order affirmed.

Berlin Machine Works, respondent,
vs. Security Trust Company, appel-
lant. Syllabus— l. Some tour months
after the making of an agreement to
sell a chal tie and the delivery of it
to the vendees, they signed and de-
livered to the vendor an instrument
purporting to be a receipt for the
chattle, stating that it was held by
the as the property of the vendor

3. A pre-existing debt is a suffi-
cient consideration for such a chat-
tle mortgage.

4. A receiver appointed in a suit
by one partner against the others to

dissolve the copartnership does not
represent creditors so as to be able
to avoid such a lien because not
filed of record as required by statute.
Order affirmed. CANTY, J.

The Security Trust company is
receiver of the St. Paul School Fur-
niture company, to whom the Berlin

\u25a0 Machine works sold a glue jointing
machine for $350. Payment not be-
ing made as agreed, the Berlin com-
pany claimed the right to take pos-

session ofthe machine, and were sus-
tained by the lower court.

Lower Court Affirmed.""

In re application of Charles C.
Wade, etc., Charles C. Wade, re-
spondent, vs. Anthony J. Drexel et
al., appellants. Syllabus- -!. Sec-
tion 92, General Statutes 187., as
amended by chapter 185, . General
Laws 1889,* gave to the holder of
a lien on a divided part of an entire
tract of land sold for taxes a right
to have the amount of the tax lien
apportioned between the parts of
the tract, and to redeem from the
tax sale the part on which he held
his said lien by paying the amount
of the tax lien so apportioned there-
to, and said section, as amended by
chapter US, Laws of 1893, provides a
remedy for enforcing that right.

2. That . remedy is by a "sum-
mary application" to the court or a
judge thereof, and it may be heard
at a special term of the court.

3. There is no right to a jury trial
on such application.

4. On the hearing of the applica-
tion in this case there was suffi-
cient evidence of the possession, of
the judgment debtor to prove a title
in him to which the petitioner's
judgment lien attached.

5. On such application formal
pleadings or issues as to the values
or proportionate value of the parts
of the tract between which the tax
lien is to be apportioned are not
necessary. Order affirmed.

funeral Tat NIGHT.
a. Practice Cowing Into Vogue in

Hew York.

The custom of holding funeral serv-
ices at night Is, according to an un-
dertaker seen by a Sun reporter, grow-
ing steadily in New York city. Its
growth dates from about five years
ago. .There were night funerals \u25a0in
New York before that, but they were
comparatively few. The growth of the
custom is due to several causes. The
night funeral Is less expensive, and
it meets- the convenience of a much
greater number of friends of the dead.
With the increase of societies and their
growth in membership the loss of a
day or half a day in attendance at
the funeral of a member has come to
a serious tax, and in this respect
the night funeral makes a saving of
time. In line with this economy of
time is a decided change, within five
or six years, in the custom with re-
gard to pallbearers. There are now,
perhaps, twenty funerals without pall-
bearers to one with them. Some of
the night funerals are held at home,
some at church. If at church, the
body is taken, " after the services,
to the undertaker's, and there kept
until the burial. If at the house,
the body may be taken to the under-
taker's or it may remain in the house
over night. The morning service, a
prayer by the clergyman, would be
attended by only the immediate mem-
bers of the family, who would take
leave of the dead alone. The inter-
ment would be without further serv-
ice at the grave. The number of fu-
neral services held at undertakers' is
also increasing. No charge is made for
the use of the shop for this purpose.
It is in some respects more economical
than a funeral at home or church,
and, with larger space than within a
house, it brings all attending together
instead of separating them in vari-
ous rooms.

Mexico. Central America will stand
united -.: to 'repel, ..any,'- invasion from
Mexico. The \u0084C osta :. Rica minister
arrived soon after the meeting together
with President Barrios, of Guatemala,
and is of the same mind as the other
Central American republico.

