She cleared the Elbe
all right, with a number of people inside
of her. Stollberg, however, does not

believe it possible for her to have
lived for any length of. lime in the
heavy sea which was running at the
lime of the -.accident.: Chief Engineer
Neusseil' says that thb stem of the
unknown ship struck the Elbe about 150
feet forward of the rudder, or. just abate
the engine room. The engines were
not damaged by -"the collision; but the
water soon poured in, and, although tin
steam pumps were put to work.in about
three minutes time' it became useless,

and the engine rooms were soon de-
serted lor the upper deck.

Later in the day, at the request of the
agents of the North German Lloyd
company, Greeuhall. the Trinity pilot,
made the following statement.

"When 1 came on deck with some of
the passengers dipt. Yon Gossel was
in charge. The first order given was to
swim, the boats out, but not to lower
them until further orders. The next

order was for everybody to come •on
deck, and for the crew to go to their sta-
tions. Then followed the order for the
women and children to go to tho star-

board boats, in which it was oroposed
to save them. The firstof these orders
were given by Capt. Yon Gossel, and
repeated by Chief Officer Wilhelnis.
The captain was on the bridge, and 1
believe went down with his ship. _

"The next order which 1 heard given

was to lower the boats.
Tltcrc Was No Confusion

whatever, nor was there a panic. Every

order was executed- with the greatest

calmness and promptitude. At the time

of the collision there was a high sea
running and a strong wind blowing

from east-southeast, ,It was bitterly
cold, and there • had -been nineteen de-

grees of frost Celsius ou the morning

before the day cf the wreck. The lan-
yards and boats' grips : and falls were
frozen, and the lanyards securing the
falls had to be chopped in order to save
time, but that would have to be done in

any case in the cv nt of a collision.
•"•The Elbe went down about two min-

utes after we left her side."
The explanation given by the surviv*

ing officer*, of the Elbe as to the propor-
tion of the crew saved to the number of

discussed here by crowd of people I

gathered at different places where the ;

survivors remain, although a regular ;
blizzard is blowing, and, underordinary J
circumstances, very few people would
have ventured out of doors.

The bitterly cold weather prevailing
nnd the lack of news from any point
along the coast shows that there is little,

ifany, hope of any other survivors of
the disaster reaching land.

A lifeboat supposed to have belonged
to the Elbe has been washed ashore near
Warmouth. In the boat were a number
oflife belts and oars, and it is believed
to be the boat from which the fishing

smack Wild Flower rescued the few
persons who escaped from the steamer
after the collision of yesterday moili-

ng. Y.-YY
A Handful '{he Survivors,

who were clustering around a hotel fire
this morning, indulged iv the most bit-
ter criticisms of the ship which rammed
and sunk the Elbe. • They all claim that
she should have stood by the Elbe, and
that if she had done so, a great many
lives would have bien saved. This, of
course, is a matter which cannot be de-
cided until all the facts in the caseare
brought to lightby the court of Inquiry.
The agents ot the North German Lloyd
company at Southampton have been
in constant communication with the

German vice consul, who has been
upon the spot ever since a short
time after the disaster became
known. It is .not ye t definitely .stab
lished that the Crathie was the offend-
ing steamer. There are several inter-
esting points in this distressing story

which require definite explanation be :
fore all the facts in the case will be- ,
come generally known.

For instance, there are people who
believe that a second steamer may have
foundered. The word "Asonia" was
branded on the oars of the boat stranded
near Yarmouth, so people say that it
could not be the boat from which the
Wild Flower rescued the survivors of
the Elbe. The name "Asonia" is -not
known in shipping circles here..

The : German vice consul and .the
agent of the North German Lloyd com-
pany have cautioned all the survivors
of the crew of the Elbe to furnish no
information ofany description to any-
body until they appear before the court
of inquiry, and, as the men are strictly
obeying these directions, very little can
be gathered, except from the passen-
gers, who. of course, are not posted on
maritime rules and regulations, and are
therefore unable to furnish the facts
•which might enable the mystery
of the sinking of the Elbe
lo be cleared up as promptly
its most people wish. It seems,
however, that neither of the two pilots
was on the bridge of the Elbe at the
time of the collision. The Weser, or
German pilot, ceasea his duty when the
Elbe cleared from the Weser and the
turn of duty of the English pilot did not
commence until the steamship entered
the waters of the Isle of Wight, aud the
surviving officers of the Elbe refuse to
Buy who was in charge of the steamer
when the -collision occurred: but it is
supposed to have been Third Officer
Btollberg, who was one of the survivors.

In the midst of Inquiries of every
kind, as to the cause of the accident.
identity of the steamer which rammed
the Elbe, etc.. every possible attempt
is being made to lind some trace of the
missing boat and its passengers. Tho
agent of the North German Lloyd
Steamship company this morning sent
the harbor tug Dispatch to the scene of
the disaster, but owing to the bad
weather prevailing the men on board
the fug were unable to see any

In audition, telegrams of inquiry have
been sent to all places along ; the coast
asking if they hay any news* of the
missing craft, and it is hoped that the
Lowestoft fishing smacks, which are ex-
pected to make this harbor this after-
noon, may bring some news. * V

The majority of people here have
abandoned all hope of j hearing of the
rescue of any more of the Elbe's pas-
sengers or crew, as many of the Yar-
mouth and Lowestoft fishing smacks
are known to have been plying near the
scene of the disaster, and they have not
yet returned, which they certainly
would have done had they picked up
any survivors. . -/vY

the Elbe sank almost immediately after

Two of "the robbers boarded the
train at Wilcox, and when two miles
west of the town suddenly appeared in
the cab of the engine with'drawn pis-
tols, compelling the engineer to stop,

the train. While one of the robbers
kept him covered the other made, the
fireman and brakeman cut the ex-

press and mail cars loose from the rest,

of the train. The engineer was then
made to pull the two detached cars on

for about two miles to a culvert, where
two of the ' bandit gang were \u25a0 found
holding horses for the entire party.- It

: was here that the safe was blown open,
the men with the horses having brought
the explosives. ' Six explosions were ef-
fected by the robbers before they, felt
satisfied with their work. The top and
sides of the express car were thoroughly
shattered, and the express company's
safe was blown to pieces. YyY '

. Washington, Jan. 31.— A critical
stage ot the financial discussion was un-
expectedly precipitated in the senate at

' a late hour today, just before senators
were preparing to go home. Intermit-
tent references had been made to the
subject throughout the day, but it was
without definite form or purpose, and
the senate finally lapsed into a discus-
sion of the District of Columbia appro-
priation bill. But the financial ques-
tion arose - incidentally, and finally, at 5
o'clock, Mr. Gorman launched a speech
which proved to be one of the most ef-
fective he has delivered at the present
session of congress. -He pointed out the
gravity of the . treasury situation, inti-
mating that the facts.were -being held,
back, and that au -Investigation would
show startling deficiencies, lie de-
fended the senate against charges of
impotency, and declared that he had
perfect faith that this great body would
do its full duty before congress ad-
journed. He said a financial remedy
would, ifnecessary, be added as a rider
to an appropriation bill.

Spurred on by the energy Mr. Gor-
man had suddenly injected Into the
question, the senate at once proceeded
to consider and pass three important
resolutions calling on Secretary Carlisle
for information concerning every detail
bearing on revenues, reserves, defi-
ciencies, etc. A warm oarty debate oc-
curred during the day on the question
of parly extravagance. Mr. Chandler,
Mr. Piatt and other Republican; sena-
tors asserted that the total appropri-
