AN OHIO SOCIETY WITH PECU-

LIAR CUSTOMS.

They Share Their Property In

mon, and Only Want to Be
I_et Alone,

Five miles west of this little city,

in a garden spot of the beautiful
Tuscarawas valley, is one of the
most remarkable and extraordinary

settlements in America. Seventy-

seven years ago this month the first
log cabin of the Separatist Society

of Zoar was begun. The country

was in the wilds of the forest, and
the poverty-stricken German immi-
grants who comprised the associa-
tion and who arrived in the spring

of 1818 were in an almost desperate

state of destitution. The original
intention was not to form- a com-
munistic society, but to found a col-
ony where certain pecpliar religious
ideas might have free course to
work themselves out and prove their
value or viciousness without being

disturbed by close contact with big-

oted or inquisitive neighbors.

There were 225 persons in the lit-

tle company which came out to
America from Wurtemburg, and
they were so poor that the English
Quakers, with their proverbial, lib-
erality to all who sought religious
liberty, helped them secure their
land, for which they paid $3 an
acre, purchasing about 5,000 acres.

The more than three-quarters of
a century has made a wonderful
change in the fertile valley where
the Separatists settled. A canal has
been built by the state through

their lands, and the Tuscarawas
valley has come to be one of the
most thickly settled and properous
agricultural sections of the state.

The Separatists have grown wealthy

with the development of the coun-
try. They now own a large number
of mills and other buildings upon
it, constituting quite a little village.

Here this peculiar people weave
their own cloth, dye their wool,
tan the leather for their coarse
boots and shoes, and make their own
flour; in a word, everything is done
that can be to make up the sum of
the coarse comforts which the mem-

' bers of the society enjoy, It is ,
a little world within itself, where !
the church settles all disputes and
every man has as much as his
neighbor and no more.

Until the town began to attract
visitors as a summer resort two or
three years ago, it had no form of
government except that of the so-
ciety, yet order, sobriety and peace
prevailed. But the influx of strang-
ers, who knew not Baumeler, the
founder and patron saint of these
Separatists, finally compelled these
people to organize a village corpor-
ation. The experience of this so-

. ciety bears out the theories of the
socialists in one respect. It is
wealthy. But then the same class
of people in the same section of
country are, in proportion, almost
equally well-to-do.

The striking and remarkable fact
is that in all these seventy-seven
years this society has not increased
in membership. There were 225 in
1818, when they settled here; there
are now about the same number.
At times the society has been
larger, and about as often it has
been smaller, so that it is a fair
statement to say that, while all
the country about has been filling
up with people and the general pop-
ulation has greatly increased, these
peculiar people have remained sta-
tionary in numbers. . Indeed, even
the present wealth of the society
has not proved sufficient inducement
to young men and women to join
it or bring in as many as are re-
quired to do the work of the com-
munity, and it is now necessary for
them to hire men to assist in the
fields and mills.

The little town is laid out in p.

Straggling manner, at haphazard,
and the houses seem to have for-
gotten the meaning of the word
"paint." At first sight it appears to
be a country hamlet of the sim-
plest character, where general shift-
lessness reigns supreme. There is
a certain tidiness about the fields,
and the work is well done.but there
Is an absence of that spirit or prog-
ress and improvement in the houses
which make any town attractive.
It is not long till the visitor discov-
ers that he has found the home of
the commonplace.

Life runs evenly in the little vil-
lage. A number of the old buildings
are still in use, and the only struc-
ture more elaborate than the oth-
ers is that which was occupied by
Josheph Baumeler in his lifetime. It
is now, in part, a storehouse. The
people are of German extraction,
and have but little education. They
are completely weaned from the
luxuries of life, and wear home-
spun for the most part and home-
made shoes and boots. Each week
every member gets an allowance
from the general fund of food and
drink, and with that must be con-
tent. If there is a surplus it is
turned into the general treasury.

are the government of the commun-
ity. One member of, each body is
elected each year. The committee
is a court of appeal and last resort.-.
In these elections' the women vote
on an equality with the men. The

J trustees adjust all disputes, and the
aggrieved party can carry his case
to the committee if he feels that he
has not received justice. "This has
been the form of government since
the death of the founder, in 1853.-.
Prior to that date he was almost an
autrocat, both in religious and sec-
ular matters. p~ip

The society, as has been said, did
not start from Germany with the
intention of forming a commune.but
in the first few years of the col-
ony in the valley there was so much
distress that individualism was
dropped and everything was held
in common. This grew into a cus-
tom, and the solidity of the peo-
ple prevented any return to the old

i methods of living.ltis now extreme-
ly doubtful whether they ever will
become individualists again. They
are content, and nothing «is more
distasteful to the great majority of
the members of the society than
something bordering upon an in-
novation. Besides, many ofthe mem-
bers have had so little experience

in looking out for themslves that
they would probably suffer #if
thrown on their own resources, al-
though the distribution of. the prop-
erty of the society would give all
members a modest competency if
they were able to care for it prop-
erly. y~.:p\y \u25a0pypp 1:.

