SOLONS BELLIGERENT
Breckinridge and Heard Have

a Sensational Set-to in
the House.

LIAR, SCOUNDREL, PUPPY,

A Few of the Epithets Which
Led to "Break's" Use of

His Fists.

PEACE AGAIN RESTORED.

Offenders Brought Before the
Ear of the House and Made

to Apologize.

Washington, Feb. I.—A scene of
the wildest and most intense excite-
ment occurred in the house at the con-
clusion of the debate on Mr. Hilt's
Hawaiian resolution today, growing out
of a personal difficulty between Mr.
Breckinridge, ot Kentucky, and Mr.
Heard, of .Missouri, in which epithets
like "impertinent puppy," '-coward,"
"scoundrel," and "liar." were bandied.
One blow was struck when friends in-
terposed and the sergeant-at-arms ar-
rested the two offenders and brought

them to the bar of the house, where Mr.
Breckinridge, in the course of an ex-
planation, practically challenged Mr.
Heard and demanded personal satisfac-
tion.

As well as the tangle of confused
events can be unraveled the encounter
occurred in this way:

Mr. Heard, who was in charge of tho
District of Columbia business, cut off
Mr. Breckinridge, who was attempting
to address the house on the Hawaiian
resolution, by demanding, the previous
qiestion on the adoption of the resolu-
tion.

Mr. Breckinridge immediately moved
around from the side aisle, in which he
was standing, to the tier of seats where
Mr. tleard was located, and hot words
followed. Mr. Breckinridge protested
against what lie called Mr. Heard's
rudeness. The latter declared he was
only doing his duly. As the voices of
th. gentlemen rose, members rushed
tb'thcr.

"Impertinent puppy," shouted Mr.
Breckinridge.

"Liar,"' hissed bacK Mr. Heard.
At the word, the white-haired Ken-

tuckian. who is a heavily-built man, put
his foot on the step on which the
benches are located, and

at Mr. Heard. Mr. Hward, who is a
slight anil apparently not strong, but
rather tall man, with a brown beard,
streaked with gray, dodged, and in an
instant a dozen hands were extended to
restrain the Kentuckian, and the tide of
members swept him twenty feet up the
main aisle. But he continued to strug-
gle, and wrestled with his captors,
Messrs. Pence and Outhwaite,

The house and galleries were in an
uproar; Bedlam had broken loose. Over
it all the cracks of the speaker's gavel
sounded as he attempted to quell the
riot on the floor. In a firm tone tho
speaker directed the sergeant-at-arms
to arrest the offenders.

Col. Ike Hill, the deputy, and his as-
sistant, Mr. Robinson, grabbed the
silver mace, the emblem of the house's
authority and rushed up the aisle. It
was crowded with a seething mass of
members. When they had elbowed
their way to the scene of combat, Mr.
Breckinridge was still struggling with
those who held him. His antagonist,
Mr. Heard, stood- calmly in his place.
Misunderstanding "Mr. Pence's attempt
to quiet Mr. Breckinridge, who was
trembling like an aspen with over-
wrought excitement, Col. Hill and his
assistant seized both Mr. Breckinridge
nnd Mr. Pence

"Not Pence" shouted a dozen mem-
bers. "Arrest Heard."

Mr. Heard was pushed into the arms
of the deputy sergeant-at-arms. As the
two men came together, Mr. Breckin-
ridge made a desperate effort to free
himself.

"You're a coward and a scoundrel."
he yelled at Mr. Heard, but the stal-
wart Robinson roughly pulled Mr.
Breckinridge forward and the two rep-
resentatives of the American congress
were hustled rather than escorted to
the bar of the house.

The speaker ordered all to take their
seats.

Many of the members did so reluc-
tantly. "Take it back." shouted Mr.
Breckinridge, as he glared at Mr.
Heard, who stood like himself

In Custody Before the Bar.
"You called me an impertinent

puppy," answered Mr. Heard.
Meantime the speaker in stentorian

tones '.'.as driving the excited and fran-
tic members back with heavy blows of
the gavel. Mr. Breckinridge was ap-
pealing tor recognition, but the speaker
would not hear him. After all the
members were seated, he ordered both
Mr. Heard and Mr. Breckinridge back-
to their seats and then recognized the
Kentuckian. With his frame trembling
with excitement, his silver hair tumb-lingback from his forehead, Mr. Breck-
inridge rose, attempting to contain him-
self. Mr. Breckinridge began his apol-
ogy in humble tones.

