Corbett Gives His Ideas on
the Kind of Laws That

Are Needed.

There were a dozen or more legislat-
ors in the party that gathered in Parlor
Cat the l.yan yesterday. It is there
James J. Corbett is located during his
stay in St. Paul, ami the Solons desired
to hear the champion boxer express his
opinions en the best method of pre-
venting brutality in prize fight-
ing. The i ..\u25a0•in: reporter was

allowed in the conference only on
the condition that no names should be
mentioned. As lie conference was not

official in any sense, and as no good
purpose could be served by. publishing
them, mimes will be omitted.

A senator hailing from a leading tow
In the Sixth district stated the desires
of the delegation, and Mr. Corbett
cheerfully assented to the request for
his views, lie handed around perfectos
tv those who smoked and ordered some
lemonade and Kentucky wine for the
party.

"Gentlemen." said Corbett, "I "nave
Borne well defined ideas on prize tasrtit—
Ing, so-called, and I hope you will be-
lieve me when I say that the brutality
so freely alleged by people who have
never seen a prize fight or a fair stand-
up tight of any kind, is almost entirely
lacking. A rough and tumble tight

between schoolboys, even, will develop

more of the quiescent urutishness of
civilized man than a well ordered box-
ilia match possibly can. When the
ordinary barroom fight or drunken
street awl is considered— where men
throw each other down and kick, gouge,
scratch, and even bite— then such a
meeting as 1 will engage in with Fitz-
simmoiis becomes a mere test of clever \u25a0-

cess ami quickness."
"But why should men train so long

and arduously for these matches if that
is the case, Mr. Corbet:?" asked one.

"My dear sir, you arc a much older
man than I, and much better versed,

probably, in literary methods. I will
partially answer your question, there-
fore, by asking another, Yankee fash-
ion: Why do men like Depew, Breckin-
ridge, our own Davis and Donnelly,
always want ample notice if they are to
deliver an oration. Simply because
they must go into training. They must
read up, study, think out the various
lines or branches id' their subject; in
_hott, prepare themselves to do
justice to the occasion. the ; au-
diences ana themselves, lt is for the
same reason that a boxer must nut him-
self under the often harsh and always

laborious tasks imposed by a conscien-
tious trainer. While a light may only
endure a few minutes, it is more likely
to continue several hours; ami you will
easily recall instances where clever,
well-trained men have boxed until even
the spectators were tired, It is a matter
of plain duty that J. or any other boxer,
shuul 1 become as sound, alert, quick
and strong, as perfect physically as we
can. Ami training of the head, restraint
of tlie passions, tempering of the mind
and those very important organs, the
heart and lungs, are decidedly as im-
portant as the mere development of
muscle and hitting force."

"How do you account for the fatalities
recently occurring in the prize ring."
asked a member of the delegation, who
is a physician and a close student of
passing even.. .

.i\. A man is sitting quietly in a chair
and his lifeends in an instant. Physi-
cians say it was heart disease, apoplexy,
over-exertion, bursting of a blood ves-
sel on the brain, that caused death.'
Whatever it was, the moment came
when the thread of lite could not
longer withstand the strain. Any
one of us is bio to these things.
Mi wilii the pugilist. Ninety - nine
tights \u25a0.nay occur and no person will be
hurt enough to keep him in bed an
hour. But one of the participants in
the hundredth wiil '.-.* fatally deficient
in some vital part, even though appar-
ently sound as you look at him. Ihe
warmth and excitement; a chance blow,
perhaps with a big glove, any one of a
score ot causes weakens the man, the
nerve tore-, leaves him, collapse fol-
lows, and then the end.

"11l the old-time fights roughness and
brute strength exerted to the full sel-
dom or never resulted in death. There
i- even less chance of fatalities today.
And yet, understand me, I am
not an advocate ot prize fight-
ing, nor do 1 adviso any one
to take up with tiie business.
lam in it just as 1 might be in any
business. To me it is a field of effort
where, l think, 1 ran succeed with the
best ot them; otherwise 1 would not be
in it for a day. And, as it is. i mean to
quit alter the test with Fitzsimmons."

"Do you not consider, Mr. Corbett,
that padded rings and large gloves
wouid do away with much that id res
pugnant in .ing matches?"

"Most assuredly," raid iho champion,
as he rose io emphasize the remark.
"Legislatures might well provide that
such safeguards shall be provided. As
lone as Human nature is what it is, as
long as men are born full of animal
spirits, vim, energy, and inspired by a
desire to no something out of the ordi-
nary, to display superior strength and
cleverness, just so long will athletic
pursuits, like fencing, rowing, boxing,
and even football playing, remain ii
favor, Of course, even the best thins
can be abused; but 1 maintain thai
proper, and even liberal, laws will bet-
ter serve the public interest than strin-
gent or oppressive enactments that wil
have, in a great many cases, the etfec
to array public sentiment agaius
them."

answered in a manner that surprise*
the questioners hint gave them somi
new ideas regarding the boxing busi
ness. rbett shows a grasp of th
question and an understanding of it
various phases that proves him to be ;
great deal of a student and a thinker a
well as en athlete.

