The life of Senator Fair was'one :of
hard work and shrewd financial man-
ipulation, crowned with what the. su-
perstitious term luck. As a miner his
instincts seemed to lead him unerring-
ly to bonanzas, lake the lone inhab-
tant of Carc;uinea YTood:j. be possessed
certain acute senses beyond the ordi- j
nary man. which, in his case, enabled
him tc read the rocks and guess the
riddle of the blind lead and the wor-
shiped lode. There were times when
he was compelled to .wait patiently ior

hi? returns, which he always did with
:he same cynical reserve that charac-
terized the man when fortune's smile
.was brightest. In regular g*ra-.nations

his name mounted from ""Slippery Jim"
to "Uncle Jimmy." and on up to Sena-
tor James G. Fair. Socially. he may he

said to have cared for no man. His
life was devoted to gaining riches.

Notwithstanding all bis wealth.? Sen-
ator Fair was a wretchedly lonescme
old man. The conduct and death of
his idolized son. James G. Jr., was a
heavy blow to him. At the Lick house,
Sau Francisco, one of his many build-
ings, he lived alone in his rooms. He
spent the business . hours of the day
in his office on Montgomery street, and
tha evenings in his rooms. From dis-
ease of the kidneys and dropsy he had
been slowly dying for months before

Ex-Senator Fair's Urother-in-law.
Thomas H. Eooney, who was associated
with him at Angles Camp and on the
Comstock Lode, gives some interesting
reminiscences regarding the zniHion-

*•_._>. Fair was married to my sister,
Theresa Ftooney," says he. "at Carson
HEI. near Angles. Dec. 30, ISGO. At the
time .Mr. Fair was with Irwin, the own-
er cf the old and rich Utica mine at
Angles, now owned by Hobart ii. Hay-
ward. It was Fair who first developed
and made this mine pay. It is at Car-
son Hill. that the rich Morgan mine,
owned by Mr. Fair, is located, and
which for twenty-five years ________ been
tied up by litigation. A .million dol-
lars was taken out of it once at one
blast, and I remember walking round
in those hills after a rain and nicking
up S3. SO and $20 in nugtrers.

"Mr. Fair, wben he arrived at Cal-
averas county, had little money. He
had made some $30,900 or §40,990 at
Shaw's Flat. Tuolomne county, but it
was about all used up in litigation. In
ISCI he owned the Utica. Fair was th:>
handiest all-round mining man I ever
saw, and I dent believe there ever was
a more thorough one on the Pacific

"In those days he did all the black-
smithing, paid attention to all details,
personally directing the mining and
taking part with pick and shovel. Fair
was then a perfect specimen of physi-
cal manhood, and a very handsome fel-
low. He wore a short beard, and his
complexion was clear. He was an ath-
lete, as strong as any in the country,
and also very jovial and witty. Every
dance those days found Fair in it. so
iotaUy was he unlike what he became
in. after years. Jt was his experience
at Virginia City that began to steady

"His selling the Utica and going on
the Comstock was a lucky hit. When a
question arose between Sharon and
Fair and the other stockholders of the
Hale & Xorcross and Fair stepped out
for Idaho, the subterfuge disarmed
Sharon, who allowed Flood &. O'Brien,
Fair's partners, to get control of the
stock. Then Fair again appeared i:
Virginia; Sharon held a $40,090 mort-
gage on the Bacon Mill,which Fair got.
Sharon •was surprised, but asked him
what he would do with it.

"•I think I'll work a little Kale &
Xorcross ore.' replied Mr. Fairy and.
that was the first inkling Mr. Sharon
had that the property had gone from
him. After this, along with Mackay.
O'Brien and Flood, Fair got control of
many other claims. He began work-
ing from, the Curry through the Best <_c

Belcher to the Consoliated Virginia on-
"While work* was progressing he

went East. One day Mackay came
down and said to the foreman. "I wish
this mine would sink in —.' The fore-
man agreed with him that this was
probably the best place for it. They
had so little faith in it that they were
not raising the dirt, but were throwing
it back in the drifts. In the dilemma
some cf the stockholders sent for Fair.
"When he got there and went down and
.-aw how things were he said: Clean
out all this dirt and rock and dri.-e
straierht ahead into the Virginia." They
did this and struck the greatest bo-
nanza ever known in mining. Had it
not been for him it would not have
been done, though he has not had the
credir for it. bug itis a fact. I was the
third man down there who saw the
wonderful strike. . This is ihe true story
of the discovery of the great Consoli-
dated Virginia bonanza.

"Mr. Fair had no hobbies, was never
interested in literature or art, but waswholly absorbed with business. In
finance he never made a losing. His
fortunes increased whether he dealt in
railroads, mines or ranches.

"Fair never worked with a pick atVirginia, I have heard it said he did,
but Iknow better. He was always oc-cupied with affairs of such importance
as to take his whole attention. I first
became acquainted with him through
his coming to me for water to run a
mill, which Fair tad Davis owned. The
firm afterwards changed to Fair. Mac-
kay. Flood & O'Brien, growing power-
ful with their great discoveries. To my
mind Fair was the brains of the bo-
nanza firm."
