'1 ;i j:i:k, S. D.. Feb. 6.— A big bliz-
zard has been raging all day with the
wind blowing fiftymiles per hour, and
the thermometer twenty below zero.
The house met foronly half an hour.
It reconsidered yesterday's vote on the
memorial to congress and amended it
to a demand for free silver coinage lim-
ited to the American product. The
Populists, under the leadership of Dow-
dell, tried to add a clause declaring em-

phatically against any new bono*.-*, but
failed, ln the senate the memorial was
made a special order for tomorrow,

whin it will be amended as in the
house. The senate passed a constitu-
tional amendment abolishing the board
of trustees and placing the educational
institutions under the charge of the re-
gents, also one licensing express and
other corporations and doing away with
their tax and making the creation of
debt by public officials without author-
ity of law a misdemeanor. The bill es-
tablishing the initiative and referen-
dum was killed by a vote of thirty to
thirteen, but the committee report
against making a woman a member of
the board of charities and correction
was reversed. The claim of Frank
Stanton for supplies furnished the state
troops during the Indian war passed..

CLOSI. ON MISSION.

North Dakota Senate for and the
House Against It.

Bismarck, N. D., Feb. 6.— Gov.
Allen has appointed Senator Vallen-
tine, Representative Brainerd ana Com-
missioner of Agriculture Laughlin the
cactus commission to visit St. Paul
Feb. 14, to confer with commissioners
from other states, as requested by Gov.
Clough. The resubmission resolution
has been reported in ihe senate, but
will not be taken up until Senator Mc-
Gillivray returns. Sixteen senators are
pledged in writing to the passage, be-
ing the requisite majority. Twenty-
eight arc pledged in the house, but this
is four short of the necessary number.
Mrs. Devoe lias arrived in the interest
of the woman's suffrage bill, represent-
ing the Grand Forks Woman's
Suffrage association, ln 1892 the
state school laud board pur
chased $5,700 bonds of school dis-
trict 50, Barnes county, paying therefor
$G49.«0 premium. The district now pro-
poses to. repudiate the bonds on the
ground that the issue is beyond the con-
stitutional debt limit. . .

Thosenate spent the day reading the
code of civil procedure and the house
the civil code, little other business be- .
Ing done. Twiichell met defeat in his
valued policy bill. His talk on the bill
consisted chiefly of assaults on newspa-
pers which have criticised the bill,
styling their objections as malicious
reflections flu him. and in insinuations
that the printed bills had been made
way with, the journal tampered with,
and that insurance companies had
gotten everything but him. The vote

stood 24 to SO. Simpson said he voted
aye according to agreement. Edwards
also voted aye, but inquired later if it
would be in order to withdraw his vote
when Twiichell voted against his census
bill because the stale "don't need a
census any more than a dog needs two
tails, even if ihe constitution does re-
quire one to be taken in '95."

Pills introduced in the senate: Ar-
nold, repealing special laws of 1885 re-
lating to the salaries of the treasurer
and register of deeds of Grand Forks
county; Tufts, by request of Col. 'ful-
ler, providing that the chief of supply
shall receive a salary of $500. and creat-
ing the chief of supply and other offi-
cers a board to care for the Devil's
Lake camping grounds. The courtly
attorney's bill was made a special order
for Saturday. In the house protests
continue coming against Tuft's drain-
age bill, and Emerson Smith protests
against Twitchell's road bill. Richards
introduced a bill regulating commercial
agencies, credit companies and guaran-
tee associations, It prohibits them
from doing business and persons from
acting as agents or correspondents or
receiving • reports without authority
granted by the commissioner of insur-
ance. Ittrxes them 2 per cent of the
gross receipts.

