O'Brien for the plaintiff, but were ap-
parently not shaken. The trend of the
testimony yesterday was to prove that
Weber was neither blind nor paralyzed
as claimed" during the early part of his
illness, whatever his condition may be
at the present time. The defense is
trying to prove that Weber purposely
emaciated himself in order to sue the
company, and that nature has done
more to help him than he had antici-
pated.

August Scheiden testified that he had
taken care of Weber ever since he. came
from the hospital up to a few weeks
a?o. He had frequently seen him hold-
ing a newspaper up"before his face as
though he was; reading. But Weber
would always throw the paper away as
soon as witness approached. iWeber
asked him to write a letter for him.
Witness told him he could not spell very
well. Weber told him all he wanted
him to do was to copy tiie letter, and
when he handed, it to him witness told
him it was written better than he could
write it. Weber said he wanted him to
copy it because he did not want the
writing recognized.' Witness copied
the letter, mailed the copy as directed,
and returned the original to Weber.

He had seen Weber writing the letter.
He wrote it lying down. This was
about a month after he came from the
hospital. He wrote two letters. The
second letter was sent to Attorney
Lovely, one of the plaintiff's lawyers in
the case. Weber signed witness' name
to it. .Attorney O'Brien showed wit-
ness this letter and Tasked him if he:*
did not write it, but he . positively de- i:

ARMY OF FOREIGNERS
They Need Not Even Declare

Their Intentions Before
Enlisting-.

AMERICANS NOT SOLDIERS.

The Discipline and Inequality-
Is Too Much for

Them.

SEAFARING ALSO SHUNNED

Fop the Same Reason The
Great Brutality of Ship-

masters.

Thinking over the story published in
yesterday morning's Globe regarding
the enlistment of S. V. beiiarling as a
private in the ranks of the United
States army after he had been wined
and dined by the officer, at Fort Snell-
ing on his representation of being an
officer in the Danish army, a GLOBS
reporter was struck by the peculiarity
of the laws that permitted a foreigner
to so readily enter the United States
army. Speaking of the affair to Judge
Kelly yesterday, the reporter asked
him if it were possible that foreigners
are accepted in the army as soon as
they have declared their intentions of
becoming citizens.

j*. "They do not even have to declare
their intentions," was Judge Kelly's
reply. A short time ago 1 issued natu-
ralization papers to a man who had
been twenty-seven years in the United
Stales army.. Under the law, foreign-
ers who serve a certain length of time
in the army are entitled to become citi-
zens by merely proving their service
and honorable discharge. This fellow
that 1 refer to produced his certificate
of honorable discharge for one period
ef enlistment after the other for twen-
ty-seven years. He would always re-
enlist on being discharged."

On further inquiry it developed that
a large proportion of the soldiers in the
regular army are foreigners. Americ-
an boys do not take 'tqjsoldiery, chiefly,
probably, because their spirit of liberty
and independence revolts at the strict
discipline the life imposts on them and
the fact that J the distinction between

. the officer and the private is too broad-
there is not enough equality. Another
reason is the meageriiess of the com-
pensation, though, taking everything
into consideration, including living ex-
penses, a soldier probably receives more
year iv and year out than the average
mechanic, and surely more than the
average laboring man.. Seafaring is another occupation that
is shunned by the average American,
and chiefly for the same reason that he
shuns the army— because of the dis-
cipline aud the fact that ho is looked
upon with so little respect by his su-
periors. Added to this is the brutality
of the average shipmaster, especially on
sailing vessels. Every intelligent man
who has ever been to sea can testify to
tiie many charms the life has in spite of
its hardships and risks. But Amer-
icans, or intelligent men of any na-
tionality for that matter, will not stand
thd haughty, overbearing, to say noth-
ing of brutal, treatment sailors receive..
Shipmasters complain about the inferi-
ority of the class of men who go before
the mast in these days. They s*iy they
are base, ignorant and brutal them-
selves, can be bandied only by being
treated brutally times. But the fact
is the masters themselves are primar-
ilyresponsible, for by their own bear-
ing they have made an otherwise rather
attractive lite unbearable— shunned by
intelligent men the world over and
scorned by Americans.

Mr. Livingston last night
explained the reported delay of the gas
company by saying that the cold
weather had caused so many breaks iii
various parts of the city that the force
was exhausted.

"On Satuiday," he said, "we will put
a force of titty extra men on Pleasant
avenue, though, to tell the truth, fifty
can do no more than ten, for. the reason
that these private pipes must be fol-
lowed up, and, no matter how many
men are employed, the work progresses
quite as last. I put this extra force on
to please the residents there and satisfy
their desires, but it can do no good. We
are doing everything we can, and, while
those residents are losing cents, we are
losing dollars. We have been steadily
at work for several days. Tuesday,
Wednesday, Thursday and Friday we
used eight, nine and ten barrels of
alcohol, respectively, thawing out the
frozen mains to prevent breaks, and
yet we are accused of delaying."

Chairman Taylor in his opening re-
marks said : .

business to come proves to me that you
are deeply interested in this cause. The
object of our meeting, as has already
been stated in the call that was sent to
you, is to form a surveyors' association
for mutual improvement and benefit.
By mutual we mean the advancement
of the surveyor to a higher plane of
thought in his work, a uniformity of
purpose and a system ofrules for the
betterment not only of the condition of
the surveyor, but the community that
surrounds him. This society is intend-
ed to enable the man to break away
from the old habits and rules, or rather
lack of rules, in his work, lt is not the
intention ot the society to cater to the .
wants "of the county surveyor as a
present incumbent. There is no re-
striction placed on anyone. But the
county surveyor's office has been sadly
neglected, and the first objects of the
society will be to remedy some of the
evils that have grown up in the office,
and try and place the county surveyor's
on an equal footing witii the other
county offices. We are all painfully
aware of the fact tiiat a great deal of
the work done by the county surveyors
In the past has been very poorly done. |
We did not approve of this kind of work
at the time, and most heartily condemn
it now. But the circumstances that al-
lowed it, and which, to a certain extent,
must excuse if, were things over which
we had no control and for which we are
not to blame. But the days for that
kind of work are passed, along with the
buffalo and Indian trails. The forming
of the land surveyors' association marks
an epoch in land surveying in Minne-
sota. And in the future we expect to
see oniy the Pest kind of work done,
and that work of a permanent charac-
ter. We want better work done. We
must have it done, and ifit is done, the
greatest object of this meeting has been
achieved. •

A NEW IDEA,

To Gain Time for the Redemption

of WLortgagem.

demption by the owner had expired.
The plaintiffasks that a permanent in-
junction be issued, preventing Baecker
from claiming any right, title or in-
terest in the premises, and that he be
restrained from transferring his pre- '
tended interest to any one else; also
that the sheriff be restrained from ac-
cepting any redemption money offered

This plan of giving numerous small
mortgages on property seized under
foreclosure proceedings, in order to
gain additional time for redemption, is
something new the lawyers say, and
this case will probably serve as a test.
