CHAMPION WAS WHIPPED.

Fitzsimmons Has Been Scrap-
ping- Since His Babyhood

Days.

M'AULIFFE'S EARLY . DAYS.

He Was Raised in an Atmos-
phere of Pugilism, as It

Were.

New Youk, Feb. B.—The four cham-
pion fighters of the age— Jim Corbett, in
the heavy-weight class; Bob Fitzsim-
mons, in the middle-weight class; .ia k
McAuliffe. iv the light-weight class,
and George Dixon in the feather-weight
class- have been asked to tell, over
their own signatures, about their first
right. Allot them with the exception
of Dixon were .crappers in their child-

Bangor, Maine.where some the people
are pretty rough. Along the water front,
where Isuenl a good deal of my boy-:

hood lime, "scraps" were of frequent
occurrence. Sailors like nothing better
in the way of amusement than a lively
fight, and in consequence, there was
always something of that kind going on.
Sometimes the sailors would fight
among themselves, or they would be
better pleased if the shore people would
put up a good, livelybout.

1 was always a lusty youngster, with
a good deal of natural strength, and as 1
was not born with a silver spoon in my
mouth or accustomed to the coddling
influences of wealth. I looked at fight-
ing in about the same way as the sailors
did.

Some of these sailors knew a good

I deal about the art of boxing, but I soon
J found out that the laborious work they
j had to perform, while it. made them
very strong, tied up their muscles so

j that they were not very quick. But if
j they ever managed to land a blow in a

vulnerable part. like the point of the
jaw or the pit of the stomach, the re-

! cipient was pretty sure to be out of
\u25a0 fighting trim lor seme hours to come.

There was a lot of rough and tumble
fighting, and that is what 1 first learned.

The tight 1 best remember took place
in the cellar of a storehouse late one
Saturday. 1 was sixteen years old at
the time, and as strong as a young bull.
An English sailor, a couple of years
older than myself, had guyed me good
deal that morning, and l" had enough
Irish in me to strongly resent it. To
help matters along, a number of sailors

i made up a purse that amounted to $8 or
j .J. a big sum to me in those days, and 1
! determined to win it or die.

Everything was ready lor the fight at
j 8 o'clock. We both stripped to the
waist ana were to fight with our bare

! knuckles. An old retired sailor had
j taught me something about fighting.

I and as 1 had whipped a good many

mod nays, and these are the lights they
ell about. Fitzsimmons says that he
lad so many he couldn't remember tiie
lirst one, so he tells of his famous "go"
will)Herbert Slade, the Maori.

The stories speak for themselves,

riiey follow:
Once Corbelt t* as Beaten.

I have been asked to tell about my
fight. I have had a good many

lights in my time, but the one 1 think of

ift.nest took place when 1 was twelve
rears old. lt was hardly my "first fight,
as every boy of twelve lias had several
fights.

Tiie fight that 1 am going to tell
about was the result of a rivalry be-
tween the boys living in different
neighborhoods, It was nothing more
than trouble between "de gangs." I
had worked up to the captaincy of our
crowd, and felt bigger than the King of
the Sandwich island.. One day the
two gangs met and there was a lot of
stone throwing. There were so many
windows broken that the police told us
that if there was any more stone throw-
ing some one would bo arrested.

That frightened us, but it didn't end
the feud. The two gangs had several
scrimmages, but not much real fight-
ing, and finally it was agreed that the
two captains should fight it out- 1 was
. good, strong, healthy boy with no
knowledge ot the science of boxing, but
always ready to do rou_h-and-tumb!e
lighting. The captain of the rival gang
was a boy of my own age, but shorter
and stouter. It was arranged that we
should fight in regular style: that is. a
ring would be formed by our re-
spective followers; we were to strip to
the waist and Bsrht by rounds, only
using the lists. We were not to trip
one another or punch each other when
down. 1 had never fought according to
rules before, but had no fear as to the
outcome. All my previous lights had
been of the go-as-you-please kind un-
til one combatant or the. other acknowl-
edged that he was whipped. But my op-
ponent was a smaller toy than myself,
and 1 felt that 1 would do my gang
proud.

The light came off one afternoon T
about 4 o'clock, alter school hours. It
was iv a big field in the outskirts of I
San Francisco that the ring was formed
by about thirty boys. 1 pulled offmy j
jacket, waist and shirt on my side of
the ring, and Joe Robinson, the boy I
was to light, did the same on his side of
the ring. We stepped into the open
space, and without shaking hands be-
gan the fight. One of the boys who had
a "atch was to stop us every live uiin-
•j*es for a minute's rest, but his serv-
ices were not necessary.
i had decided that my superior height

gave me an advantage which could best
be utilized by beating down on the top
of the other boy's head. 1 thought I
would ruin blows on him this way until
he wanted to stop. The little boy ad-
vanced in a way I hail never seen be-
fore, and which somewhat shook my
confidence. But 1 started to hit him in
the way 1 had planned, but he wasn't
there. "The next second lie struck his
list hard against my eye and 1 felt it
swelling. 1 tried to smile and bit back, I
but he poked me in the oilier eye, made 'my nose bleed, cut my mouth an raised j
big bumps on my forehead. 1 must have
been a pitiful sight, as my followers
wouldn't let me light any more, and I
was laid iiW_y while the other crowd j
jeered.

