Warkets Weak Compared With
the General Run of the
Week.

BULLS WERE DISAPPOINTED.

Receipts Caused Heavy Sell-
ing--Provisions Show
Lecline.

STOCKS SLIGHTLY BULLISH.

Tendeney Being Due to the
Closing-0ut of Short
Contracts.

C 1cAGo, Feb. 16.—The markets were
weak. wheat more especial ly so. Com-
pared with the closing rates of yester-
day, wheat is about 1lc lower, corn
oe lower, oats 3¢ lower and provisien.
also down. The faith of the wheat bulls
rested upon a foundation of trust in the
estimates of small reserves in farmers’
hands, and the present rate of receipts
tending to undermine that belief ccused
the selling of long wheat whieh precipi-
tated today’s deeline. Corn is coming
in too freely for the amount wanted for
shipping purposes, and prices are teel-
the eifects of the heavy receipts of
hogs. At the opening the wheat mar-
ket looked for about two minutes as if
it might rule firm tor the day, but it
guickly faced about and beeame weak
May wheat opened with buyers at 53!5¢
and some sales at the same time at
533e. Before forty-five minutes of the
gession had gone by it was down to
62¢c.

The weakness was the outcome of the
increase in the receipts at primary mar-
kets this week leading to the behief that
the previous falling off in the market-
sings was entirely the result of the se-
vere weather and not of any scarcity of
wheat in first bands. Foreign markets
were about steady. Besldes the
creasing primary market receipts the
quite moderate export clearances are
Jlikewise matter of discouragement.
Bradstreet’s statement of the weekly
clearances of wheat and flour from both
coasts sirowed a total of 2,572,600 bu
this week, of which 1,159,009 bu went
from the Pacific side. ‘Lhe Western
primary markets received a total of
307,000 bu, against 234,000 bu on the
similar day of last year. Export clear~
aneces from the Atlantic seaboara for
twenty-four hours in wheat and flour
together was 225,000 vu.

The feature of the trading was the
freedom of the selling. Long wheat
came out first in large lots and that en-
couraged the scalping erowd to add
their offerings, thus swelling the quan-
tity for sale to an extent whiech caused
a further break to 52}w@d2%e. The
Jatter price was touched about ten min-
utes (rom the close and was virtially
unrecovered from, the latest trading be-
ing at dge. Corn dropped into its
natural secondary position today and
became weak in sympathy with wheat.
There were reasons other than the de-
cline in wheat, however, for corn sell-
ing down. The movement from coun-
try points is increasingg and of the re-
ceipts now arriving here a considerable
proportion is bougzht to go to store, the
shipping demand not being sufficient to
absorb it all. May,which closed vester-
day at 443{(@45c, opened here
morning at 4+4¢e, and at onee began o
drop off imore decidedly. It scld down
to 443¢c and some of it sold 1-15¢ Lelow
that, 44%¢ being the closing price. Prl-
mary market receipts were 317,000 bu,
against 395,C00 bu on the correspouding
day of the year before. At the decline
shorts were said to be the only buyers
and the longs were the sellers of the
day.

Oats were quite active and met with a
very good sale for Saturday. The feele
ing was easy, influene:d entirely by the
action of corn. The carly market could
be called quite firm. Updyke was re-
ported to have bought quite freely, cov-
eving short sales,  May started at 2ie
sold off to 28%c and ciosed at that priz
bid.

New York., Feb. 16. — The stock
market during the two hours of busi-
ness today was very irregular in its
movement, but in the main inclined
toward higher prices, this tendency

being due to the closing out of short
eontracts over Sunday.

Atv the opening speculation was
strong in tone; a fractional advance
was recorded. The improvement was
not, however, maintained for long, a
break of 13{ in National Lead causing
sympathetic reaction in the general
market., New Jersey Central was also
attacked and broke 21f. DBefore 11
o’clock the temper of speculation had
undergone a change for the Dbetter,
Lead having recovered 1. New Jer-
sey Central rallied 1} on covering of
short contracts, and the rest of the list
moved ap under similar influences.
About 11:30 there was a slight reaction,
but in the final trading the market was
firm and closed in good tone, the great-
er part of the shares dealt in being {@
124 higher on the day.

Speculation was restricted in the
earlier part of the week, as but little
hope was entertained of congressional
relief to the financial situatioa and the
defeat of the bond bill merely added
slighitly to the existing depression.
Another factor of weakness was the un
favorable reports of railroad earnings
notably of the grangerooads. ‘The pub-
Jication of the terms n which the gov-*
ernment had sold its 4 per cent bonds
to the Belmont-Morgan syndicate had
a good effect.

The requirements which provided for
the importation of gold from Europe
and that which bound the syndiecate to
use its best endeavors to prevent with-
drawals of gold from the treasury were
looked upon as most favorable to the
future of the market, implying as it
does the control of the foreign exchange
market, so as to keep rates below the
gold shipping point.

The bears attempted to exazgerate
the importance of the purchases of
some gold in the open market, the buy-
ers paying a commission of ¥ @4 per
cent to bullion brokers. DBut the effort
to create a scare on the gold premium
was ineffective.

Northwest was a feature of the share
speculation throughout the week, and
