Bimetallist Democrats in Con
gress Make Public
That

FREE COINAGE MANIFESTO

It Would Bind the Party to
a Sixteen-to-One
Policy.

FEW SIGNATURES ON IT.

Many New Senators Being Too
Busy to Consider the
Subject.

WASHINGTON, March 1.— The
Democratic silver manifesto, which
has been the chief topic of talk on
that side of the house for a few days,
was made public today. While it
has been generally circulated for
the consideration of members, there
was no attempt to secure signatures
until a late hour because the prime
movers in the matter were unde-
cided whether to call a caucus for
discussion of the matter or to se-
cure signatures or issue directly to
the public. 1n consideration of the
short time left and the pressure of
business, it was dctermined_not to
have a conference. Representative
members from fifteen states signed
the declaration today at the instance
of Mr. Bryan, but the canvass is so
far very incomplete, and the list of
signers will not be made public until
it is complete. The paper follows:

To the Democrats of the United
States—We, the undersigned Dem-

tion the following statement:

We believe that the establishment
of gold as the only monetary stand-
ard and the elimination of silver as
a.full legal tender money will in-
crease the purchasing power of each
dollar, add to the burden of all
debts. decrease the market value
of all other forms of property, eon-
tinue and intensify business depres-
sion, and finally reduce the majority
of the people to financial bondage.

‘We believe that no party can hope
for enduring sucecess in the United
States so long as it advocates a
single gold standard, and that the
advocacy of such a financial policy
would be, especially to a party,
which, like the Democratic party,
derives its voting strength from
those who may without reproach be
called the common people; and we
point to the overwhelming defeat of
the party in 1894, to the opposition
aroused by the veto of the.seignior-
age bill, and to the still more unan-
imous protest against the issue of
gold bonds as proof that the Dem-
ocratic party cannot be brought to
the support of the gold standard
policy. .

We believe that the money ques-
tion will be the paramount issue in
1896, and will so remain until it is
settled by the intelligence and pa-
triotism of the American voters.

We believe a large majority of the
Democrats of the United States favor
bimetallism and realize that it can
only be secured by the restoration of
the free and unlimited coinage of gold
and silver at the present ratio, and we
assert that the majority should exert
the right to control the policy of the
party and retain the party name.

We believe that it is the duty of the
majority and within their power to
take charge of the party organization
and make the Democratic party an ef-
fective instrument in the accomplish-
ment of needed reforms.
It is not necessary that the Demo-
crats should surrender their convic-
tions on other questions in order to
take an active part in the settlement
of the question which at this time sur-
passes all others in importance.
We believe that the rank and file
of the party should at once assert
themselves in the Democratic party
and place it on record in favor of the
immediate restoration of the free and
unlimited coinage of gold and silver
at the present legal ratio of 16 to 1, as
such coinage existed prior to 1873, with
out waiting for the aid or consent of
any other nation, such gold and silver
coin to be a full legal tender for all
debts public and private.
We urge all Democrats who favor
the financial policy above set forth to
associate themselves together and im-
press their views upon the party or-
ganization; we urge all newspapers in
harmeny with the above financial pol-
icy to place it at the head of the edi-
torial column and assist in the imme-
diate restoration of bimetallism.

OUT OF A MADHOUSE,

Actress Grace Vaughn Escapes—
Her Insanity Questioned.

CLEVELAND, O., March 1.—Act-
ress Grace Vaughn, known in pri-
vate life as Mrs. Andrew Jennings,
who was for some time connected
with the Seabrooke company, and
who later went insane, yesterday
escaped from the Northern Ohio in-
sane asylum, in which institution
she had been confined since August
last. B. Hollingsworth, of Chicago,
a brother of Miss Vaughn, came
here te begin habeas corpus pro-
ceedings in order to secure the re-
lease of his sister, claiming that she
was in her right mind and was de-
tained against her will. The fact
was then developed that Miss
Vaughn had escaped from the asy-
lum.

Dr. Eyman, of the asylum, says
that she is quite insane and has fox
some time been confined in the sui-
cidal ward, as she had on several
occasions attempted to take her own
life. Dr. Eyman further stated that
young Hollingsworth had called sev-
eral times to see his sister, and as
his visits had invariably resulted in
leaving Miss Vaughn in a highly
excited condition he had refused to
permit him to see the girl on his last
call.

To a reporter who saw him
today young Hollingsworth said: *I
did not know that my sister was
confined in the insane asylum until
last October, when I read it in a
Chicago paper.

SCOTT’S DOUBLE"HEADER.

Chicago Tlmes—ﬂernld Makel Its
Appearance Monday.

CHICAGO, March 1.—The Times-
Herald will be published Monday morn-
ing, the 4th inst.. with James W. Scott
as editor-in-chief and publisher, and
Henry W. Hawley, as managing editor.
This is the result of the consolidation
of the two papers.

The Times was started in 1854 by
Isaac Cook, James W. Sheahan and
Daniel Cameron, Democrats. In 1860
it absorbed the original Chicago Her-
ald and the late Cyrus H. McCormick
cobtained control. Wilbur F. Stowery
secured it in June 1861, and during the
war the paper had an’ eventful his-
tory, being suppressed once by Gen.
Burnside for treasonable utterances.
Like all the other Chicago papers, the
Times was burned out in 1871, but
within a week made its appearance
again. After Mr. Storey’s death the
Times was the subject of much liti-
gation and when various suits were
settled the late Carter H. Harrison
bought it. His two sons conducted
it for a time, but lost control through
the sale by the other heirs of their
stock to Adolph Kraus.
afterward Henry W. Hawley acquired
the interest of the Harrison brothers.
Mr. Hawley was a successful news-
paper proprietor, having been at one
time on the Minneapolis Journal, and
part owner of the Denver Times,
The Herald was organized in May,
1881. The owners were James *W.

Search Light as an Adjunet ot the
Weather Bureau,

CHICAGO, March 1.—The search-
light as an adjunct of the weather
bureau has come to stay. The initial
aitempt to announce by search-light
the approach of a gale and a cold
wave was made last night from the
top of the auditorium tower. It was
a vindication of Secretary Morton's
policy in ordering the light placed in
position, and of Prof. Moore's asser-
tion that it would fulfill the expecta-
tions formed.
