OF AN IMPORTANT LAWSUIT

In Which Moritz Heim; as As-
signee, Sued Sheriff Chapel

and Others;/ -'-'*

TO RECOVER ON PROPERTY

Seized Under a Chattel Mort-
gage— Interesting* Review

of the Case.

In granting the motion of the de-
fendants fpr a new trial in the suit
of Moritz Heim, as assignee of Fer-
gus D. Abbey, insolvent,, against

Sheriff Chapel and A."C. Anderson,

of the St. Paul National bank, Judge
Otis yesterday gave an interesting
review of' the case. The suit, in
brief, was for the recovery of $10,-

--i 740 worth of property seized by the
sheriff on a chattel mortgage held by
the bank. It was shown that the
amount due the bank, to secure

| which the mortgage was given, was
only $8,200, and it was charged that
the object of giving a mortgage for
so large an amount was collusion to
defraud . the other creditors. The
jury returned a verdict for $5,294 in
favor of the plaintiff. Following is
the memorandum attached to Judge
Otis' Order granting a new trial:

"The verdict, in my opinion, was
not justified by the evidence. The
transactions between Abbey and the
bank were commenced by a loan to
him of $6,000, evidenced by a short-
time note, such ' as banks are re-
quired by the methods of their busi-
ness to take, to be renewed from
time to time, and, as collateral to
this, a long-time note of like amount
secured by chattel mortgage, were
turned over to the bank. -. After-
wards Abbey required a further ad-
vancement of $2,000, and, to secure
this, new papers were necessary,
and a note secured by mortgage for
$8,000 was taken as collateral.

"This also proved insufficient for
Abbey's necessities, and a further
advancement of $200 was made, re-
quiring ' ' * •'• •"\u25a0

and as such security then seemed to
justify, and as Abbey seemed not
unlikely to require some further ad-
vances for the preservation of the
property, it would seem • highly

-pose other than its own protection, or
how it was to be benefited or was in

.any manner interested in standing off
Abbey's creditors, is strongly corrob-
orative of the direct testimony of the
bank officers, and such conditions and
testimony clearly overcomes that of
Abbey, who in one breath disclaims
any intention of defrauding creditors
and in another insists that he entered
into a. deliberate scheme for such pur-
pose. 7-7_

"Transactions of such Importance,
supported by such probabilities and on
their face fair and reasonable are not
to be so lightlyset aside, and I cannot

.but think the jury failed to appre-
ciate the circumstances or that they
were influenced by suggestions made
in the course of the trial, which were*
as irrelevant as they were prejudicial.
The ends of justice will, in my judg-
ment, be subserved by granting a new
trial."

NEW 'RIAL.DEFIED

In the Case of Mr*. Seward", Wife
of the Murdered Editor.

Judge Egan yesterday denied the
motion of plaintiff for a new trial in
the suit of Elizabeth Seward, of Still-
water, against the Columbian Acci-
dent company, of Chicago. Mrs.
Seward's husband, who was editor
of the Stillwater Messenger, was
killed by a man named Peters, and
the insurance policy provided that it
should be void in case of murder by.
other than an insane person. It was
maintained that, Peters was Insane
and he was sent to the asylum by
order of the probate court. The suit
of Mrs. Seward to recover on the
policy was referred to Judge Cornish
as referee, and he decided the case in
favor of the defendant, holding that
Peters was not insane. Judge Egan
took the same view as Judge Cornish,
and therefore refused to grant a new
trial.

"We received for investigation dur-
ing the past three winter months
fewer applications than in the cor-
responding period last year. This
winter we investigated 371 applica-
tions and reinvestigated 222. We
were able to do this work promptly.
Though it costs more, promptness
is greatly to the advantage, of the
needy,* and it is a marked financial
advantage to those who ask the in-
vestigations. A reduction in the
number of unworthy applicants, as
compared with previous years, re-
sults from the knowledge that a care-
ful investigation will follow the ap-
plication. The mild weather in De-
cember and the. improving condi-
tion of business also combine to de-
crease demands. But lack of em-
ployment, sickness, bad manage-

j ment and intemperate husbands still
j cause demands upon society in be-

half of the afflicted and the innocent.
A prime object in the uniting of the
associated charities was to help the
individual charities to satisfy these
demands without perpetuating their :

' causes. .
"We are making real headway, not

so swift as Iwish, but we are mak-
ing permanent progress. As yet our
purposes are not fullyunderstood. I
wish that all our. constituents would
visit our office; this would insure, a
more definite knowledge of our work-
ings and assist the general cause of
charity by increasing our usefulness. -

ATTACKED BY PIRATES
MYSTERY OF THE HARK PORT-

LAND LLOYD CLEARED IP.

CREW WRECKED THE SHIP

By Running Her Asliore During
the Buttle—Only Two KHcupetl

; —Cousul Investigating-.

PHILADELPHIA, March 8. — A
letter received in this city today from
Charles Jones, steward of the miss-
ing American bark Portland Lloyd,
which left Junin for New York on
Feb. 4, conveys the startling inform-
ation that the vessel was wrecked
during a desperate mutiny on board,
in which the captain and most of his
crew were killed. Shortly after the
bark left Junin with a valuable
cargo of nitrate it was reported that
she had struck on a rock at the en-
trance to the bay of Junin, and all
hands but two were drowned.

Jones' letter, which was to a rel-
ative, declares that the affair was a
planned attempt by the revolution-
ary party in Peru to seize the vessel
and cargo for use against the gov-
ernment. While the ship was work-
ing out of the harbor several Peru-
vians appeared on deck, the captain
was knocked down with a handspike,

, the chief mate was shot dead and
two sailors stabbed. The men at the
wheel, seeing that they were at the
mercy of a set of desperate men,
purposely steered, the bark onto the

I rocks. The steward and A. B. Jel-
lusson, a seaman, were the only ones
of the American crew saved. They
endured great hardships, "and had
to lie concealed for some days be-
fore they could escape the ruffians.
The leader of the mutineers is said
to be Gonzales D. Pietro, a notori-
ous character who had shipped as a
seaman on the Portland Lloyd, and
had a gang of cut-throats con-
cealed on board.

An inquiry will be made into the
affair by the American consul at
Callao.
