BOSTON, March 8.—At Music hall
tonight in the presence of 3,500 peo-
ple, Young Griffo, the famous Au-
stralian featherweight, and Jimmy
Dime, of Amsterdam, N. Y., the 135-.

He seemed slightly over-
trained.

Dime led
twice, but missed; Griffo made sev-
eral clever stops, and the round
closed in Griffo's favor,

flound Two—Dime landed short twice
and got a swift left from Griffo on
the jugular. Both led, Dime landing
lightly on the jaw. Griffo landed twice
on Dime’s face. A clinch followed, and
from this out the Australian landed re-
peatedly.

Round Three—Griffo led, and a clinch
followed. On Griffo’s lead,Dime duckad
and fell. Griffo then got in twice with
his right and again with his left on the
heart, necarly knocking his opponent
down. Dime planted a straight left
on Griffo’s left ear, which Griffo re-
turned on the jaw. In-fighting closed
the round.

Round Four—Griffo led and landed
lightly. Dime led "three times, and
missed each one. Griffo let out his left
and nearly fioored Dime with a blow
on the jaw. Dime led and missed. He
repeated the same tactics several times
with the same results.

Round Five—Dime landed on Grif-
fo's heart and got two severe punches
on the ear. Dime led, Griffo landing
beth right and left, Dime rallied and
got in two punches on Griffo’s breast.
Griffo landed twice. Dime made a
feeble attempt to dodge and looked
sick.

Dime got in on
a recover and Griffo replied with three
quick left punches, landing each on
Dime's mouth and followed up this ad-
vantage with three others. Dime sat
down groggy.

Round Seven — Griffo led with the
right for the wind and followed with
the left on the mouth. Dime got in a
right upper cut, swung his left and

missed. They sparred for wind until
the close of the round, with Griffo
smiling.

Round Eight—The last round opened
with Dime leading for, Griffo’s wind,
in which he got a terrific smash on the
Jaw. Griffo dodged a left-hander and
get caught with the right.

Those of the Fifty-Third Con-
gress Show Prudent Ad-
ministration.

BIG CUTS IN THE SALARIES

Of High-Priced Officials One
~ of the Methods of Econ-
'~ omizing.

WASHINGTON, March 8.—Chair-
man Sayers, of the house appropria-
tions committee, has made a state-
ment of the appropriations of the
last congress. He presented in the
statement tables showing the appro-
priations of the three congresses as
follows: Fifty-first, $1,035,680,159;
Fifty-second, $1,027,104,527; Fifty-
third, $990,338,691.

Mr. Sayers says: ‘“The appropria-
tions made by the Fifty-third con-
gress, including permanent appro-
priations, show a reduction of $36,-
765,856 under the appropriations made
by the Fifty-second congress, and
$45,341,418 under those made by the
Fifty-first congress. Mr. Sayers,
making a comparison with last year,
shows that there is a net increase of
$5,877,320. The new public buildings
authorized, including the one in Chi-
cago to cost $4,000,000, will not exceed
in cost $5,660,000 beyond the sums ap-
propriated therefor, while the Fifty-
first congress left to its successors
more than $8,000,000 to be appropriat-
ed for publie buildings which it au-
thorized. The salaried list of the
government has been reduced by this
congress more than 600 persons, with
annual compensation amounting to
quite §750,000.
