Cer-
tain of the duties of the old president
of the common council are distrib-
uted, some to the president of the as-
sembly and others to the president of
the board of aldermen. Certain
other duties, however, including those
which attach by virtue of the special
law of 1875. arc not affected by th-D
Bell charter, and, of course, still re-
main where they were originally
placed;

It is a somewhat singular fact, in
view of later legislation,

THAT NO OFFICER
styled "president of the common coun-
cil" has been created by any of the
charter provisions relating to the city
of St. Paul. The consolidating act of
1874 (Special Laws, chapter 1.) does in-
deed provide for the election by the
common, council of a president and
vice president, and the former of
thotvj officers came to be styled, in
common speech, and recognized by
later legislation, as president of the
common council. The law of 1875,
passed one year later, so refers to
him. In other words, the presiding
officer which the common council was
originally authorized to elect is the
president of the common council with-
in the meaning of the law of 1873.

The powers of the common council,
as now existing and enjoyed, so far
as the election of a president is com
corned, are not disturbed by the pro-
visions of the Bell charter. That
charter, in addition to expressly pro-
viding that the two legislative bodies
shall constitute the common council,
also provides that they may meet in
joint session. No provision is ex.
pressly made therein for . . . •.-.

A PRESIDING OFFICER
of the joint session, but it is provided
that "all powers, duties and obliga-
tions held, assumed and by law au-
thorized and exercised by the common
mon council of said city, as now com-
posed under any law of this state,
shall, save as herein otherwise pro-
vided, be held, assumed and exer-
cised by the common council herein
provided for."

1 am therefore of the opinion that the
power of the present council to elect
a president may safely be rested up-
on either one of two propositions:
First, that it is derived from the orig-
inal act of 1874; and, second, that it
may be claimed by reason of the pro-
visions in the act of 1891 above quoted.

LUCK OF A CRIPPLE.
Arrested for Begging", He

Stumbles Across a Gold-
Mine

AT THE POLICE. STATION.

Taken by the Police When
Seeking Food for His Hun-

gry Loved Ones.

RELEASED BY CHIEF CLARK

Whose Sympathies, and Those
of Many Others, Are ;,

Aroused.

Frank Katz, Jr.', a little cripple
of six, was a prisoner at the central
station a few minutes yesterday aft-
ernoon. The lad was sent there by

Secretary Hutchins,.df the St. Paul
Relief society. He fotmd the boy
begging in. the business portion of
the city, he said. Besides being ar-
rested the cripple's property ' was
temporarily confiscated:' It consisted
of a little wagon, partially laden
with vegetables and remnants of
cold veal and beef. These had been
given him. he said, by kind-hearted
restaurant-keepers. The. food was
destined for Katz's family, which,

he declared, were hungry. .. '..., -\

The little cripple was not locked
up at the central station. His phys-
ical misfortune enlisted the sym-
pathy of Chief Clark, who was in-
terested in the lad's- story*. The
boy's leg had been cut off close to
the knee, necessitating the use of a
crutch. He was but a mite of six
years. Young Katz told Chief Clark
that he was not begging, on. the
street; he was merely- gathering
donations of food frequently given
by those who knew him. The boy's
story bore the impress of truth. It
was

LATER CONFIRMED
by his father, whom the chief s.*nt for.
The Katz family, including the :par-
ents and nine children; live* in" an
humble abode on the upper levee,
near the high bridge. The old man,
who speaks German, with the as-
sistance of an interpreter, related
a pitiful tale of misfortune to the
chief. Since early last fall, he de-
clared, he had been able .to, obtain
but two weeks' work. During the
extreme cold weather his family
had suffered for fuel 'and provi-
sions. Compelled by their desperate
condition to seek assistance, the old
man alleged that on three separate
occasions he had applied to the
St. Paul Relief society. His appeals
were unheeded, he alleged; Katz
senior spoke lovingly of his crippled
little son, warmly praising him for
his industry In helping to feed so
many hungry mouths at home.
Katz's story was given .credence by
Chief Clark, who sent the cripple
home. Others were affected by the
recital. The' investigating commit-
tee of . the : grand jury' who hap-
pened to be present praised' the :

lad,
and collected : a purso ofmoney for him. A lady affected by
the lad's woe, marched off with him,
and bought him enough candy to
last a week. The cripple's arrestwas a blessing in disguise. >

A PRICELESS RELIC

Taken From a Tomb Where It
Had Lain Two Hundred Years.

Col. Piatt By Walker, of Minneapolis,
has just returned from an extended
trip South, including' in his travels
New Orleans, . St. . Louis and other*
cities. While in St. Louis he was pre-
sented with a relic of rare interest and
value. It is a solid silver, square andcompass of the thirty-second degree
Scottish rite Masons, taken from thetomb, of one of the old Spanish gov-
ernors of St. Louis, where it was de-posited in the year 1690. It is of ho lit-
tle intrinsic value, . aside from " its in-
terest as a historic relic, containing
several ounces of pure silver, but whenconsidering it as a relic of 200 years
ago, taken" from the tomb of a man
whose ;very name has been forgotten,there is no computing its value.

At the intersection of the two prongs
of the compass and just above the let-
ter "G" there was originally a jewel,
probably a diamond or some otherprecious stone, and the. relic plainly
shows the mark where: it was set. Therelic was taken from one of the tombs
in Cemetery No. 1, where the old gov-
ernors and patriarchs .of St. Louiswere buried 200 years ago. - Gov. Bien-
ville, the first Spanish governor of the
fort; Gov. Claybouru, Gov. Bruelder
and other dignitaries of the old city
were buried here in the walled-up se-pulchres which stand above theground, but the tombs have fallen intodecay, the stones have crumbled todust and the very names of the deadhave become obliterated. from' the mar-
ble slabs as they have from the mem-ory of man.
• The tombs are being torn down and

the ground will be occupied for burialpurposes by the present generation.
The old sexton has been in charge ofthe dead for fifty years, and, while thework of demolition was in progress, hetook from one

'of the ' tombs this relic.It fell into the hands of an associationof Confederate veterans, who in turnpresented it to their old comrade, ColWalker. It is blackened and discol-
ored with age. but Col. Walker prizes
it above almost any other earthly pos-
