DAMAGES ARE DENIED

PECULIAR, ALTHOUGH CONSIST-
ENT, VERDICT IS RENDERED

IN AN ACTION TO RECOVER

For Loss of Properiy Which
Caught Fire From Sparks
From a Locomotive.

The jury in the suit of Ivey Bros. to
recover some $13,700 damages from the
Milwaukee road for the destruction of
their- factory by a fire that they
claimed originated from one of the de-
fendant’s engines last fall, returned a
verdict which, though apparentiy pe-
culiar, is consistent with the law of
this state in such cases. The jury
found that the fire originated from one
of defendant’'s engines, but no damages
are allowed, for the reason that it was
in no wise due to the negligence of the
defendant. In submitting the case to
the jury, Judge Willis instructed them
to render specific verdicts on a number
of questions. These were:

First—Did the fire originate from
one of defendant's locomotives?

Second—If it did, was said locomo-
tive properly constructed?

Third—Was the locomotive supplied
with the proper appliances for protec-
tion against causing fires, and were
such appliances in good repair?

Fourth—Was the engine properly and
carefully operated?

Fifth—Did the fire start on the right
of way of the road?

Sixth—Was the grass and other veg-
etation on the right of way in a com-
bustible conditicn?

The jury answered each of the first
four questions in the affirmative and
the last two in the negative. The fact
that the engine was provided with the
best safety appliances and properly
operated, and that the fire did not or-
iginate on the right of way are sufii-
cient to relieve the company from all
liability.

New Trial Denied,

Judge Willis yesterday denied the
motion of Henrietta Kuhl for a new
trial in the case of Augusta  Backer
vs. The Minnesota Odd Fellows’ Mu-
tual Benefit Association and Henrietta
Kuhl. The suit was for insurance on
the life of Mrs. Kuhl's husband, he
having at one time named his wif2 as
beneficiary, but had his policy changed
later on ,so that Mrs. Becker, his
daughter, became beneficiary.

CHANCE FOR SETTLERS.

Two Big Reservations Scon to Be
Opened Up.

WASHINGTON, March 12.—When
President Cleveland returns it is said
that he will immediately issue a proc-
lamation opening to settlement the
lands ceded by the Yankton Sioux In-
dians in South Dakota. The procla-
mation has already b~en prepared and
provides the lands shall be subject to
entry under the land laws of the Uni-
ted States. The lands ceded amount
to 168,000 acres and are accounted
among the best in the state, being in
the southern part of the state and in
a rich farming country. Representa-
tive Pickler, of South Dakota, says
that although there would be quite a
demand for these lands he does not an-
ticipate any such rush as has been
witnessed in Oklahoma. The general
land office will take measures to see
that all settlers are treated alike.
Another reservation which will soon
be opened is that of the Nez Perces, in
Idaho. The agents of the government
are now at Nez Perces paying these
Indians $500,000, the purchase price of
their lands. After this has been done
the steps necessary to throw the
ceded lands open to settiement will be
immediately taken. A proclamation
has already been prepared and will no
doubt be soon issued after the return
of Prsident Cleveland opening a por-
tion of the Siletz Indian reservation
in Oregon to settlement.

The committee that investigated
the city and county hospital took
occasion to administer a gentle roast
to Comptroller McCardy. The re-
port says that the business depart-
ment was found to be well con-
ducted, but that the patients do not
have the advantages and comforts
they should have, considering the
amount of money invested in the
plant.

“We find,”” says the report, ““that the
inmates, particularly the males, are
crowded together in small, poorly ven-
tilated rooms, which were never in-
tended for the purposes for which they
ar> now used. There is » large addi-
tion  which, when completed, will en-
able those in charge to properly care
for the patients, but at present the
work is delayed because the hospital
commission cannot enter into a con-
tract amounting to $1,045, necessary to
make the addition fit for occupancy.

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INTHE WILDERNESS

Bvt. Brig. Gen. Edwin C.
Mason Entertains the
Loyal Legion.

HISTORICAL REMINISCENCE

Of the Advance Through the
Wilderness to Bloody
Angle.

REGULAR STATED MEETING

Of the Men Who Wore Shoul-
der Straps Throuzh
the War.

