MASS UNDER GUNS,

NEW ORLEANS,March15.—In the
last twenty-four hours there has
been no change in the labor situa-
tion in this city. All day long work
has been prozressing on thewharves,
but, as before, it was the negroes or
at best “black and tan gangs’ (half-
white and half-colored) who loaded
the ships on which the fighting took
place on Tuesday, and they were
under the protection of bodies of
state troops fully armed and pre-
pared to suppress any outbreak of
the riotous element.

The troops left the armories at 8
o'clock this morning. and took up
positions on the river. front at the
landing occupied by the Prince, the
Harrison, the West India and Pa-
cific lines, these being the points at
which trouble was deemed most
likely to occur. Ships of several for-
eign lines are being loaded by their
regular gangs, but against these
there is no protest. At sundown the
troops were ordered to resume duty
tomorrow morning. During the day
Gov. Foster held conferences “with
committees representing the white
screwmen and the merchants, but in
neither meeting was any result
reached. He spent several hours in
endeavoring to bring the screwmen
to a sense of their duty and responsi-
bility, and to securing a pledge that

S

hey would permit others to com-
pete with them without fear of bod-
ily harm, but without avail. The

merchants were no more tractable,
His excellency sought to secure
from them a promise to pursue a
mere conciliatory policy to bring
about a reconciliation of the two in-
terests, and on a basis of mutual
concession. The merchants, how-
ever, adhered to the position set
forth in the address adopted by them
on Tuesday. They said they had not

sought this trouble, but now that
they were in it they were deter-

mined to see it through, and would
not yield an inch. It is said that
they have placed in the governor's
hands $5,000 toward the expenses
of the troops, and have promised as
much more as may be necessary.
The governor says he will remain
here until the trouble is settled, and
is sanguine of being able to effect
settlement very shortly.

Judge Moise, of the criminal dis-
trict court, today charged the grand
jury with a special investigation of !
Tuesday’s riot. A large number of
witnesses appeared before the grand
jury today. A number of men ar-
rested upon the charge of instigat-
ing a riot were arraigned before
the recorder and were remanded for
trial before the criminal court and
placed under bonds to appear for
hearing.

When the steamship Niagara fin-
ishes unloading she will not remain
at this port to take in her cargo of
cotton, but will go to Galveston for
it. The Niagara is lying at the
wharf near the head of Phiilip island
in the vicinity of the place from
which a party of rioters fired upon
the negroes and killed one of them
last Tuesday. Yesterday she was
being unloaded by non-union labor.
It is impossible to say at this time
how many other ships will be or-
dered away by their owners, or how |
much commerce has been diverted
by the troubles. While it is believed
that there will be no more lawless-
ness, as the militia are kept on
guard, it is known that the griev-
ances of the white screwmen are

deep-seated, and the determined
spirit of their sympathizers ‘may
show itself as coon as tl e troops are
relieved of duty.

RIOTERS IN COURT,
Arrest of Priest Carminski Or-
dered at Omaha.

OMAHA, Neb., March 15.—All the in-
habitants of the suburb of Sheely were
in the police court today interested in
the trial of the church rioters. After
preliminary work the court adjourned
until morning. This afternoon a new
complaint was sworn out, charging
Priest Carminski with an assault with
intent to kill. The complainant is
John Koziki, one of the men who was
struck by a bullet from Carminski's
gun. Koziki sustained only a slight
flesh wound. The warrant has not yet
been served. Another warrant is is-
sued on the complaint of Joseph Inda,
who is the man who withstood the
charge upon the side door of the
church when the priest’s supporters
were entering. He was badly beaten
about the head. His complaint charges
assault with intent to do great bodily
injury, issued against twelve promi-
nent citizens, who were arrested be-
fore, and are out on $1,000 bonds. To
the latter charge they pleaded not
guilty. All who have been arrested
will be tried together. Pargaszeki, the
man who was shot in the legs, and who
is now at St. Joseph's hospital, s re-
ported to he getting along very well
and will recover.

Lynchers Satisfled With Sentence
of Death on Negro Rapist.

