CRODE-SENG TRUCE

They Agree to Allow John-
stcne to Continue as
Assessor

UNTIL THE COURTS DECIDE

The Question as to Which Is
Entitled to This County
Gffice.

A BIG CROWD WAS PRESENT

Mayor Smith Declares Him-
self Unmistakably--Other
Matters.

The assessorship muddle was the
means of drawing to the session of
the board of ccunty commissioners
yesterday a crowd that filled the
room. All the claimants were there
—Mr. Seng, the Republican claimant,
who is also a member of the board of
county commissioners; John F.
Grode, the Democratic claimant,
who, according to the opinion of
Attorney General Childs, has been
regularly elected to the position, and
Ed Johnstone, the present incum-
bent, who refuses to give up the
billet until the other two ascertain
which one of them"has a legal right
to assume the duties of the office.

Each of the three was represented
by a legal advisor, Attorney Michael
appearing for Grode, ex-Corporation
Attorney Chamberlain for Seng and
Jared How .for Johnstone. The up-
shot of the matter was that an
amicable understanding was reached
whereby the present incumbent will
continue in office until the courts
pass upon the question. This prop-
osition was made by Mr. Johns-
tone’s attorney, and to 'a man up a
tree it looks as though it were going
to be a case of Johnstone and How
milking the cow, while the others
are pulling away at her tail and
horns.

There was little of interest in the
proceedings of the board until the
assessorship question was sprung hy
the reading of Mr. Seng's $10,000
bond, which was signed by Tim
Reardon and David Hanna. Com-
missioner Ness moved that the bond
be approved, and Mr. Moritz sec-
onded him. Mayor Smith

IGNORED THE MOTION
for a few seconds, and then the bond
of Mr. Grode, with Matt Koch and
William Dawson Jr. as sureties, was
read.

Mayor Smith then said: “You
gentlemen of the board must under-
stand that, with the merits of the
case, the board has nothing to do. I
gave it out publicly that I would be
governed in my action by the opin-
ion of the attorney general, and that
opinion will prevail with me, al-
though it is eontrary to what I ex-
pected. Your duty does not call for
a consideration of the merits of the
case, and as to the bonds, we can
approve them both.”

Attorney How attempted to speak,
but Mr. Ness interrupted him, in-
sisting that there was a motion be-
fore the beard.

“I did not entertain your motion,”
said Mayor Smith.

chair, and call for the approval of

Otherwise there
might be some question of the paying
of the assessor.

This was followed by a statement
on the part of Mr. Chamberlain in
behalf- of his client that, while he
could see no reason why the board
should not approve the bond of Mr.
Seng, he did not see that any harm
would result from placing the bonds
on file until the mattér was settled
in the courts. Attorney Michael also
consented to let matters stand as
they were until passed upon by the
courts.

In reply to Commissioner McCar-
ron’s suggestion that he did not see
why both ecould not qualify, Mr.
How said it would simply tend te
still further complicate matters, as
his client would be serving while
two other qualified claimants stood
in the background. It would give
rise to questions regarding the sal-
ary.

Both Seng and Grode stated per-
sonally that the proposed arrange-
ment was satisfactory to them, so, on
motion of Mr. Ness, the bonds were
ordered placed on file,

There is a good deal of talk regard-
ing the time it will take to secure a
hearing on the question before the
supreme court, and it is intimated
sthat the proposition of Mr. How was
simply a trick in the interest of Mr.
Johnstone, knowing that it would
take months to get a hearing, and in
the meantime his client would be
drawing down

that if Grode had allowed Seng to go
in he could institute quo warranto
proceedings and have the question de-
termined very shortly. It is probabie,
however, that all parties to the con-
troversy know what they are doing.

An opinion of the attorney general,
written at the request of the county
attorney in 1893, relative to the pay-
ment of the assessor, was read. The
question has been raised that monthly
bayments were illegal, but the at-
torney general held that they were
not.

CONTRACT IS AWARDED

FOR THE PAVING OF SIXTH
STREET WITH ASPHALT.

