"WASHINGTON, March 23.—

miral Meade has cabled the navy

department that he has sailed with
his squadron from San Domingo for

Kingston, Jamaica. According to

the itinerary arranged for.the cruise
of the North American squadron be-
fore it sailed from .Hampton Roads,

the vessels were to stop at Port Au
Prince, Hayti, after leaving San
Domingo and then proceed to Santi-
ago de Cuba, on the south coast of
the island. Just why Admiral Meade
omits these points in his cruise was

not explained. in his cablegram, and
at the navy department the officials
say that he has acted in this without
specific instructions. He is at full
liberty, however, they say, to make
such changes in the programme, and
their Idea is that as the squadron is
about ten days behind schedule
time, the admiral is trying to catch
up by skipping some of the ports of
the original list.

Another explanation that finds
more general belief than this offi-
cial view, is to the effect that Ad-
miral Meade has heard of the diffi-
culty that has arisen between the
United States and Spain over the

• Allianca affair, and is indisposed to
complicate the diplomatic adjust-
ment of the case by paying a visit
to Cuban waters that might be con-
strued by the -excitable Spanish
press into a demonstration in -force
Intended to coerce their government.
At Kingston, also, the admiral will
be convenient to the isthmus and
the Spanish main, so as to be in
readiness to respond to any call
there may be to strengthen the forces
at Colon, consisting of the Atlanta
and the Raleigh, and to have a ship
or two look into Bluefields.

The navy officials were much sur-
prised to see the report in the news-
papers that the Alert, which has
been stationed at Panama for sev-
eral weeks, has sailed for Callao,
Peru. They say that no such orders
have been sent to the ship, and ex-
pect that she will remain at the
isthmus until the Colombian revolu-
tionary troubles are settled and quiet
has been permanently restored. If

have selected the Ranger for the

NO ARMOR .WITHSTANDS IT. .
New Steel Shell Proves~to~Be~H

/Powerful Perforator.
WASHINGTON, March 23.—Two tests

took place at the proving grounds at
Indian Head today, one of Wheeler
Sterling projectiles and one of the
Hurst gun. The first was eminently
successful, but the latter was a dis-appointment. The projectile test was
of a thirteen-inch shell, one of a lot of
400 furnished by the Wheeler-Sterling
Steel company. By the terms of the
specifications, the selected shell was
required to pass through a seven-inch
nickel steel plate without being brokenup. It was fired with a striking veloc-ity of 500 feet per second, and passed
through the plate and sank about ten
feet into the butt behind it, whence it
was dug out practically uninjured.
This shot decided the acceptance of thelot. These shells are of forged steel,
and have a large chamber, which con-
tains a bursting charge of sixty pounds
of powder when in actual service. In
the tests the place of the powder is
taken by sand, so as to secure theproper weight.

The second test of the day consisted
Of experiments with the Hurst* gun, for
the purpose of ascertaining the veloc-ity obtained with it for given charges.
The projectiles used weighed 200 pounds
and the total powder charge about 185.

thirty-five hours a fishing fleet of
five small steamers, with crews ag-
gregating about fifty men, was ice-
bound in Lake Erie. The weather
was very cold.

Brave men from the ice-bound
steamers left their boats and walked
to shore over the floating ice for pro-
visions for their fellow fishermen.

The trip was a hazardous one, be-
set with danger.

The powerful tug Peerless, of this
port, was fitted out and was about
to start for Huron, when word was
received that the wind had shifted,
carrying the ice with it, and that the
tugs were coming in. It was a
night of terror for the men, and
when they stepped ashore this even-
ing they were weak from the effects
of the cold and exnosure.

NOT MUCH OF A REVOLT.
War in Cuba Not Equal to the

Street Car Strike.
