1. Plaintiff, the manufacturer,
agreed to sell to H, and the latter

sent." Held, in the absence of a find- :
ing as to a sale by sample, that there
was an implied condition of the.con-
tract, which was in writing, that the
bricks should conform to the descrip-
tion, but none that they would an-
swer the purpose for which they were
purchased.

2. Where the manufacturer of an
article sold in the market by descrip-
tion knowingly uses unsuitable and
defective material in manufacturing
he is liable for any latent, defect not 'disclosed to a purchaser.

the Good Templars, the Grand
Army, the Grange, the Druids, and
secret societies in general. "" v ;?V

In the evening Market hall was
secured for a mass meeting, but the-

I attendance was. .very small. A
! lengthy address was delivered V by

i President Blanchard, of the Na-
tional Christian association. The

! gentleman is a fluent and forcible
speaker, and in '* his * argument he
took the position that it is the duty
of ministers to find out and know
what secret societies are and what
they are doing. Then, said he, they
will be able to advise and warn the
young men of their congregations
against entering into sworn asso-
ciation with godless men. The
Christian churches are divided on
this subject more than on any oth-
er, and from this fact resulted the
phenomenal growth and popularity
of the secret • societies. " Let the
church once unite In denunciation
and the lodges \u25a0 would lose their
prestige.

First among the pernicious secret
societies Mr. Blarichard' placed the
Jesuits, " then the Masons, Odd Fel-
lows, :Knights of Pythias and the
minor orders, not omitting the Grand
Army and the Good Templars. In
the course of .lis remarks it devel-
oped that the innocent lodge altar
the Christless altar, as he called it-
was what the speaker most strongly
objected to. He called it the altar, of b

An altar j
means worship, and in all the lodge !
rooms men are worshiping at Christ-
less altars. Christian men and wom-
en are derelict in their duty when
they allow - these evil ; practices to i
flourish' and grow green while the
churches stand by "arid play at sav-
ing men. To accomplish reform,
there is need for an aroused Chris-
tian conscience and .an aroused po-
litical conscience. The lodges are
all composed of strong men, the
churches are made up largely of
women and children. No wonder
then that the secret societies wield
such a tremendous influence in all
the affairs of life.: It:is the business
of the churches to declare whether
Masonry or the other fraternities is
good or bad in '. the effect on the
temporal and eternal affairs of men.

As a summing up, the speaker
declared his belief that ?the -secret
organizations are not fit for Chris-
tian men to join. The church, he
held, should resolutely refuse to

HE DISCUSSES THE WAR

And Strongly Urges the Wip-
~"y ing Out of Sectional- %

ism.

INTRODUCED BY C. K. DAVIS

He Pays a High Tribute to the
. Valor of the Northern Y'y

Soldier.

Gen. John B. Gordon, the brilliant
orator and broad-gauged statesman
who is a United States senator from
his state, appeared as a representa-
tive man of the South at the Peo-
ple's church last night. He lectured
upon "The Last Days of. the Con-
federacy." Having been a promi-
nent figure in the lost cause, and; \
being a man of rare eloquence and
information, he is well equipped to
discourse upon that subject: The
audience were treated to bursts of
patriotic sentiment, flights of ora-
tory and incident told with peculiar
aptness, and were carried from ad-
miration to bursts of enthusiasm and
laughter at his well-told incidents.
He was introduced by Senator Cush-
man K. Davis as the most brilliant
orator in the senate, 'and -his two
hours' . address more than verified
the reputation. -'?-;..

Early in his speech he declared
that every soldier who fell in the
memorable conflict, although pale
in death, is a living example of that
monument of truth that he believed
in country. He said that it would
be hard for the present people of the
North in this day of peace and full
rations to believe the real truth of
the conditions of the South in the
War of the Rebellion. He alluded
to the first march of the Southern
army northward into Maryland.and
how they were turned back by Mc-
Clellan. He then gave a graphic ac-
count of the second time the army
crossed the Potomac and entered
Pennsylvania, and how it was driv-
en back. He related an incident of
a woman whom he characterized as
the . . -. Yy.

HEROINE OF THE SUSQUE-
HANNA, .

and illustrated the patriotic similar-
ity between the women of the North
and South. The Northern lady had.
entertained him and other Confed-
erate soldiers at dinner out of grat-
itude for saving her home, and at
dinner declared her patriotism for
the Union and that she daily prayed
for its preservation. He then told
how his own wife had followed him
on his campaign, and even to the
field of battle. J

The battle of Gettysburg and the
bravery of Gen. Meade were men-
tioned, and then he gave an in-
stance of the character of Gen.

.Me .de who. -when war governor of
Georgia, had offered a toast to the
speaker. A Northern man arose
and declared it was too soon after
the war to do so.

