LANCASTER, Pa., April C—Thomas
Grady, cashier of the First National
bank, of Marietta, was arrested today

on a charge of embezzlement. It was
learned from inside sources that the

amount taken was $25,000, but that
Grady had made restitution in the

sum of $15,000, by turning over securi-

ties to the bank. The embezzlement
was discovered by Grady stealing $19,-

--000 outright. He went to Philadelphia

to deposit $25,000, but only put $6,000
away and pocketed the balance. Bank
Examiner James Harrity, it is said,
discovered the difference between the
actual balance ,at Philadelphia and
what ''should .have .been there, and

caused Grady's arrest. Grady en-
tered the bank as a messenger, and
was promoted step by step until he
attained the position of cashier. He
was well known in society. His down-
fall is said to be the result of stock
speculation. Bank Examiner Harrity
Is now in charge of the bank. The
capital stock of the bank is $100,000 and
the surplus fund $100,000, and the de-
falcate-.i docs not affect the bank.

WAS THIS GROOM INSANE.

Nuptial Couch Tra&edy Causing

11 Sensation in Frisco.
SAN FRANCISCO, April C—Late

yesterday afternoon the bodies of Car-
lo Enrico Reta and his wife of but a
few hours were found dead in bed in
a room of the Palace hotel, to which
they had retired about 2a. m. A pistol
of small calibre was found, and; a bul-
let hole over the heart of each told
how they went out of the world to-
gether, clasped in each other's arms.
Carlo Enrico Reta, "lieutenant of the
Seventeenth Casart cavalry," arrived
In this city nine months ago. He had
no means of earning a livelihood, ex-
cept by giving instructions in the Ital-
ian language. This is how he became
acquainted with Adele Wolf, th<* girl
who was found dead at his side. His
love was reciprocated by his pupil, but
I.er mother refused to entertain an
idea of marriage. Reta was a musi-
cian, a gentleman by birth and breed-
ing, and very popular in the Italian
colony. He gave up his commission
In the Italian army when he came to
this country, but his card still bore his
title. Rota's family in Italy is a weal-
thy one. but the young man himself
had little money.

Joseph Wolf, the father of the dead
girl, is now in Carlsbad, Germany,
being separated from his family. .The
dead girl had been in Europe with her
mother and was well educated, espe-
cially in music, her voice being far
above the average.

He intended to kill himself, but was
prevented. After a long illness, the
young woman recovered.

HYPNOTISM A DEFENSE.

Kansas Supreme Court Acquits a
, . Murderer.

Topeka, .April 6.—The supreme
court ofKansas today practically recog-

nized hypnotism as a factor in murder
cases. The celebrated Sumner county
hypnotic murder case was decided by
the supreme court, and Anderson Gray
the man who planned the murder of
Thomas Patton, was convicted of mur-
der, On May 5 last Thomas Patton was
shot and killed near his home, in Sum-
ner county, by a man named Thomas
McDonald. On the trial of the case it
was shown that the murder was planned
by a man named Anderson Gray, who,
by the influence ho possessed over, Mc-
Donald, persuaded him to kill Patton.

The supreme court now acquits Mc-
Donald, the man who did the shooting,
and convicts Anderson Gray, who
planned the murder.
