LITTLE SCIENCE IS SHOWN

But the Battle Gory Enough
--The Result Was Un-
expected.

Gus Augustine, of ‘this city, and
Tom Norton, of Minneapolis, both
welterweights, fought for a purse
last night a mile over the line
in Wisconsin. The battle was pulled
off before an audience of 200 sport-
ing men from the Twin Cities. The
mill was brief, but gory enough to
satisfy the most exacting. It lasted
just five rounds, the Minneapolis
man going out on a chance left-
hand upper cut,which landea square-
ly on the point of his cmn.

When the battie was over both
men looked like slaughter house
graduates. Norton's eyes were
nearly closed, and a big lump on his
left cheek indicated the frightful
forece of Augustine’s vicious left.

The fight nearly resulted in a row,
many claiming that Norton was on
his feet when the gong rang. This
belief was erroneous, as the Minne-
apolis pug was clearly on ““all fours”
when he was counted out. The time-
keeper so viewed the situation, and
the fight was awarded to the St. Paul
man.

The fight was an exhibition of
brute strength and endurance rather
than science. It was “biff,” “bang’—
give and take—from the moment the
big fellows shook hands.

Both men slugged terrifically, and
after the second round both were
ETOgRY.

Early in the fight it looked as if
Augustine would be a soft mark, but
Norton several times failed to follow
up advantages that would havegiven
him the battle. This was notably so
in the fourth round, when

NORTON SENT HIS MAN DOWN,

where he remained until the time-
keeper counted six. When he re-
gained his feet, he swayed like a
reed, but managed to duck several
attempted finishers. In the final
round it was the toss of a coin
which would put the other out. Both
men fought at random, but Augus-
tine finished his man on a break-
away after a clinch.

As a preliminary to the middle-
weight battle, the main event of the
evening, Jack McDonald, of this city,
and Eddy Gardner, of Minneapolis, a
brother of the “Omaha Kid,” donned
the mitts. The boys fought at 115
pounds. and bave a clean, scientific ex-
hibition. At the end of the sixth
round the contest was decided a draw.
It was McDonald’s first appearance in
the ring, and the little fellow caught
the crowd by the exceedingly clever
way he handled himself. Both were
game, active and alert. While a num-
ber of heavy body blows were ex-
shanged, neither scored a clean knock-
down. The referee’'s decision was
heartily applauded.

The crowd was in good humor when
the time for the big fellows to come
out was given. Norton put in ap-
pearance first. He was attended by
Herman Smith and Louis Bodun, of

Land Right Up Among the
Leaders.

A CLUB OF HARD HITTERS.

Auburn-Haired Third Base-
man Talks in a Very San-
guine Manner.

HIS RECORD AS A PLAYER.

Base Hits Are His Long Suit--
News of the Sporting
World.

“St. Paul will finish the season in
the Western league one, two, three.
We are a hard-hitting nine, and
they can’t beat us running bases.”
This assuring declaration was
vouchsafed by Third Baseman
“Tim” O’Rourke, of the Saints,who
arrived in this city early last even-
ing. He came from his farm near
Tracy, Lyon county, Minn. Tim’s
playing weight is 160 pounds, and
he looks as *‘fit”’ as a prize fighter.
He says he is anxious for the sea-
son to open, and that he expects to
play the game of his life under
Comiskey. If the lively third base-
man will only duplicate his '94 work
with the Sioux, the St. Paul “‘root-
ers” will not register a suspicion
of a kick.

“Farmer Tim” was the king pin
of the Western league last year.
His batting was terrific. He easily
led the whole crowd with a bat-
ting average of 382. In fielding, too,
he enjoyed the distinction of lead-
ing all third basemen in his league,
with an average of .954. Comiskey
regards him as one of his stars, and
predicts that when the season
closes Tim -will have repeated his
batting triumph of 1894.

O’'Rourke is a Chicago boy, and
was born in the Windy city twenty-
eight years ago. He began his base
ball career in 1886 as an outfielder
for Minneapolis. During the inter-
vening years he has shown such re-
markable ability that he has been
sold no less than four different
times at figures ranging from $1,000
to $5,000. After playing with the
Emporia, Kansas, team in 1887, he
drifted to the Texas league, and
played with Dallas in 1888, Galves-
ton in 1889 and Houston early in
1890. In July of that year he was
sold to Syracuse, New York, where
he finished the season. O’Rourke

in 1891, and late in the season was
sold to Columbus. The succeeding
year his reputation as a batter at-
tracted the attention of the Balti-
more management, and negotiations
opened which resulted in
O'Rourke’s becoming a full-fledged
Oriole.

Although among the big leaguers,
O’Rourke was so handy with the

timers were surprised, and when the
season of '93 closed he had the satis-
faction of being classed among the
heavy batters of the country. He
was only exceeded in his bat-
ting average by such famous strik-
ers as Childs, of Cleveland, and the
veteran Dan Brouthers. O’Rourke
and Delehanty, the hard-hitting out-
fielder of the Phillies, were tied for
third place.

In 1894 Baltimore sold O’'Rourke
to Louisville, receiving Jennings and
Taylor in exchange and a cash
bonus of $1,500. He finished the sea-
son with Sioux City, where he stood
head and shoulders above any third
baseman in the Western league,

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LADY SOMERSET DEFENDED.

Miss Willard Explains How She
Rents Buildings for Saloons.

