AN INTERESTING FAMILY.
Col. Fred Grant’s Boy Was

the Favorite of the 0Old
General.

CHILDREN OF U. S. GRANT IL.

Iirs. Sartoris’ Daughters Are
Reported to Be Very
Handsome Girls.

NEW YORK, April 25.—Seventy-
three years ago Saturday Ulysses S.
Grant, the hero of the Union, was
born. It is a day that is celebrated
by patrictic societies and military as-
sociations in many of the cities of the
land, but among the people of the
naton who reverence the memory of
the soldier it is allowed to pass with-
out that unanimous celebration
which many deem its just due.

But in the coming years April 27
will be a day as dear to the hearts
of the nation as Washington’s birth-
day is now. Already the agitation to
make Gen. Grant’s birthday a legal

holiday has been begun, and in the
near future, when the cumbersome
machinery of national legislation has
been well oiled by the patriotism of
the country, the holiday will become
a fact and stand as a lasting monu-
ment to the greatness of the man.
Gen. Grant, his wife and sons and
daughters have been written about
time after time, and every one is
familiar with them, but little or
nothing has been said about the
younger Grants, the grandchildren,
who are now growing into manhood
and womanhood, and upon whoze
heads will rest the responsibility of
carrying the name down to posterity.
These grandchildren form a peculi-
arly interesting group, and at this
time of the anniversary of Gen.
Grant’s birthday are particular sub-
jects of interest to the American
people. There are twelve grand-
children in all, some of them in Eng-
land, others in the far West, and

others in the East.. Many thousands
‘of miles separate them today, but in
each of their childish hearts tender
thoughts have gone up to the man
whose memory is so lovingly cherish-
ed by them.

Through the courtesy of Col. Fred-
erick Dent Grant, eldest son of the
general, and the present headsof the
family, portraits of eleven of the
grandchildren were obtained. THhe
missing portrait is that of the young-
est son of Jesse Grant, who now lives
at San Diego, Cal. These portraits
have never been published before in
collective form, and to the tens of
thousands of admirers of the late
general they possess a unique in-
terest.

COL. GRANT'S CHILDREN.

Col. Fred Grant has two children,
and they now live at No. 25 East Sixty-
second street. The elder of the two!
! is Miss Julia Grant, a young lady of |
eighteen, who is just about entering

society. Unusual attention has been
given her education, and today she
is a linguist of considerable skill and
an artist of no small ability. She has
not dabbled in art like the average
girl, but has made a serious study of
it, and has done portrait work in oils
which has commanded the attention
of connoisseurs.

The younger of the two children is a
boy, who is the particular admiration
of all the branches of the Grant fam-
ily, and of all the people who know
him. He will be fourteen years of age
on the 4th of July next, having been
born in 1881, two days after the shoot-
ing of President Garfield.

GENERAL GRANT'S PET.

This boy is named Ulysses 8. Grant,
and he was the pet of the closing
years of his grandfather. It was Gen.
Grant’s hope to make a great soldier
of his young namesake, and just prior
to his death he left a letter addressed
to the president of the United States
in 189 asking that the boy be ad-
mitted at West Point. It will fall to

President Cleveland’s lot, unless the
fates intervene, to answer this letter.
. The boy is very tall for his age,
standing about five feet eight, and
promising to grow into an unusually
tall ' man. He is self-possessed and
courteous, and has displayed studious
traits which are regarded as marvel-
lous by his instructors at the Cutler
school, in East Fiftieth street, where
he is the prize scholar. He not only
speaks French and German, but he
can converse in all the patols of those
languages. He also knows somethning
of Italian, and is proficient in Latin.

His school companions have matle.
him editor-in-chief of the school paper,
and while he has four associate editors
on his staff, the bulk of the work
falls upon him. He takes a deep inter-
est in military matters, and on one¢ of
the upper floors of his home has an
army of 3,000 lead soldiers, which are
put through all manner of intricate
evolutions.

Col. Grant modestly declined to talk
about the boy, but asked the writer
to see his school instructors, saying
at the time: ‘‘The boy has exceeded
all my expectations. In-fact, I never
hoped that a member of my individual
family would be so clever.” Col. Grant
is an abnormally modest man, and
delicately keeps in the background
those qualities and abilities which have
won him the respect and esteem cf
countless friends.

At the school the boy attends he
is reckoned as its best mathematician,
He has a record of securing 899 and
some fractional marks out of a pos-
sible 900 for nine jweeks’ work, a
standing which school children can
readily appreciate.

Mrs. Sartoris, the only daughter of
the late general, has a very interesting
family of three children—a boy and
two girls. The boy, Algernon Edward
Sartoris, is now eighteen, and is study-
ing in England preparatory to entoge
ing Oxford. He is a fine, manly chap,
and promises to resemble in looks his
noted grandfather.

The elder of the girls is Miss Vivian,
who is now sixteen. She is at pres-
ent visiting an aunt, Mrs. Gordon, in
England, and promises to be the beau-
ty of the family. She is very bright
and clever, and her classical features
and perfectly modeled face have made
her much sought after by artists anx-
ious to paint her

The younger daughter hears the odd
and pretty name Rosemary, but is gen-
erally called Rosie. She lives with
her mother In Washington, and, being
but fourteen, is still in the schoolroom.
Like her sister, she Is algo unusually
pretty, and promiges to bo a clever
woman,

JESSE GRANT'S CHILDREN.

Jesse Grant’s home at S8an Diego Is
happy in the possession of two chil-
dren, a girl of thirteen and a hoy of

eight. Mrs. Jesse Grant was a Miss
Chapman, and the boy is called Chap-
man Grant. This is the only grand-
child whose portrait is missing.

The portrait of Miss Nellie Grant,the
daughter, does not look much like her
now, as it was taken when she

was
but four years old and that was
nine years ago. This little girl was
named after two aunts, Mrs. Sartoris

on her father's side and
her mother on the other.

As long as the name of Grant lasts
in the memory of the nation, these
little children so briefly told about
and their descendants will always be
subjects of interest to the American
people.