The war cloud barters over Mexico to-
day. It is feared from the outlook th
Mexico has ;no recourse left but to de-
clare \ war against the. federation of
Central Am erica. \u25a0 President Diaz is
for peace, but still"stands out boldly
for Mexico's right***. .The president and
cabinet are still in session. At the
Mexican Jockey club, of which Pres-
ident Diaz's father-in-law is president,
upon the subject of war with Guatemala
beiiiii broached, a subscription was
started toward the inauguration of
the war fund, and in less than five
minutes over .?50.00U was subscribed.
A collecting committee was then ap-
pointed, with Mayor Sebastian Camacuo
as president and Pablo Martinez del
Pio as secretary, It is \u0084 rumored that
hundreds of thousands will be
forthcoming . from this source
at very short notice. Both sides
are massing troops on the
frontier, and non-combatants are leav-
ing that section by all manner of con-
veyances. The United States of Mexi-
co seem unanimous with President
Diaz and his pulley, and will, spare no
means or expense in the way ot money
iv arming and equipping soldiers.

PERILS
When Rogue Elephants Get Un-

der the Strange Spell.

St. Nicholas.
The complete history of rogue ele-

phants would make an interesting
-chapter. They seam to have decided
to avenge man's wrongs against their
kind, fc-ome years ago one rogue act-I ually took possession 'of a stretch of
country in India 40 miles wide by 100long, and in a business-like way pro-
ceeded to demolish everything in or
about it. The animal rushed into the
village, took huts upon his tusks and
tore them' apart, or tossed them until
they fell in splinters. It chased the
people away,. or killed them whenever
it could, or, standing by the wrecked
houses, it ate the grains and stores.

This elephant "s2§rned remarkably in-
telligent. It entertained, in particular,
a grudge against the watchtowers oil
scaffolds. Whenever the rogue saw
one he would creep slyly,, spring at
it, push it to the ground and kill Its
occupants.

A famous rogue elephant named
Manilla was owned, by a rich man near
Juhbulpoi-e, in Central India. Sudden-ly it began to develop the characteris-
tics of a "rogue," and attacked human
beings \u25a0wherever seen. It killed them
so cruelly that it became widelyknown
as ''the man-eater." He was finallyde-
stroyed by an organized effort of En-
glish army officers. ' "YY*.

Another famous rogiiD took posses-,,
sion of a public road and attacked ev-
ery passer-by. Suddenly darting from
a jungle, it would, rush up to. an ox-
cart, seize the driver with its trunk and
disappear. Repeated raids of this kind
bo terrified the people that a large
tract of land was to all intents and
purposes deserted; but finally an En-
glish hunter determined to rid the
country of the rogue. By. careful in-
quiry he found that the elephant al-
ways seized the driver, and if there
were two carts in company, it chose the
driver of the last. So he arranged two
ox-carts, putting a dummy driver upon
th? second, while upon the first was a
stout bamboo cage, in which the hunt-
er was to sit, rifle in hand. When all
was ready the two ox-carts started,
one day, followed by the hopes and
best wishes of the community. , The
fatal district was soon reached, and,
about half-way down the road there
came a crash and the monstrous ele-
phant, dark and ugly, dashed upon the
par^r. Making directly for the last
cart, with a vicious swing of its trunk,
it seized on the dummy man and made
off, -receiving as it.went a shot from
the "cage. But the oxen, alarmed by
the uproar, ran away, leaving the road
and taking to the upper country. They
tipped the cart over, nearly killingthe
caged driver and the English sports-
man. Whaf the elephant thought
when it tore the dummy into shreds
must be imagined. Some months later,
however, this rogue was driven away
and caught.

The moment, however, that Brown,
Jones or Robinson actually goes under
he is treated with the utmost generos-
ityand consideration. . The hand which
struck him down is instantly stretched
forth to help him, and as much care
and trouble are used to put him on
bis feet once again as were originally
employed to knock him off them. In
.ocial intercourse this kindliness and
sunniness is specially attractive. -YYY-

The American will take infinite pains
to make the merest stranger happy.
He is courteous and pleasant-spoken,
not like the Frenchman from conven-
tion, but from the sense of pleasure
which his instinctive optimism teaches
him to diffuse. His optimism has even
proved strong enough to break down
the shyness which naturally belongs
to the English race.

One sees, no doubt, survivals of it in
the American, but in most cases the
sens - that all is for the best in the best
possible of ..worlds has mastered it
altogether. Even the fundamental
melancholy of the Teuton has given
way, or, rather, has been transmuted,
and appears not as a diluted melan-
choly, hut in the form of dry humor—
an all's-for-the-best sort of melan-
choly. That is the genesis of Ameri-
can humor. -