The religious doctrines of these pe-
culiar people, who have thus di-
vorced themselves from the thought

and progress of the age, and been
content to become a narrowing eddy
in the river of time, are not elabor-
ate. They were apparently formu-
lated in Germany, and the most that
the present members of the so-
ciety know of them is that they
were defended by Baumeler. and are
to be found in his discourses.which,
next to the Bible, and in some
things above that Book of books,
are the foundation and superstruct-
ure alike of the religion of these
Separatists. Briefly 'stated, they
believe in the Trinity, the fall of
Adam and original sin through him,
the salvation through Christ, the in-
spiration of the Scriptures as the
rule of life and the measure of
truth, the abolition of all ceremony,
the abolition of all sectionalism and
forms in religion, marriage by con-
sent before witnesses, without the
intervention of preacher or priest;
complete virginity more commenda-
complete virginity more commend-
able than the marriage: state,
separate schools than those main-
tained by the public, the abolition
of war and the employment of arbi-
tration. In addition to this, they
hold themselves faithful to the
state, and thoroughly respectful to
acknowledged authority. V V '.-

Joseph Baumeler, when the so-
ciety first started here, formulated
rules which prohibited marriage.but
this view was repudiated about ten
years later.or between IS2B and 1830,
when Baumeler himself took a wife.
Since then marriage has been by
contract under the laws of the state.
The sexes are separated as much as
possible in the life of the society.
They sit on separate sides of the
church when the trustees hold
services, or read from the dis-
courses of Baumeler, who is the
prophet of the society. They live,
in the main, each sex by itself, and
the social relations, as the rest of
the world knows them, are terra in-
cognita to these simple-minded folk.
This plan of life, for the most part,
has resulted well from the physical
point of view. Health and strength
are evident among all the members
of the society. But it has not pro-
duced any of the finer feeling which
was in the main lacking when the
colony of German peasants . was
founded. In a word, the existence
of these people is that of good,
healthy animals, with almost a
minimum of all that we prize as
civilization . '"YY-Y

Every child born in the commun-
ity is under the absolute control of

I the society until its majority . is
reached, when it is given the choice
of becoming a member of the society
or not, as it prefers. The stranger
who seeks admission is made to
serve a novitiate of a year, and in
doubtful cases a longer period, and
must then sign the constitution, in
which is embodied the religious
principle. The convert must also
sign a covenant to give to the so-
ciety all his property and all he
may inherit. Very few members
join, however, and they for the most
part have little or no property.

SUSAN F. PRESIDED.

Women SufFrnjjists in Session at
Atlanta. .-

Atlanta, Ga., Jan. 31.— The twenty-
seventh annual convention of the Na-
tional American Woman's Suffrage as-
sociation was called to order in ' De j
dive's Opera house today by Miss Susan
B. Anthony, its president. The hall was
comfortably filled with delegates, and
visitors, including a liberal local con-
tingent. The stage as decorated with
the flags of the national and slate
suffrage organization, and the members
of the convention all wore the yellow
badges of the association. Rev. Anna
Howard Shaw opened the proceedings
with a fervent prayer, invoking the
blessines of our Heavenly Father and
Mother upon the convention.

The roll of delegates was called by
Miss Alice Stone Blackwell, recording
secretary, and a majority of the states
were found to be represented. A tele-
gram of congratulation was sent to
Hon. Mrs. Hilly,of the Colorado legis-
lature, as the author of the first bill
drawn by a woman ever passed by the
legislature of any state. Committees
were named, and the convention took a
recess until afternoon.