"No one," he began, "can regret more
than 1 that any personal difficulty
should occur on this floor; but when I
thought 1 had been taken off the floor
with great rudeness, 1 went to Mr.
Heard and said to him that lie could not
do business in that way. He replied
thai that was an insolent statement, and
that 1 was 'an impertinent scoundrel. ""He said 1 was a scoundrel," inter-
posed Mr. Heard.

"He called me a liar," went on Mr.
Breckini idee, ignoring the interruption.
"1 ought not to have resented it, Mr.
Speaker," he continued, turning to the
chair, "but. as a Mississippi judge once
said, the lie was first assault, and, in
spite of my white hairs. I could not re-
strain myself. 1 apologize to the speak-
er, and to the house. To the gentleman
I will say," he added, as he turned and
looked squarely at Mr. Heard, his voice
rising. "1 will say that that cannot re-
main between he and I,"

A scattering burst of applauso greet-
ed this. Mr. Breckinridge took his seat.

Heard ap-
peared to be.c.>!Ti), but he was also evi-
dently laboring under greht excitement,
£.ct unce in his . long congressional
career, he began, had he been embroiled
In a personal controversy on the floorof
the house.

Mr. Heard then explained the situa-
tiou. Today, he said, had been set

apart for District of Columbia business, ]
and he had felt it hi., duty, when the
opposing leaders on the Hawaiian reso-
lution had finished their statements, to
demand the previous question. The
gentleman from Kentucky had then
hurried over to him. and had stated in
a tone which he regarded as an insult
ihat the house would do no business to-
day. He had thereupon demanded the
yeas and nays, as he deemed it his duly
to do. whereupon the gentleman from
Kentucky, in what he regarded as most
offensive* language, had called him an
insolent and impertinent something.

"lie followed." said Mr. Heard, his
temper rising, "that statement with a
practical assault upon me. He called
me a scoundrel."

"If 1 said that. I withdraw it," in-
terrupted Mr. Breckinridge, with an
earnestness that struck some of the
members as ludicrous, and they laughed
heartily.

"1 do not think I said it," continued
Mr. Breckinridge.

"And I believe he did say it," said
Mr. Heard.

"Ir,alter my disclaimer, the gentle-
man still insists 1 said it." retorted Mr.
Breckinridge, again rising up, "Iwith-
draw it. He does not deserve it."

Mr. Heard hastily denied that he in-
tended to question Mr. Breckinridge's
veracity, but stated that he meant that
in his excitement the gentleman from
Kentucky had forgotten what he did
say.

"I slated," he continued, "that the
gentleman lied. Upon his withdrawal
of his offensive epithet I will withdraw
mine, but not before. 1 believe that 1
have done nothing it was not my duty

and right to do." '.
Mr. Heard was also applauded when

he took his sent. This ended the wordy
combat, anil, in the absence of a motion
which might have been made to repri-
mand the principals in the affair, the
house proceeded with the question be-
fore it, and the excitement soon subsid-
ed, although there was much specula-
tion throughout the day as to what
would be the outcome.

Mr. Berry, of Kentucky, a friend of
both Breckinridge and Heard. was using

his good offices after the row towards
reconciling them. Both are said to lie
possessed of physical courage, but the
two men have been friend, in the past.

and it was believed the matter would be
amicably adjusted. .

All Serene Asain.
Later, through the intermediation of

friends of both parties, Messrs. Good-
night and Beriy. of Kentucky, acting
for Mr. Breckinridge, and Mr. Dockery
and Mr. Hatch, for Mr. Heard, an am-
icable adjustment of the difficulties was
arranged. These gentlemen went care-
fully over the official report of the
words uttered and agreed upon a form
of apology that would be satisfactory to
their principals. Accordingly, just be-
fore 5 o'clock, when the house took a re-'
cess, Mr. Heard arose and read a type-
written statement to the effect that a
careful estimation of the words uttered
made it evident in the opinion of his
friends that alter Mr. Breckinridge dis-
claimed the use of the language consid-
ered by him (Heard) offensive he should
withdraw what he had said. Mr. Heard
said he thought he had done so, but his
friends said he had not. . "lconsider it
my duty to do so now," said Mr. Heard,
"and now withdraw what 1 said."