When the conference was brcakinj
up, several of the leading men ot tin
delegation expressed themsel.es as be
ing highly pleased with the answer
and explanations Corbett had given, I
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ITsafe to say that nearly all of them

have a clearer and belter idea of the
ethics ami practices of the ring

than they had before. And
to see Gentleman .lack talking
to the group of Minnesota statesmen

his strong face lighted up by intelli-
gence, his language comiiu easily and
cleanly, every movement sentient with
feeling, every pose naturally graceful,
it was hard to believe that this was the
champion boxer of the world giving
pointers to men who help to frame the
laws tor a great state.

BADGER LEGISLATION.

New Bills Against Trusts— Dairy
Inspector Appointed.

Madison, Wis., Feb. i.— Gov. Upham
today appointed R. C. Adams state
dairy and food commissioner. Ivthe
assembly Mr. Mahonoy, of Milwaukee,
presented the memorial cf State Treas-
urers Kuehu and Baetz asking to be
relieved of judgments against them m
the treasury cases. Secretary of State
Casson ami State Treasurer Peterson
submitted the state finances according
to the resolution passed by the assem-
bly early in the session. One of the
most important bills of the session was
introduced in the senate by Mr. Officer
by request, it defines a trust and im-
poses very heavy penalties for creating
or being connected with one. Mr.
Officer also presented the petitions of
Ex-Treasurer Kuehn and Baetz forrelief
from judgments. The petitions were
referred to the judiciary committee.
Both houses adjourned until Monday.

Reilly Bill Doesn't Snit.

Reilly bill, and asking immediate fore-
closure proceedings he commenced
against the Pacific railroads, opposing,
however, attempts at government own-
ership.

Defeats the Confirmation of
the Legislative Expense

Committee's Report.

Senator Sheehan asks for tlie sub- j
mission of a constitutional amendment j
to be known a3 section 35 of article 4 i
providing that any city of over 50,000 i

inhabitants may frame its own charter. j
The constitutional amendment proposes
to delegate power to the legislature to I
enact a law which shall provide for a I
board of fifteen freeholders who shail j
have been for at least five years voters
of the city. This board is to be ap-
pointed by the district judges of the
judicial district in which such city is
located.

The board shall within six months i

after such appointment return to the
chief magistrate of such city a draft of i
charter signed by the members of the j
board or a majority of tham. Such j
charter shall be submitted to the qual- |
ified voters of the city at the next elec- i
tion thereafter, and if four-sevenths of j
the qualified voters shall ratify the I
same it shall at the end of thirty days |
become the charter of the city and su-
persede any existing charter and amend- |

ments.
A duplicate certificate shall be made j

setting forth the charter proposed and \
its ratification, which shall be signed j
by the chief magistrate of the city and j
authenticated by its corporate seal. One
of such certificates shall be deposited
in the officeof the secretary of state and
the other shall be deposited among the
archives of the city, and all courts shall j
take judicial notice. The charter may
be amended by a proposal made by a i
board of fifteen freeholders, published i
for at least thirty days in three news- I
papers of general circulation in the j
city, and accepted by-three-fifths of the |
qualified voters of the city voting at the j
next election, and not otherwise; but
the charter shall always 1)3 in harmony j
with and subject to the constitution and I
laws of the state.

The board of freeholders, provided for '

above, shall be permanent, and ail the j
vacancies by death, disability t> per-
form duties, resignation or removal i

from the corporate limits shall be filled j
by appointment in the same manner as j

the original board was created, and the !
board shall always contain its full com- i
plement of members, lt shall be a fea- j
ture of all charters that there shall be j
provided, among other things, for a i

mayor, or chief magistrate, and a legis- j
lative body of either one or two houses; i
ifof two houses, at least one of them j
shall be ejected by general vote of the j
citizens. In submitting any such char-
ter or amendment to the qualified voters
of the city, any alternate section or
article may be presented for the choice
of the voters, and may be voted on sepa-
rately, without prejudice to other arti-
cles or sections of the charter or any
amendment.

The legislature may provide general

laws relating to affairs of cities, the ap- I
plication of which may be limited to i
cities of over 50,000 inhabitants, or to
cities of 50,000 inhabitants or less,
which shall apply equally to all such
cities ofeither class, and in case of cit-
ies of over 50,000 inhabitants shall be
paramount while in force to the provis-
ions relating to the game matter included
in the local charter herein provided for.
But uo local charter provision nor ordi-
nance passed thereunder shail super-
sede auy general law of the state defin-
ing or punishing crimes or misdemean-
ors.

This proposed amendment shall be
submitted to the people of the stale for
their approval or rejection at the next
general election.