SOME USES FOR CHEESE.
All Sorts of Relishes of Which

Cheese is so much in demand this
winter that it is nice to know how to
keep a variety in the house at small
expense. Buy an Edam and a large
pineapple, either of which will keep
for a long time if necessary. Then
buy a pot of Roquefort and a tumbler
of clubhouse cheese, keeping these in a
cool, dry place until needed. A dinner
menu may be completed by water
cracker:* and Roduefort for dessert. A
delicious dainty for an afternoon tea
is the popular macaroon spread with
thinly-sliced sage cheese as a sand-
wich. Cheese crusts are nice for an
impromptu company luncheon. They
are made from half-slices of stale
bread, after trimming off the hard
crust. Upon these oblongs of bread
put a tablespoon of guated cheese and
brown slightlyin the oven. These may
be served hot or cold. Good English
cheese is used for Wslsh rarebit. There
are many who like a bit of cream
cheese with a French biscuit for
breakfast. Neufchatel and water
crackers generally follow the pudding
course of an elaborate home dinner
menu. Cheese of some description is
an important item of the Dutch sup-
per, which is so common this winter
after the theater or at card parties.
Indeed, the matron who likes to be
able to offer her casual afternoon or
evening visitor some simple refresh-
ment pays as much attention this sea-
son to her supply of cheese as to that
of crackers or tea.

Speculators Hanging Back for

Bond Issue.

Chicago, Feb. C—Aided by liberaj
buying and vigorous covering by shorts
the corn market led the dance on the
board today and at times to a rather
merry tune. Corn closed with a gain of

l^c and wheat }.{c per bu. Provisions
fooled it heavily, but managed to work
their way up to a trifiiugextent. Oats
finished 3^c higher for May.

Wheat opened weak at %c per bu
lower than it closed yesterday. The
chief reason for the opening weakness
was the small amount of actual cash
business reported as having been done
at the seaboard yesterday, and the fact
that much of the buying which caused
yesterday's advance here was credited
to the influence of the improved foreign
demand. Everything received by wire

111 the first two hours of the session was
bullish and an advance soon succeeded
to the opening decline.

The receipts of wheat at the primary
markets of the country were almost
sensationally small; small, 111 fact, and
exceedingly so in comparison with
those of the last two years. The total
primary market receipts were about
95,000 bushels, compared with 168,000
bushels on Wednesday of last week and
417,000 bushels on the corresponding
week of the year beore.

The early cablegrams quoted Liver-
pool Kd higher but rather "toppy."
Paris was 10 centimes higher, and Ber-
lin 13.@13. marks higher. Bradstreet's
made a net increase of 942,000 bushels
in the slocks of the world. The closing
cables came weak from Liverpool and
quoted a decline of 3.d from these
opening figures. Paris was unchanged
and Berlin had but 1 mark of its early
gain.

The strength displayed by corn was
very helpful to wheat, and caused a
further advance alter that,which had
first started from the early strength of

I foreign markets aud the small receipts
was apparently on the turn. The weak-
ness of the closing Liverpool cable
dulled the buying ardor and caused the
market to act rather heavy in the last
hour of the session. From 533.C at the
start the price of May dipped to 53%c,
then rose to 54c and worked down again
t053)-_c. Near the close it was quiet at
53%., but the strength in corn agiin in-
fluenced the price, and May closed at
54c.

Corn opened with but little change at
44c for May, and, influenced by the
early weakness in wheat, touched 43% c.
At that price there was much more
stuff wanted than was offered, and the
price started up with a whirl, shorts
covering vigorously. The market began
to sag alter remaining at 45@453)/c, and
for a time acted heavy, and dropped
back to 44,%>. About ten minutes from
the close buying was renewed with more
vigor than before, and in the end the
price was 4534 c, and the full excited
traders buying and selling at that when
the closing bell souiid.d. Through-
billed corn was in brisk demand in the
car load market at 13_c advance. Buy-
ing orders from St. Louis were numer-
ous.

Oats met with a good sale and under
a generally urgent demand, and in
sympathy with corn, rose higher. May
sold from '29c (the opening price) to
28%, and then gradually advanced to
293., at which price it closed. The
cash market for oats, while not very
active, was considerably firmer, and
could be credited wiih helping the
advance in the speculative crowd The
anticipated storm lor tonight rather
encouraged holders to await develop-
ments and perhaps obtain better prices,
as the receipts for tomorrow are fixed
at only 45 cars. The provision market
was quiet and unimportant. The
fluctuations appeared to be controlled
entirely by the. course of. tho grain
markets, and as they were in the
main strong and the receipts, of
hogs less than expected, pro-
visions ruled firm. May pork
opened at $10,073-., as compared with $10
yesterday afternoon, lt rose to $10,223*.

It
was found upon inquiry to be the cus-
tom in almshouses, throughout the
state. Miss Buttrick, however, did not
care for that, and brought suit against
the superintendent.