That was an awful blow to ray vanity.
It set me to thinking, and later on 1
made friends with that boy. lie told
me that his big brother was a clever
boxer and that he had taught him how
to light. 1 resolved as _oon as 1 could
to learn how to fight, a resolve which I
subsequently made good. That fight
taught me the worth of science in fight-
ing, and indirectly put me where 1 am
today. If 1 had beaten that boy 1 might
never have been fired with an ambition
to learn to box. Anyway, that was one I
time yours truly got the worst of it.

Dixon Didn't Like to Fight.

I never had many fights when 1 was
a boy. 1 always had to work pretty
hard almost from the time 1 can re-
member anything, and. besides, Iwould
rather nut have done any fighting. 1 i
was always strong and very quick, and
1 knew that against most boys of my
age Istood just as good a chance, if it
ever became necessary to win a fight,

jas they did. j
I don't think the boys of Boston,

! where 1 was raised, do as much fighting
i as those in New York and other cities.
j Pet haps they do. but it doesn't seem so
to me. Thete was one thing 1 was very
fond of when a youngster, and that was
shooting marbles. Every spare mo-

I ment i could get 1 would play marbles,
and always Keeps. 1 was quite an ex-
pert, and the only thing that would
make me fighting mad was to have some

j boy lie me out of my winnings. Then
it meant light unless the other boy gave
over.

One boy, whom I played with all one
afternoon and won a score or more mar-
bles from, would not pay up at the end

j of the game. I told him to give me
I wiiat 1 had won from him or get licked.
! He only lauched at me, and said I
didn't have spunk enough to lick a
postage stamp. He was a white boy,

j and then he called me a name that made
j me crazy mad to fight

He wasn't a coward by any means,
and when he saw Ireally meant to tieht,
he began to taunt me, and to urge me
on,' slapped me in the face. Quick as a

flash I banged him on the nose. It
made the blcod cone, Lot', .he only
laughed again and approached me more
carefully.

I got ill four or
five heavy blows before lie broke away,
and then he was a sight. I went right

He tried to
fight, back, but I had him in such a bad
shape that he was almost powerless.

1 whipped that boy in terrible style,
and it gave me as much satisfation as it
does now to win a £5.000 purse.

Ihave been fighting since mv baby-
hood almost, and it is rather difficultto
pick out my first battle. The one that
1 will tell about was my first real light,
when I made my debut in the profes-
sional ring.

Although lam called an Australian,
I was really born in the mining district
of Cornwall, England, but my parents
ook me to Australia when 1 was a small

child. It was there I was apprenticed
to a blacksmith, a trade which forms the
best school for an aspiring pugilist to
attend that Iknow of.

It was when Herbert Slade, famed as
the Maori, was touring New Zealand,
that I made my debut. He came to our
town and his agent went about looking

for some one to stand up against him.
I had built up quite a local reputation
as a boxer, but 1 wasn't a bit anxious to
go up against game that kind. All
the other boxers in the town felt the
same way. and at last his agent came to
me again, and made what 1 thought was
a pretty liberal offer. Besides my
friends urged me to take the chance,
and at last Iconsented.

1 was a little bit nervous when Ien-
tered the ring, attired for the first time
in regulation fighting costume, with
seconds, timers, referee and a big crowd
on hand. My nervousness disappeared
when I stood up before the Maori, and
when he led and 1 got safely away I
felt more confident. When 1 succeeded
in landing a right-hand smash on the
side of his head I was astonished. As
the round progressed 1 found that I
was his match.

In the second round I went at him
with more confidence, and it closed in
my favor. Then 1 conceived the wild
ambition ot knocking him out. lt al-
most took my breath away to think of
such a thing, but 1. fought him hard,
lie didn't get back at me once in four
times, and my blows had more steam
than his. At'the close of the round I
planted a right-hander on the point of
the jaw and he went down for keeps. I
believe I was more surprised than any
one else. It was the most satisfactory
fight of my career.

If clubs fail to
show up when they are scheduled they
should certainly forfeit, for if games
are postponed at the last moment, the
public, who give their time and support
to these event., will soon grow tired: It
seems that in this instance the Hen-
riettas are entirely to blame, aud also
that John Barnes, who has been con-
nected with sporting long enough to
know what is right iv such instances,
should have stuck to his first decision.