A regular stated meeting of Min-
nesota commandery of the Loyal
Legion was given last night at the
Hotel Ryan. It was one of the finest
social gatherings of the season.
Some eighty members of the com-
mandery were present, and also a
number of invited guests.

Among the invited guests were:

H. R. Tilton, of the United States
army; E. W. Winter, T. H. Peavy,
of Minneapolis; Dr. D. W. Brooks,
Lieut. W. C. Buttler, Lieut. C. W.
Kennedy, J. F. Moore, D. R. Noyes,
W. J. Sleppy, R. M. Hicks, F. J.
Salfinger, P. N. Scanlon and Dr. J.
I. Mahan. Among the prominent
members of the commandery present
were: Gen. E. C. Mason, of the
United States Third infantry; Gen.
Sanborn, Judge Torrence, of Min-
neapolis; Gen. J. W. Bishop, Capt.
D. M. Gilmore, Capt. Harries, Judge
Collins, of the state supreme court;
Judge Kerr, Capt. Castle, Albert
Sheffer, and others.

Judze Torrence presided as master
of ceremonies, and Maj. G. Q. White,
who made all tke arrrangements for
ithe banquet, busied himself in look-
ing after the enjoyment of the
guests. There was little speech-
making, aside from an interesting
paper that was read by Brevet
Brig. Gen. Edwin C. Mason, the
subject being “Through the Wilder-
ness to the Bloody Angle.”  The
evening was devoted mainly to so-
cial conversation and singing patri-
otic songs. "After discussing a spien-
did menu, all present joined in sing-
ing “America,” and then Judge Tor-
rence introduced Gen. Mason.

Gen. Mason began by a brief ex-
planaticn of 2 map showing the line
of breactworks of the Confederates in
the vicinity of Spottsyivania when the
Union troops under Hancock and
Wright made their attack. He also
had a drawing of the stump of an oak
tree two and a hali feet through that
had Been cut down by the interchange
of bullets during the engagement. o
himself, he said, had been but a short
distance from this tree at the time it
fell of

ITS OWN WEIGHT
in consequence of the trunk becoming
80 completely shattered with bullets
th?,t it could not bear the weight of
the top.

There had been a constant downpour
of rain for days and the ground was
S0 completely soaked that it was noth-
ing but mud, mud everywhere, Under
the circumstances he did not blame
Gen. Burnsides for becoming discour-
aged, as in the attempt to move, all
the teams got stuck, the army gave up
in despair the idea of moving and the
prospects were the gloomiest thatcould
possibly be conceived. Then Burn-
sides was relieved by Gen. Hooker,
who spent the months of February and
March in reorganizing his forces. No
more discouraging conditions ever con-
fronted a commanding officer, he said,
than those that confronted Gen.
Grant when he planned the campaign
of the Wilderness.

Gen. Mason then went on and de-
scribed the campaign from what he
had seen, saying that it was impossi-
ble for any man to deseribe it in a
general way on account of the heavy
forest, which made it impracticable
for him to know what was golng ¢n
beyond a radius of a few feet. His
own horse was killed and he was
struck at by a sabre in the hands of a
rebel. Another rebel tried to bayonet
him. It was the staying qualities of
the American soldiers, he said in con-
clusion, that won in the Revolution
and the Mexican war. Then what
fierce fighting must have ensued when
American was pitted against American
in what was practically a

HAND TO HAND

struggle such as characterized this
campaign. .

At the conclusion of Gen. Mason's
paper there was prolonged applause
and he was tendered a vote of thanks.
Sydney Farwell then sang, and receiy-
ed a flattering round of applause
which he responded to with another
song. Judge Torrence asked if there
were any of the other companions who
desired to speak, and Capt. Harries
talked a few moments on the same
subject as that treated by Gen. Mason.

Capt. Harries said he simply wanted
to emphasize a few points in the
graphic description given by Gen.
Mason. The condition of affairs, he
said, was well described by a rebel who
started to go to the rear. He was met
by one of the soldiers on his own side
and when asked where he was going,
he replied:

“I am going to the rear.”

“Why, d— it, there isn‘t any rear
here,” replied the other.

“I know,” continued Capt. Harries,
“that I feit greatly relieved when the
Johnnies crossed the river, and I be-
longed to a regiment that was made
up of pretty good stayers, too. I felt
that I had about enough of it.” (Ap-
plause.)