WINCHESTER, Va., March 15.—
Thornton H. Parker, the negro who
attempted to assault Mrs, Meiton, a
lady living near Middleton, on Tues-
day, March 5, was tried today before
Judge Atkinson. A squad of militia
who arrived here last night pursuant
to Sheriff Gore's request were sta-
ticned around the prisoner in the court
room and the others stood guard on
the outside. The trial lasted about
five hours. The jury returned in forty
minutes with a verdict of guilty.

Judge Atkinson at once sentenced
Parker to be hung on Friday, April
19, between the hours of 8 a. m., and
3 p. m. Two companies of militia re-
turned home tonight on a speclal
train over the B. & O. The excite-
ment subsided and no further trouble
is anticipated.

PUT HIS CASH IN A CHIMNEY,

Chiecago Man Crazed Over the Loss

COOKING BOX.

An Odd Idea That Results in the
Saving of Fuel.

St. Louis Republic.

Here is a revival of an old idea that
ought to become part of the equipment
of every woman who is managing a
home of her own. This one relates to
the art of cooking, and its value can-
not be overestimated. The chief re.
auirements are feathers and a wooden
box. The purpose is the retention of
heat in the article in hand through a
process of cooking that has results
that are a little short of a delight.

If one has many things to cook the
bex should be about threc feet square,
with a cover of a, thick layer of feath.
ers placed along the inside walls and
fastened securely by ticking. A feath-
er cushicn occuvpies the bottom and on,
other is the top of the box.

Now for ihe uses of this odd device:
Take any meat or vezetable that is to
be boiled, and, after keeping it on the
fire until the boiling point has bheen
reached, placeit quickly in the feather-
liced box and leave it for the neces-
£ary number of minutes or hours nec-
essary for its cooking. It wiill be
found to he done to the queen’s taste, a
saving to the housekeeper of much ox-
pensive fuel.

The secret of this box lies in its
quality of being absolutely air-tight,
practically retaining the temperature
of the water at the time of its removal
frem the fire.

in stating that interference with Amer-
ican ships would be claimed as a
belligerent act, “whether thay pass
within three miles of the Cuban coast
or not.”” This he considered a denial
of the recognized sovereignty of Spain
over the jurisdictional waters of Cuba.
But, in any event, said the minister,
there was another very important con-
sideration to be observed. If the United

DELAY WAS DANGEROUS,

A Good Reason for Gresham’s
Prompt Action.

NEW YORK, March 15.—Captain
Crossman, of the steamship Allianca,
left the steamer today complaining of
illness. It was said at the office of the
Panama Railrcad company that the
ultimatum of the secretary of state in
demanding an apology from Spain was
probably the official answer to Cap-
tain Crossman’s-afiidavit and to a dis-
patch sent to Mr. Gresham by John
Newton, president of the company,
Wednesday evening. This dispatch
informed the secretary of state that
ten of the company’s vessels passed
through Windward passage monthly;
that one would be off Cape Maysi
north-bound tomorrow, and another
would pass there Sunday, and that a
regard for life and property urged the
adoption of some immediate measure
to compel Spain to prevent any ad-
ditional outrages.

CUBAN REVOLT GROWS.

Rebel Army Organized — Provi-
sional Government Formed,

ST. LOUIS, March 15.—The latest
news from Cuba says that Gen. Go-
moz, the new commander-in-chief of
the provisional army, has 5,000 infan-
try and 3,000 cavalry under his com-
mand. They are armed with machet-
tes and rifles. A dispatch from Key
West says several boats with armed
crews from the Spanish gunboat In-
fantaI=sabellepatrolled the shore of the
island all Wednesday night, watching
for a filibustering expedition, which
was reported ready to leave for Cuba.

TAMPA, Fla., March 15.—Cuban ad-
vices per steamer Olivette are as fol-
lows: Deputies of insurgent bands
and societies have met in Los Negros
and formed a provisional government,
Gen. Maximus Gomez has been chosen
commander-in-chief. Jose Marti has
béen designated an envoy to obtain
from foreigm countries a recognition
of the rebels and belligerents. Five
hundred Spaniards are said to have
been killed in the battle of Veningita,

MANY REBELS SLAIN.