FORTY THOUSAND DCLLARS

Of the City’s Money Will Go to
Hennessey Brothers and Cox--
Seventh Sireet Paving.,

Yesterday afternoon the board of
public works awarded the contract for
paving Sixth street with asphalt, from
Sibley street to Smith avenue, to Hen-
nessey Bros. & Cox, of St. Paul. On
the steep grade between Wabasha and
Cedar streets granite pavement will
be laid. The bid of Hennessey & Cox
on the Bermuda asphalt, which they
will lay, was $10,218.30, and they bid
$3,762.50 on the block of granite pav-
ing.

Reduced to square yards, the bids
are: For asphalt, $2.30 per square yard,
and for granite $2.50. The only other
bidder was the Warren-Scharff com-
pany, of New York, whose bid on
Trinidad asphalt was $2.38 per square
yard.

The work of paving Sixth street will
begin as soon as the frost is out of the
ground. Hennessey Bros. & Cox, the
contractors, will soon commence pav-
ing Seventh street with asphalt.

RUNDLETT ON A TOUR.

Examining Asphalt Pavements in
the Mormon State.

City Engineer Rundlett has gone to
Salt Lake City to examine the asphalt
pavement of that ecity, which was
manufactured from asphalt native to
Utah. It is reported that the asphalt
found in this territory, as well as that
discovered in California, is in every
respect as satisfactory as the product
of Trinidad and the Bermudas. Mr.
Rundlett will make a thorough in-
vestigation, in view of the large
amount of asphalt pavement that is
to be laid in St. Paul. If the native
asphalt proves to be equal to the im-
ported article, and the yield is suffi-
cient to supply the cities generally,
the cost of asphalt pavement will be
materially lessened.

HULL'S HOT HITS

Shall We Do to Be
Saved 2”

GIVE RISE TO THE QUERY

In Many Minds, “What Can
#r. Hull Do to Be
~ Saved?”

INGERSOLLIAN TO A DEGREE

‘Though He Eschews the Ar-
rows of Ridicule for Shafts
of Sarcasm.

“What Shall We Do to Be Saved?”
was the pious-sounding topic of a
lecture delivered at Ford's Music
hall last night by Willard J. Hull,
of Buffalo, N. Y. But the discourse
itself was far from pious in the
churchly sense of the word.

On the contrary, it was radical in
the extreme., It was fairly Inger-
sollian, with this difference, that the
lecturer eschewed the arrows of
ridicule for the shafts of sarcasm.
These he employed freely and ef-
fectually in attacking the hypocrisy
of modern Pharisees who are forever
thanking the Creator that they are
not as other men are.

Mr. Hull is a man of - slé¥der
frame and medium height. His
countenance is pale and studious in
character. His right arm is his only
one, but it is so prolific of expressive
gestures that its companion is not
missed. *Mr. Hull is an earnest
speaker. He possesses a strong,
resonant voice, flexible, well modu-
lated and capable of revealing the
full significance of every utterance.

‘When Mr. Hull stepped upon the
platform last evening, he faced an
audience that filled the hall. After
a few introductory remarks of a
mild and innocent character, the
lecturer placed his manuscript upon
the rack before him, and made the
following startling, not to say hot
proposition:

M1f you would be saved do not
bring any more children into the
world, for if the Christian plan of
salvation is the true plan, we are
adding to the population of hell
nearly every time a child is born.”

The house was as still as death.
Not a man or woman even coughed.
Surprise  hypnotized them. The
lecturer continued:

“If the child is father of the man,
there need be no wonder at the
number of decaygd families. But I
have no idea that the plan will be
adopted, so I propose to analyze the
various

SCHEMES OF SALVATION

and see what there is in them. I
think it is no more than fair that
an unbeliever should be heard on
this subject, in view of the fact that
the Ivanhoes of the pulpit have al-
ways enjoyed a monopoly of the
matter.”

By this time Mr. Hull's hearers
had regained their breath, and re-
covered sufficiently from their sur-
prise to listen with appreciative at-
tention to what followed.

Mr. Hull proceeded to attack the
Chrigtian schem of salvation. He con-
tended that no act, good or bad, that

tion of natural law. There could be
no mediator between an Infinite and
a finite being. A finite being could
not offend or defend an Infinite being.