He related an incident of the battle
of Gettysburg, in the case of Gen.- ;
Barlow, of New York, -whom he left"
on the field for. dead, and sent 'a
message under a flag of truce to
the general's wife, and had her con-
ducted within the Confederate lines.
Many years after the war he dined
with Gen. Clarkson in New York.
He met a Gen. Barlow there whom

he took to be another : Gen. Barlow
who was in the army. The speaker

also had a namesake in the rebel
army who was a cousin. At the

dinner he asked Gen. Barlow if he
was related to the one he had left
dead on the field at Gettysburg, and
found it to be the same man. Gen.
Barlow asked - the speaker if he was
related to the Gen. Gordon who was
killed, believing it to be true that
the Gen. Gordon of the Gettysburg
fight had been killed. When it' was
mutually learned . tb*t"they \".are the
identical . men who ; i_ met in the
clover field at Gettysburg, a friend-
ship was renewed that continued
without any thought of resentment
or renewal of strife.

Many times interesting incidents
were told as the orator went along, i

to detail some of the great events of
the war. Through it all he brought
out in strong relief the bravery of
the two conflicting armies. He told
of Grant on the Rapidan, this being
'early in the war, when that great

soldier was not so well known in the
South as later. He spoke of the ,
great compliment paid to Grant at
that time by Lee, who said that
Grant \u25a0.'\u25a0..

WOULD NOT SURRENDER,
as was popularly believed by the
speaker and others of the Southern
army? Lee declared that Grant

would "push ' forward to Spottsyl-

vania court house, as was after-
wards demonstrated. It was later
that the Southern people learned
that the "U. S." in his name meant
"unconditional surrender."

Gen. Gordon told graphically of the
Battle of the Wilderness? The place
where Joe Hooker—Fighting Joe Hook-
er—placed the banner of the Union
upon the summit. The Wilderness,
where that matchless soldier, that
veritable thunderbolt of war, Stonewall
Jackson, fell. The words of Lee at
that time were recalled, when he said,

That Came Aboard a Ship Daring

a Storm,

. City Physician Wheeler has two bot-
tles of claret of uncertain age and still
more uncertain flavor, which he de-
lights in offering to his friends, not be-
cause of: the fine quality of. the • wine,
but because it gives him: a chance to
tell again a story of the sea that is a
little out of the ordinary. The claret-
is put: in lime bottles, such as may.be
found aboard any long-voyage vesssel,
and, while its most pronounced flavor
is a cross between lime juice and salt
water, there is still a "smack" in it
that reminds .one that it must have
been at one time prime "stuff." '*"Dr.
Wheeler was presented with the bottles
by Capt. Dexter, of the British ship
Samaritan, which recently left " this
port In cargo for Liverpool, and the
captain told the following story of how
he came . by them:

"In the fall of '93 we were bound
from Liverpool to Shanghai in ballast,
and .were nearing the Horn when a big
storm overtook us. We hove to and
drifted about 1,000 miles off shore. . The
storm was one of the worst I have ever
experienced in twenty years of seafar-
ing life, and one dark night," when big
seas were breaking over us, a big, burly
fellow from the forecastle ' came aft,
knife in hand, and walked directly up

me. Ithought for a minute that mu-
tiny was aboard,. and, drawing my re.,
volver, ordered him to stand back. But
I saw he was terribly frightened/and,
with chattering teeth, he told me that
a frightful-looking object was floun-
dering about amidships.
. "Iwent with him to see it, and, sure
enough, whenever a wave? struck us a' ,
"huge black body glowing in the phos-
phorescent blaze of the tropics, could'
be- seen floundering about on deck. .. I
soon ascertained that it was lifeless,
and then proceeded to investigate. It
proved to be nothing but a huge wine
cask, every stave of which was en-
crusted with barnacles, and Ithad been
probably left on deck by a receding
wave.

thing I had handy. The cask, Iplaced
in the British museum at Shanghai, for
it was a real curiosity.

overboard from some wreck, and it
must' have floated about in thidocean
for three or four years at least ore'
It came aboard of us. Barnacles do
not form on floating wood in less
time than that, and the cask was -so
covered with them that not a bit of
the wood was visible."

HARMONY^ GROVE, Ga., March 28.—
One of the most horrible catastrophes
that ever occurred in this county hap-
pened yesterday evening near Apple
Valley. The large boiler at the Lang-
ston sawmill exploded with fearful
and fatal results. William Goode had
just left the engine and was standing
near the saw when the boiler explod-
ed, and his body was cut entirely in
two and thrown several feet. John
Langston had finished eating dinner
fifty yards from the engine and was
sitting reading, when the boiler struck
his shanty, tore one side away, and
hurled Langston's body thirty yards
through the air. Nearly every bone
in his body was broken and he was
mangled beyond recognition.

The negro woman cook was in a
shanty washing dishes, when it was
struck by the boiler and she was. in-
stantly killed and thrown a consider-
able distance through the woods.
Pieces of her clothing were found on
trees twenty feet above the ground.
Three other people were badly injured.
The explosion was terrific and was
plainly heard here, a distance of fivemiles. The boiler was hurled 150 yards
up the hill, striking the ground and
bouncing up and down several times,tearing down trees like a cyclone.