LONDON, April 11.—Charges made
by Mr. Hicks, of Chicago, recently,
that Lady Henry Somerset rented con-
siderable of her property here to liquor
dealers and that her tenements "were
allowed to remain in a disgracefully
unhealthy condition, have caused much
indignation among Lady Somerset’s
friends. Relative to the matter, Miss
Francis Willard says:

‘““As soon as Lady Henry Somerset
‘had left the United States, old state-
ments - concerning her saloons, her
slums, her parks, etec., were revived.
In England none .of the criticisms
would be received for a moment. 1t is
well known that when she came ‘into
her property most of it was under
ninety-nine year leases, with which
she could no more interfere than an
outsider; a few licenses of the few
public houses on her estate have run
out, and, in every instance, she has-
declined to renew them. She is just
now having a law suit with her trus-
tees, who claim that for her not to re-
new the license of the Whitehall, a
famous hotel in the town of Reigate,
near London, where she lives, is a
public injury, and that, as trustees,
they are in duty bound to prevent
property becoming less valuable. In
her defense Lady Henry Somerset as-
serts the right of conscience, and that-
she is not to be required to do what she
considers to be wrong, even though the
property should suffer.

“Lady Henry Somerset’s record is
perfectly clear, and the men who are
trying to injure her are undoubtedly
in the empley of the liquor traffic. As
for Mr. Hicks, I never heard of him,
much less worked with him, as the
liquor papers say I did.”

The Monterey is at
present at San Diego.

WASHINGTON, April 11.—TIt can
be positively stated that no orders,
sealed or otherwise, have been sent
to the Olympia to proceed to Corinto.
The vessel was ordered to make a
practice cruise in Santa Barbara
channel, and then to visit the town
of Santa Barbara during the flower
festival. Later on she may be sent
to relieve the Philadelphia at Hon-
olulu.

ENGLAND JCOVETS VENEZUELA.

Senator Morgan Says the Present
Claims Are but a Starter.

WASHINGTON, April |ll.—Senator
Morgan, chairman of the senate for-
elgn relations committee, was asked
to say how he regarded the situation in
Venezuela, and replied by saying:

"“T have no doubt that Great Britain's

COTHANTS DEFENSE.

TESTED BY ARMY OFFICERS.

THE DEADLY HAIL OF SHOT

From the Monster Mortars—Giant
Guns Do Great
Worl.

NEW YORK, April 11. — Every
army officer in the neighborhood of
this city who could secure leave of
absence today went down to the
proving grounds at Sandy Hook to
witness the testing of the big mor-
tar battery, and also to watch the
working of the big twelve-inch rifle
on the gun-lift battery.

The great mortars are so mounted
that each can be used separately.
The movements of the men operating
the guns are directed from above
ground. Today communication was
had with the officers in charge of
each by means of a telephone fas-
tened to the pole of a field tele-
graph outfit, which had been erected
for this purpose, and also for the
purpose of communicating with the
squad of soldiers stationed down
the beach at the 3,000 and 6,000-yard
marks ‘to note the descent of the
projectiles. When the guests were
all assembled on the top of the bat-
tery between the two westerly pits,
the order was given to fire, and at
1:45 p. m. the sixteen mortars were
fired four at a time in quick sue-
cession, making but four tremend-
ous reports. When the smoke cleared
away the sixteen shots could b= seen
clearly in the air, each four grouped
together as closely as when they
left the mortars. The projectiles
looked more like a flock of black-
birds - going heavenward than so
many messengers of

DESTRUCTION AND DEATH.

Their course through the air could
be easily traced on their upward
flight, but when they began to drop
their speed was too great to admit
of noting their descent from the
battery.

The charge used in the first fire was
sixty pounds of prismatic powder, with
a projectile weighing 800 pounds. 'The
mortars were elevated to 60 degrees
and were ranged to carry 6,000 yards.
Almost an hour elapsed before the
mortars were discharged a second
time. They were charged to carry an
800-pound projectile 4,000 yards. Twen-
ty-nine pounds of black spherohex-
agonal powder was used, the elevation
of the guns being the same as at first,
with the exception that one of the
mortars failed to discharge, and only
fifteen shots went screaming heaven-
ward. The sixteen projectiles had
landed in a space very little, if larger,
than the size of the battery. They
were imbedded six feet in the ground,
and the corporal in charge of the
squad at that point declared that near-
ly all of them

DROPPED VERTICALLY

into the sand. When the shells are
dug up and their numbers ascertained
their positions will be compared with
the position of the guns from which
they were fired. The officers present
were unanimous in the opinion that a
ship would have a very poor chance of
getting away from this battery once
she would come within range.

An exhibition was given of the ten-
inch rifle, which is mounted on the
Gordon disappearing gun carriage. Af-
ter the second shot was discharged a
break in the machinery of the carriage
occurred, and the tests had to be dis-
continued.

The guests were then taken to the
top of the gun-lift battery, where two
monstrous twelve-inch guns are
mounted, one on the new lift, the other
being as yet on a temporary structure.
After the gun on the lift was run up
to the level of the platform of the bat-
tery it was given a range of five miies
and elevated ten degrees.. The 1,000-
pound projectile was backed by 470
pounds of prismatic powder. This
piece was -only discharged once, the
shot landing far out to sea, directly in
a line, but much beyond a white buey
which had been placed there for a
mark.