The afternoon session began with
prayer by Mrs. B. Bennett, of Ken-
tucky. The report of the committee on
credentials was read, showing the fol-
lowing representation: Arkansas, 2
delegates: District of Cilutnbia, 1;
Florida, 2; Georgia, 5: Illinois, 1; lowa,
2; Kansas, 3; Kentucky, 7; Pennsyl-
vania, 5; South Carolina, 6; Tennessee,
2: Not th Carolina. 1: Indiana. 2; Ohio,
9; Louisiana, 4; Maine, 2; Massa-
chusetts, 5; Missouri, 1; Michigan, 6;
Nebraska, 1; New Jersey, 1; New York,
13; Maryland, 3; besides officers and
six chairmen ofcommittees. The ques-
tion of taxation without representation
was the subject of some livelyaddresses
by Rev. Annn Shaw, Miss Hatch, of
Maine: Mrs. Chapman, of Brooklyn,
and Miss South worth, of Ohio.

Miss Anthony addressed the conven-
tion briefly in favor of the establish-
ment of women suffrage papers.

Chicago, Jan. 31.— Uncertainty re-
garding the expected bond issue pre-
vented marked changes in prices on
the board of trade today, In wheat
there were more sellers than buyers,
and May closed %c lower. May corn %c
lower, May oats 3Yc lower and provis-
ions at declines.

The wheat speculators at the market!
appeared to consider yesterday's closing
price for May %'c too ni-jh and knocked;
off the obnoxious fraction. Liverpool
>->'d higher for futures, and Berlin 1
mark better this morning than it closed
yesterday, with Paris a little lower for
soot wheat and a shade higher for next
month's delivery. Minneapolis and Du-.
uth together received only 153 carat

compared with 107 on Thursday last"
week and 223 cars on a similar day last
year. Tim selling in the lirst Half hour
was by the local crowd, while New
York and St. Louis at 1113 same time
sent liberal orders to buy. The expec-
tation of an early issue of bonds was
regarded as in favor of the bulls, but
the conflicting news from Washington
prevented radical changes either way.

The opening price of May wheat was
from S_X to 53)^c, as compared with
s*.?ac sellers at the close yesterday. Tiie
general tendeucy was downward for
about an hour and a half, or until the
returns of the day's receipts and ship-
ments at the primary markets had all
come to hand. The total primary mar-
ket receipts were only 133,503 bu. Some
buying by previous sellers was the re-
sult of a short contemplation of the
figures referred to. and the price, which
had been huirn'mir 53c for May for
about an hour, let go, and it rose tem-
porarily for tho second time to L'&%c.
There was renewed selling at the ad-
vance heavier and May finished at, 53c.

Corn was weak and lower. The prin-
cipal feature was the fact that many of.
the buyers of yesterday were sellers to-
day while the demand was light. Bart-
lett &Frazier and Baldwin & Farnuiu
led the selling among the big operators, '
and the small fry soon tailed on. While
some of the transactions were at yes-
terday's close, there was a gradual drop.
May sold early nt 44c, fell steadily to
_3%@_'.^c. There was a quiet business
during the closing hour. May closing at
433 B'c.

Oats were also slow and inclined to be
easy, following the corn market. May
sold early at 2.c, fell to 28%c, and at
noon was 28%.. The market was quiet
and featereless during the last hour,
May declining with corn and closing at

Provisions started with a show of
strength, helncd by hog receipts under
the estimates and belter prices at tho i
yards.

caj?o Paper's Strictures.
Warden Wolfer, being seen at the

prison yesterday in regard to the arti-
cle published in the Farm Implement
News, of Chicago, relative to the bind-
ing twine plant, had this to say:

"There are several statements in the
article that are not true. It says,
among other things, jthat the season's
supply of hemp purchased from the Ne-
braska Binding Twine company, at .
Fremont, Neb., cost over four cents
per pound, when, as a matter of fact,
it cost $3.70 per hundred f. o. b. at Fre-
mont. The general Inference from
statements made would indicate that
the state had"a large amount of worth-

less farmers' paper, which is also not
true. Our collections have been fairly
good, considering the dull times. What
still remains uncollected is In such
shape that it is believed, by proper and
careful handling, can be nearly all
collected. There is no question but
that the state is working at a disad-
vantage in the manufacture of soft
fiber twine at present prices, in com-
petition with sisal and manilla, as
long as hard fiber can be purchased at
such a low price. Gov. Nelson fully-
outlined this in his message to the
legislature, which is strictly in har-
mony with the present condition of tne
markets. His recommendations in re-
lation thereto are sound and, I believe,
in accordance with the best interests
ofall concerned."