Mr. Breckinridge then complacently
arose and accepted the olive branch of
peace. "1 ought, not to have gone to
the desk of the gentleman," said he,
"and have made the statement 1 did. lt
was particularly unfortunate, con-
sidering the past friendship existing
between that gentleman and myself.
I express my regret in this
frank manner to him and to the house.
1 profoundly apologize for a scene that
should not have happened. No matter
what occurred 1 should not have re-
sented it physically. Isay to the house
and the gentleman that Iexceedingly
regret what has occurred and crave
their pardon."

The house applauded Mr. Breckin-
ridge heartily as he sat down. At the
request of Mr. Goodnight the entire
colloquy was stricken from the record.
Thereupon Mr. Heard went over to Mr.
Breckinridge's seat and the late ad-
versaries shook hands. The white-
winged dove of peace spread her wings,
and the incident was quietly closed.

Work ol' the House.

An hour was devoted to debate on the
Pacific railroad bill. A resolution was
adopted calling on the president for all
correspondence and information re-
garding the alleged aid furnished the
rebels in Hawaii by representatives of
the British government and the re-
mainder of the day was consumed by
the District of Columbia committee.

SILVKBITKS OBSTRUCT.

Toller Gives Warning of Opposi-
tion to 'Financial Legislation. \u25a0

Washington, Feb. I.—The financial
question again came before the senate
today as an incident to the considera-
tion of the pending District of Colum-
bia appropriation bill, and Mr. Teller
made an effective speech to give the
suggestive warning that he would see
to it that as far as the present session
of congress was concerned there shall
be no hasty or weak legislation on the
lines proposed. In view of Mr. Teller' s
recognized position as an authority
among the element favorable to
silver, the statement was regarded
as having an important bear-
ing on the situation. , .Mr.;
Teller's speech was also noticeable in
pointing out that a constitutional pro-
vision existed against the plan sug-
gested by Mr. Gorman of adding a
financial measure to one of the appro-
priation bills. Mr. Gorman explained

that he had not intended to say that
comprehensive legislation could be
added to an appropriation bill.

Mr. McPherson gave notice that he
named tomorrow lo call up the resolu-
tion discharging the finance committee
from further consideration of Mr. Sher-
man's bill to provide temporary means
of meeting deficiencies. : \ ..

Most of"the day was given to the con-
sideration of the District of Columbia
appropriation bill without complet-
ing it.

A TURN IN THE GOLD TIDE.

Treasury Shows a Gain of
Over $500,000 for the

Day.

Washington, Feb. Late this aft-
ernoon Secretary Carlisle stated thai no
public announcement of a financial
character would be made tonight. The
cabinet meeting adjourned at the usual
hour today, but Secretary Carlisle, At-
torney General Oluey and Postmaster
General Bissell remained in consulta-
tion with the president until nearly
half-past 3 o'clock.

Assistant Secretary Curtis' report ot
his mission at New York was laid be-

fore the meeting by Secretary Carlisle,
and, after a full discussion of the mat-

ters involved, Mr. Curtis was requested
to again proceed to New York, lie left
Washington on the late afternoon train,
but what his instructions were is not
known, though it is assumed that noth-
ing looking to a bond issue will be doiie
until Mr. Curtis can confer with the
New York financiers and communicate
Ihe result of his mission to the secre-
tary. The official report of Assistant
Treasurer Jordan at New YOrk that,
although 51,257,700 had been withdrawn
from the subtreasury today, §1,800,000 in
gold coin had been returned for curren-
cy was received with much

Satii._V.ci_oi_ and Surprise.