Se Patriotic.
Senator Heineman's joint resolution

to promote patriotism is worthy of seri-
ous consideration and is a well-directed
criticism of the dilatory action on finan-
cial matters by the United States sen-
ate. Itcalls attention to the failure of
the national government to take action
to remove the depressed condition of
financial stagnation, and requests tne
Minnesota senators and representatives
in congress to do all in their power to
stir up a feeling of patriotism and to

lead to such action as will restore, con- \u25a0.

faience, revive industries and bring j
prosperity to all sections of the country j
and all classes of people.

Senator Knatvold introduced a bill to \u25a0

amend section 4of the General Laws of j
1889. so as to increase the tax on iron

ore from 25 cents to 35 cents per ton.
The biil was referred to the judiciary
committee.

Save the Forests.
The forestry bill of Senator Master-

man proposes that the Minnesota For-
estry association abstract the laws re- i

lating to the suppression of forest fires
and send copies of them, together with
rules of the association, to sheriffs of
each county once a year and also to |

chairmen of town boards. Notices of

the laws are to be posted in three places
In each town or village.

The negligent or careless starting a
fire in woods or prairies so as to endan-
ger property other than his own is made
punishable by a fine not to exceed *SK)O,

or imprisonment in jail not to exceed
three months. 3 I

A like penalty is imposed for firing a
meadow or prairie, unless the same is
surrounded by bare land. :

Those starting camp tires are required
to clear the surroundings and to extin-
guish the same before leaving the local-
ity.

Railroads are required to clear their
right of way prior to April 15 in each
year under a like penalty.

The fire wardens are required to pa-
trol their districts and take measures to
prevent forest or prairie fires, and may
call upon citizens to aid in extinguish-
ing fires or enforce the laws relative
thereto. Anyable-bodied man refusing

to respond to the demand for assistance
by the fire warden may be fined $100 or
imprisoned three months.

Annual reports by the fire warden
are provided "lor; one-half of the pen-
alties recovered shall go to the inform-
ers against persons convicted ot violat-
ing the provisions of the bill.

An annual appropriation of $3,500 is
to be made for the use of the forestry
association to encourage the raising of
trees on open prairies and distribution
of seeds and plants, to encourage the
growth of young trees on denuded non-
agricultural sections of the state, and
in publishing for free distribution the
Tree Planter's Manual, to cover the ex-
pense of postage, etc.

Guard the Treasury.

Senator Cronkhite, of the committee
on legislative expenses, had a report
ready, but Senator Wyman wanted the
report referred back before being read,
as there had not been a large attend-
ance at tha meeting. He feared there
would be a disposition to be too liberal
in expenses. He did not want to be re-
garded as a reformer or as advising re-
trenchment, because that was not his
disposition, but he found that there was
a disposition to be too liberal with the
disbursement of clerkships.

Senator Thorpe said that the reports
had been unanimously agreed upon by

the members ot the committee present. .
Senator Stevens made a speech in sup-

port of the return of the report of the
committee. He feared: there liad been
too orach liberality. He wondered that
the senator from Winona should have
favored the report of the committee.

Senator Yale said that senators had
been before the committee asking for
clerks of committees, aim said they had
not come here to perform menial serv-

| ices, hence it was hard for the commit-
tee to refuse. :

Senator Knatvold said that the com-
mittee on enrollment did not need an
assistant clerk, as reported by the legis-
lative expense committee.

The reports to appoint clerks were re-
ferred back. The reports relative to
books for the judiciary committe stirred

I up a debate on the question of the num-
ber of copies of the statutes needed.
Afterquite a large number of senators
had participated in the discussion, the
report of tne committee relative to pur-
chasing books was agreed to. Senator
Hale wanted seventeen copies, and was
supported in his motion to that effect.

Senators McArthur, Roverud and oth-
ers wanted to supply all the senators
with copies.

One senator replied to a remark by
another, who wanted more tools, by
asking what he would do with tools if
he had them?

In the house yesterday the auditor's
deficiency bill came in from the com-
mittee on appropriations and was passed
under suspension of the rules.

Senator Allen Pushing the Claims
ofReese for a Scat.

Washington, Feb. I.—The creden-
tials of Warren S. Reese assenetor from
Alabama, signed by Reuben F. Kolb,

claiming to be governor of that slate,
were presented to the senate by Senator
Alien today. Col. Reese was at the cap-
itol when the credentials were pre-
sented, and was introduced io a
number of Populist senators by
Senator Pritchard, of North Caro-
lina. He was accompanied by an
aged and illiterate colored man,
John Washington by name, who was
exhibited to the senators as a specimen
of the judges of elections chosen by the
Democratic authorities to represent the
Republican and Populist parlies. Col.
Reese stated that this man had acted in
this capacity at Montgomery at several
elections. Speaking of his contest. Col.
Reese declared it to be his purpose to
press it. and he seemed especially anx-
ious that Senator Allen's resolution
providing for the appointment of a com-
mittee to investigate the charges of
fraud in Alabama elections should car-
ry.