The ‘“Battle Cry of Freedom' was
then sung, which was followed by
‘“‘Marching Through Georgia’” and
other patriotic songs, and then the
guests dispersed. Before the banquet
a brief business session was held, but
no business of special interest was
transacted beyond the adoption of the
followingr esolution:

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GOOD WOMEN PLEAD

FOR PROPER OBSERVAXNCE oOF
THE SABBATH DAY,

PRESENT SAD DESECRATION

Of the Lord’s Day Wiil Be Stopped
if Hard Work by the Charches
Can Do It.

A conference of ladies, called by the
W, COT 0, met yesierday afternoon
at Ford's hall and appointed a commit-
tee to co-operate with the city pas-
tors in the cause of Sabbath obsery-
ance. The attendance was not as large
as had been anticipated, but a num-
ber of well-known gentlemen werc
present in addition to the ladies. The
conference was called to order by Mrs.
W. W. Nicholas, state superintendent
of Sabbath observance of the W. (. 7.
U., who briefly stated the objects of
the meeting. Prayer was then offered
by Rev. J. W. Conley, pastor of the
First Baptist church. Mrs. . M.
Butts, president of the Hamline W. €
T. U., was made chairman and Mrs.
Frances Kimball sccretary.

Father John Gmeiner spoke feeling-
ly of the present sad desecration of the
Sabbath. Many employes are now
obliged to work on the very day when
they wouid most like to rest. The evil
was a great one and seemed firmly es-
tablished. Vigorous efiort would be
required for its abolition. A commit-
tee should be appointed to interview
the various pastors and secure their
aid towards this necessary reform.

Mrs. Mary Leonard approved the
suggestion of Father Gmeiner, and
added some reflections upon the

growth of the Sabbath-breaking habit.

Mrs. Nicholag believed thai many
people, without understanding the full
import of their acts, habitually break
.the Sabbath in their homes. At a re-
cent missionary meeting she had been
informed that numbers of Italians
make a business at certain seasons of
hawking fruit about to residences on
the Sabbath day, while it was certain-
ly a common practice to deliver milk,
ice cream and newspapers on the first
day of the week. She would be glad
to see the day observed in St. Paul as
it is at Chautauqua, Ocean Grove and
Martha's Vineyard. There nothing but
a telegram is ever delivered to the res-
idents on Sunday.

Mrs. Leonard moved that, as Father
Gmeiner suggested, a committee be se-
lected to wait on the pastors at their
various conferences and ask their as-
sistance in the movement, requesting
them, especially, to observe the week
of prayer, April 7 to 14, appointed by
the American Sabbath union. the N,
W. C. T. U., and other Sabbath unions.
The pastors should be persuaded to de-
liver a sermon regarding Sabbath ob-
servance, on April 7.

Mrs, W. R. Mandigo approved the
motion, which was thereupon carried.

The necessity that all efforts towards
securing the observance of the week
of prayer should be under the super-
out by Rev. Mr. Conley; and, after
some discussion, the following com-
mittee was appointed to interview the

pastors: Mrs. W. W. Nicholas, chair-
man; Father John Gmeiner, Rev. J. W,
Conley, Miss Mary Cramsie, Miss
Jeanette McLaren, Miss Kunice

Wickes, Miss Annie Davelin, George
Hallowell, J. F. McGuire and the presi-
dent of the St. Paul Epworth League
association. TUpon the recommenda-
tion of IMather Gmeiner, the committee
was instructed to counsider the matter
of permanent organization. Its first
meeting will be at the call of Chairman
Nicholas.

Miss Mary Cramsie called attention
to H. F. 275, forbidding the sale of
liquors to minors, which bill will come
up in the house next week. She said
that women should endeavor to bhe
present and watch the progress of this
and all other temperance legis

As far as saloons were concerned, the
Sabbath would bLe better observed,
said Mr. Conley, if the license here was
mede to apply, as in Indiana, to one
room only, and that on the ground
floor; and if all screens were ordered
kept down on the Sabbath, and no cone
allowed to e in the saloon rocom on
that day, whatever the pretext.

Father Gmeiner referred to the in-
sidious result of selling liquors in fam-
ily groceries, and the conference then
adjourned.