“As long,” said the lecturer, ‘“as
man is made to believe that his life
and actions have any effect upon the
immutable laws of nature, so long will
he believe that he requires a Savior.”

In a humorous style the speaker de-
scribed three different routes to salva-
tion. One was the Christian line, a
direct route, on which the passenger’'s
baggage was transported free of
charge, and no character, no individ-
uality, no anything was required but a
properly stamped ticket, with a coupon
on which was inscribed the letters “B.
of J.,”” meaning ‘“‘blood of Jesus.” An-
other was a branch line which encir-
cled the broad country districts, and
gathered up those willing to go. This
the lecturer termed the “Blue Line,”
and he admitted that he was traveling
on it. The third was the “Materialist's
Line,”” a stub line, he said, which
didn’t make any promises regarding
the end of the journey. Its tickets
read: “Your feet may touch bottom—
we don’'t know; you may meet your
loved ones—we don't know.”

Mr. Hull then arraigned the agnos-
tics as severely as the believers, and
declared that there wasn't much dif-
ference between the two. If the Chris-
tian belief that God was all-knowing
and foresaw all things were true, then
He was responsible for the moral ruin
of those whom He created.

“The saved man,” continued the lec-
turer, “is he who studies his own pow-
ers. He perceives that tha secret of
a true life is self-government and the
art of attending to’his own affairs. He
knows that it is easier to be orthodox
than it is to be just.” (Applause).

The speaker paid a glowing tribute
to nature, calling it the Bible, which

JIM'S AWFUL HAMMER

JUDGE SCHOONMAKER WANTS
TO ABOLISH EVERYTHING,

HE ADDRESSES REFORMERS

At a Seventh Ward Meeting and
Swings Hixs Battle Ax With
Great Recklessness,

Judge James Schoonmaker and the
Seventh Ward Municipal league
held an abolition meeting last
evening at the Albion. They abol-
ished the board of control, anni-
hilated the salaries of the deputy
clerks of the district court and of the
assistant county attorney, the cor-
oner, the second and third assistant
corporation attorneys and the assist-
ant health commissioner.

President Tighe being out of the
city, E. J. Hodgson, vice president,
took the chair, and promptly an-
nounced the purpose of the meeting
to be the reduction of taxation. He
admitted that the city and county
might obtain the meeting’s consent
to the payment of present salaries,
providing they did not exceed $20
or §30 per month. Above those fig-
ures he regarded no salary as sa-
c¢red, not even the salaries of the
judi"ciary. In fact, the purchasing
power of money had so increased
during the past eight years that
every one was now making more
money than ever—except the cap-
italists who own much real estate.
These latter are unfortunately grow-
in‘g' poorer each year, and, unless
their taxes can be reduced, they are
likely even to leave the city. Under
these circumstances it ought to be
a positive pleasure for the public
officers, whose pay has been so con-
stantly increasing, to accept a de-
cided reduction. .
,-While awaiting the report of the
executive committee, Mr. Willius be-
guiled the assemblage with a clip-
ping from some Minneapolis parer,
which, as read by Secretary Wright,
disclosed a weird parable of muni-
cipal frogs.

Judge Schoonmaker then began his
deadly work of abolition. From this
time forward the session resolved it-
self into Judge Schoonmaker. It is
true that the rest of the league went
through the form of adopting the
judge’s resolutions, but the opera-
tion was as perfunctory as the ap-
proval of a czar’s ukase by his cab-
inet council. The pleasing tranquil-
lity of these proceedings was once
or twice interrupted by a protest
from S. E. Anderson and W. E.
Bramhall, but they were soon made
to feel like giaours in the mosgue of
the faithful. Judge Schoonmaker’s
resolutions were all of a piece, and
expressed the sense of the meeting
that certain special laws establish-
ing certain offices or salaries ought
to be abolished, in accordance with
bills to be presented or already pre-
sented to the legislature. - He first
abolished the board of control,

or the board's clerk—whichever would
go the easiest. . Next, he aholished the
salary of $3 per day now paid the
deputy clerks of the district court, so
that they may be paid from the gen-
eral fees of the clerk's office. He then
blotted out the assistant county at-
torney. Mr. Anderson had the temer-
ity to object to this on the remarkable
ground that it was really necessary
to have an able man as county at-
torney, and that the large business
of the office required the services of
an assistant. . The objector was speed-
ily informed that the way to reform
was to reform, and Judge Schoon-
maker proceeded to relieve the cor-
oner of the temptation of a regular
salary, and placed him upon the frugal
basis of the small state fees.