It is not known, however, whether
this deposit of gold is the forerunner of
others in fulfillment of an agreement
between the bankers and the treasury

officials. It is believed in some circles
that the deposit was made in the or-

dinary course of business for currency
to be shipped to Western correspond-
ents. By today's. transactions the gold
reserve i. slightly increased, standing

at the close of business $42,860,012. The
prospective issue of another loan re-
calls' the interesting fact that during

the period from June, ISt-O to January,
189*1, the government purchased
and retired $179,342,500 in 4 per
cent consols falling uue in 1907, for
which it paid a bonus or premium of
$46,898,006 in addition to the accrued in-
terest. The government also purchased
of the four-and-a-halfs funded loan of
1891, 143,518,200, for which it paid a
bonus or premium of $9,998,201 in ad-
dition to the accrued interest. These
bonds were purchased at prices ranging

from 129 to 124, and a small quantity of
this same issue was today sold in Wash-
ington at 11134-

A calculation of the prices which
must be obtained for 4 per cent thirty-
year bonds on a 3 per cent interest basis
makes it to be 119.74; on a &\u25a0_ basis,
114.34; on a ?>% per cent basis, 109,20;
on a '&% per cent, 104.49.

NATION'S DEBT.

Monthly Statement Shows In-

crease of Cash in Treasury.
Washington, Feb. I.—The monthly

statement of . the public debt issued
from the treasury department today
shows that on Jan. 31 the public cash
in the treasury amounted to $924,446,-
--209. an increase for the month of $13,-
--542,574. Following is a recapitulation
of the debt:

debt since maturity, $1,792,090; de-
crease during the month, .33,110;

--000,000 gold was ordered this morning
for shipment to Europe tomorrow, but
on the lowering of the rates for sterling
exchange in the afternoon, $3,500,000 of
the orders were canceled, and it is not
improbable that no gold will go out at
all tomorrow.

NOT A STRATEGETIC POINT.

Wei-Hal- Wei of .No Aid in a March ;
on Pekin. " '\u25a0<\u25a0-

London. \u25a0 Feb. 1. — Count Takaakl
Kato, the Japanese minister Hto Great
Britain, in an interview today on the*
capture of Wei-liai-Wei by the Japan-
ese, said: . -P".

"Although the capture of Wei-Hal-/
Wei is of great moment, it is not of the *

first importance. The place' is very
isolated, and the mikado's troops are
really no nearer to Pekin than they
were before. The great question now
is, what will the Chinese fleet in the
harbor do? The Cult or Peche-Li is
practically in the possession of the Jap-
anese, and it only remains for the
Chinese to go to Fukien, the headquar-
ters of the Chinese Southern squadron,

"Ifthe Japanese commanders desire
it there is nothing to prevent a simul-
taneous march upon Pekin from, the
north and from the south. But the way
will be long and tedious, and I do not
think Pekin willbe reached this win-
ter. But as our object is not to capture
Pekin, but to get the proper fruits of
our victories, I see no reason why. if
the Chinese envoys whom Count lib
Iliroboumi (president of the council of.
ministers) receives today, present rea-
sonable terms, peace should not be con-
cluded before the break-up of winter.

Japs Have Keserve Force.
San Francisco, Feb. I.—In mail ad-

vices from Tokio regarding the . situa-
tion in the Orient it is stated that few
people realize that in the work thus far
done only one-half of the army of Japan
has been engaged. Of the seven grand
divisions three and a half have landed
and fought on Chinese soil," one is on
water and two and a half remain at
home as originally constituted. For-
eigners are beginning for the first lime
to invest extensively in Japanese secur-
ities. The bonds most in demand are
those of the new war loan, paying 5 per
cent interest and- quoted at 90, and
Tokio city improvement 0 per ceut
bonds, quoted at 103.

If Harry
llaoward really conspired to take her
life he must have deceived her with
some strange scheme to induce her to
go out driving to meet him. The
"green goods'' theory, which was at one
advanced, might account for her
actions. If, as Hayward alleges, she
gave him money to gamble with, she
may have been persuaded to meet some
friend of Hayward's at an unfrequented
spot to arrange a deal of some kind. He
may even have planned an elopement
with her. telling her that his father
objected to his getting married and
that the best thing to do would be to get
married secretly.