The judge’s axe was now applied to
the necks of the second and third as-
sistant corporation attorneys, and
their execution was neatly effected af-
ter some trifling delay, due to the
foolish suggestion of Mr. Bramhall
that, with competent aid, the attorney
might save the city in one case the sal-
aries of his assistants for many years.

The executive committee here re-
ported some resolutions, approving of
the reduction of city and county sal-
aries; the abolition of the fee system;
Ozmun’s corrupt practices bill; Shee-
han’s bill for a constifutional amend-
ment as to charters; civil service, and
a primary election law, and disap-
proving of the Hfward bill and the
abelition of the water frontage tax,
exeept after it has been paid by the
property for ten years. The report did
not abolish everything it mentioned,
and therefore, presumably, was laid
on the table for the time being, as
out of accord with the spirit of the
meeting. ?

Freed once more from interruption,
Judge Schoonmaker was about to
abolish the assistant city and county
physicians, when Mr. Bramhall made
some ironical remarks as to the ten-
dency of the league to cut and slash
every salary that was mentioned.
Pleased with this drollery, the judge
graciously consented to his last mo-
tion’s being referred to the executive
committee. He then abolished the
assistant health commissioner, and,
as no one could suggest an office that
hadn’t been abolished, the judge ag-
journed his “bleody assize,” and his
retainers followed suit.,

TRAP CAREFULLY PREPARED

Clerk H. G. Tardy, in the office
of the county attorney, is responsi-
ble for the capture of a fugitive
from justice.

He told the man in a disinterested
manner that he thought it would be
all right, but Nelson had better call
and have a talk with the county
attorney. Yesterday Nelson walked
into the office, and when Assistant
County Attorney Stan Donnelly saw
him, Stan’s eyes almost fell out of his
head. Nelson asked if the county
attorney was in, and Stan told him
he was not, but would be in a mom-
ent, if he would just sStep into the
next room and wait for him. Nelson
complied, and Stan went out and
brought in Deputy Sheriff Courteau.
Nelson soon began growing uneasy,
and said he would not wait.

“Oh, you have better wait; he'll
be in soon,” said Stan.

“Val, me tank me czall again,” re-
plied Nelson, rising to take his de-
parture.

“Oh, no, T think you had better
walit now,” said Stan, in a half dom-
manding tone.

Nelson's face changed colors a lit-
tle, for he was beginning to under-
stand. Then Stan called his atten-
tion to the little blunder he had
made, and the deputy took him to
the county jail.

Unless Sufficient Money Is Forth-

The two bodies will be taken
to-Boscobel, Wis., for burial, as City
Physician Ancker early yesterday re-
ceived a telegram from B. D, Closson,
which read:

“Ship the remains of Nellie and aunt
to Boscobel at once for burial.”

Rose Closson, of Chicago, a sister
of the dead milliner, telegraphed to
the same effect. &

Should not the relatives of the de-
ceased be able to sustain the neces-
sary expenses of shipment, the re-
mains will be interred in this city.

Yesterday Conductor Ball, a roomer
in the house where they met their
tragic death, called on McCarthy &
Donnelly. He guaranteed a proper
burial for both.

Jackson, her husband, against Ana-
stein W. Hageman et al., being an ac-
tion for the partition of $25,000 worth
of property on Jackson street belonging
to the estate of James Ruffner, who
died in West Virginia in 1868. Under a
decree of the probate court in the
county in which deceased lived it was
sought to sell the portion of the es-
tate belonging to Mrs. Jackson while
she was still a minor. This decree was
void, but. a settlement was finally
made, Mrs. Jaskson compromising the
matter without knowing anything
about the existence of the Minnesota
property. In 1892 she brought an ac-
tion a¥king for the partition of this
property. The defense is that by rea-
son of the previous settlement the
plaintiff is estopped. But the plaintiff
pleads ignorance of the existence of
the property at the time.
