' There is no more familiar emblem,
nor is there any more honored, among
civicorders than the littlecopper badge i
pf the Grand Army of the Republic.

It demands the respect of every pa-
triotic citizen, and to the observer it
Is patent that it receives this respect,
and is deserving of the highest re-
gard, for it proclaims the wearer one
who has risked his life for his coun-
try's honor. It is not the purpose of

this article to give a detailed history of
the Grand Army; in fact, it aims to
deal only with the personnel of the
commanders of the different St. Paul
posts. It is fitting to say to readers
who know bur little of the organiza-
tion, that it found its birth April 6,
1866, in Decatur, 111. Its originator

was Dr. Benjamin F. Stephenson, of
Springfield, who served during the
war as surgeon of the Fourteenth
Illinois infantry. Since then the* or-
ganization has grown till it contains
more than two-thirds of those living

who participated in the battles of the
civil war, and there is hardly a town
of any size in the union but has in it
a post or a group of members of the
organization. ..

In October, 1866, the first move to-
ward the starting up a post in Min-
nesota was made. But it was not till
April, 1870, that the first post was
established in St. Paul. This was
Acker Post No. 21. Like other organi-
zation, it had its ups and downs, and
was. 1 reorganized twice. The second
post, Garfield Post No. 8, is, it may be
said, ah offshot of Acker post, and
was organized Dec. 29, 1881. Later .on
Gen. Ord post and Gettysburg post
were organized. The active member-
ship of Acker post is now about 300,

and Garfield and. Gen. Ord have more
than 100 each, with Gettysburg follow-
ing closely. *

The meetings of the different posts
are held as follows:'
; Acker Post No. 21 meets the second

and fourth Saturdays in each month
at Central hall, corner of West Sev-
enth and Sixth streets.

Garfield Post No. 8 meets every
Saturday of the month at 350 East
Seventh, street.

Gen. Ord Post No. 20 meets the
second and fourth Fridays of each
month in Odd Fellows' building.

Gettysburg Post No. 148 meets the
Eecqnd and fourth Fridays of each
month in the hall on South Wabasha
street, corner of Colorado.

The GLOBE this morning presents

to its readers portraits of the com-
manders of these post?, and short
Sketches of their military career?.

ACKER POST COMMANDER.
Col. James Hamilton Davidson, who

Is a familiar figure in St. Paul, and Is
\u25a0well known throughout Minnesota and
the Northwest. He is a native of
Ohio, was born at Burlington, in Law-
rence county," January 25, 1533-He is
of Scotch-Irish ancestry. Like other
men 'who have risen to prominence,

his early days were spent 'on a farm,
and the rudiment's of his -education
•were acquired in a district school.
In 1857 he entered the Ohio Wesleyan
university, from' which he was gradu-
ated in 1801. In the same year th?
Bounds of war. were heard "in the
South, and Oct. 10 young.. Davidson
crossed the' Ohio river to Cattlesburgr.
Ky., and enli.st?d as a private in Com-
pany 8. . Fourteenth regiment; Ken-
tucky volunteer infantry. Mis military
experience at coWe'ifer and bis knuwi-
edge of military rill was instrumental
In gaining him rap!>| promotion, a£lU
a month after Ms eni;=trr?nt lie w.is

made first lieutenant of the company.
She ensuing fallvand winter he served

to the valley of the Big Sandy, in the
mountains of Kentucky and West Vir-
ginia, and was a participant in the bat-
tle of Middle Creek. In this engage-
ment Lieut. Davidson lead his com-
pany in assaulting the enemy. This
bit of military bravery was successful,
and Gen. Garfield, wno in that battle
won the stars of a brigadier general,
presented the young lieutenant with
a Belgian rifle, captured by him from
a rebel. This memento Col Davidson
has in his possession today. June 5,
1862, at Cumberland Gap, Lieut. David-
son was promoted to the captaincy of
his company. Later he was detailed
to drill officers of a ner# regiment
which was forming at Camp Dick
Robinson. Dec. 23, 1863, he was com-
missioned major of the Forty -ninth
regiment, Kentucky Volunteer Infan-
try. In December, 1864, he was com-
missioned by President Lincoln colonel
of the One Hundred and Twenty-sec-
ond United States colored troops, in
which position he served till he was
honorably mustered out of service,
Jan. 16, 1866, at New Orleans.

During Col. Davidson's service ho
was many times honored by the war
department, and served on detached
duty as judge advocate, president of
examining boards, and was in charge
of many important details of the ser-
vice. After his discharge he returned
to his old Ohio home, and after re-
maining there a few months with his
family, he removed to St. Paul, and
entered upon the study of law. In
1867 he was admitted to the bar. He
did not immediately enter into prac-
tice, but turned his attention to news-
paper work, and for three years' was
city editor of the old Press. Upon
quitting newspaper work, he com-

menced the practice of law, and soon
found himself numbered among the
prominent advocates of the Northwest.
He prospered ; he knew the undeveloped .
greatness of , the city ; that he chose
as his home, speculated successfully
in real ' estate, and was. prime mover
in many business enterprises with

marked success. He has always been
I identified with the progress of the city,

and the various organizations intended
to promote its interests. He, is'known
as a power in political circles, and be-
ing an orator of wonderful ability, his
voice is heard in every campaign when
the interests of his party are at stake.

COMMANDER OF ORD POST.
Adolphus S. Bates, commander of

Gen. Ord post, is one of the most
popular Grand Army men of the city
and has the highest respect of his
comrades. He has been • an ardent
worker in the ranks, and on account
of this he has been appointed by De-
partment Commander Torrence a mem-
ber of the committee on legislation.
His record as a soldier is shown by the
history of the company of volunteers
in which he served. July 12, 1862, he
enlisted in the Ninety-third Ohio vol-
unteer infantry at Dayton, O. \u25a0 and
with that aggressive band of Buckeye
soldiers was in the battles of Stone
River, Chickamauga, the Atlanta cam-
paign, and the battle 'of Nashville.
Leaving the service he removed to the
West, and in time, located at Fargo, N.
D., where he took an active"part in G.
A. R. affairs and for two years served
as commander of John F. Reynolds
post of that city. In 1885 he was senior
vice commander of the department of

j Dakota. Mr. Bates is well known in
business circles, and for some time was
connected with the Minnesota state au-

.: John C. Miller, commander of Get-
-1 1 tysburg post, whose membership iff

composed mostly of residents of West
St. Paul, is a native of Bavaria. He
was born in 1837. In 1853 he came to
America and located In Washington.
When a call was made for volunteers
when the first clouds of the civil war
were wafted over the land, Mr. Miller
was the first to enter the volunteer
service, enlisting April 9, 1861, in Com-
pany A, Turner Rifles of Washington,
D. C. This company for a time was
the body guard of President Lincoln.
This company was under command of
Capt. Gearheart. Commander Miller,
as a private soldier, first saw service
in the field in the skirmish of Great
Falls, and afterwards he was in the
first battle at Bull Run. In 1862 Mr.
Miller entered as a private in Company
B, Second district volunteers, which
did patrol duty in the army of Vfie
Potomac. After serving a year he was
discharged from the service on account
of sickness, and he resumed his trade
as a boot and shoemaker in Washing-
ton, where he remained till 1887, when
he, with his family, removed to St.
Paul, and located on South Wabasha
street, where he is still in the boot and
shoe buainsss. He joined the Gettys-
burg post about eighteen months ago,
and at the annual election of the post
last January he was chosen com-
mander.

SONS OF VETERANS, U. S. A.

• The Order of Sons of Veterans, U. S.
A., was instituted in 1881 by Major A.
P. Davis, of Pittsburg, Pa. All sons
of honprably discharged soldiers ot

Eailors of the war of 1861-1865, who
have attained the age of eighteen
years, are eligible to membership in
this patriotic organization, and are in-

vlted tio make application for member-
ship.

St. Paul Camp No. 1 was organized
in 1885, through the efforts of Col. K.
H. Milham and a few loyal followers.
The present membership of the camp
is nearly one hundred. Many who
were active members of the camp in
its earlier days have been transferred
to other camps, thus reducing the

membership of St. Paul camp. There
have been over three hundred recruits \u25a0

mustered in the past ten years. Only
one member in good standing has died
since the camp was organized. St.
Paul Camp INO. 1 has paid more atten-
tion to military drill than any othe^
camp in the order, perhaps, and has
a national reputation as a well drilled
company of infantry.
Drill teams from St. Paul camp have

captured first prize in four competitive
drills, never having taken second place.

Last June a company composed of
members ofSt. Paul camp, under com-
mand of Capt. Oakes, made a quick

march across the country to Monticello,
Minn., and return, a distance of over
eighty miles, and attended the division
encampment held in that city.

While the members of St. Paul camp
pay considerable attention to matters
military, the principal objects of the
order are not neglected. It was St,
Paul Camp No. 1 who first petitioned
the school board of St. Paul to have
the American flag floated over every
public school building in St. Paul
whenever the schools are in session,
as well as on national holidays, and
appointed a committee to look after
each school building. It is with no
small degree of pride that th*
patriotic sons of St. Paul camp ob-
serve the stars and stripes over our
public school buildings with such great
regularity.

St. Paul camp never falls to perform
any duty assigned to the organization
on Memorial day, and has always
turned out in large numbers, for its
members realize that the time is not
far distant when the Sons of Veterans
willhave the principal part to perform
on each Memorial day.

Washington's and Lincoln's birth-
days are always observed by St Paul
camp, with appropriate exercises. The
camp has accepted an invitation to
attend divine cervices at the Park
Congregational church, together with
the several posts of the Grand Army
of the Republic, on Memorial Sun-
day, the 26th inst, the invitation hav-
ing been extended by Rev. Dr. Inger-
sbll, the patriotic, and eloquent pastor

I of the church.
The present commander of St Paul

camp, Capt. Alonzo T. Spicer, has
been actively connected with the order
of Sons of Veterans for the past eleven
years, and richly deserves all the hon-
ors and compliments his associates are
pleased to bestow upon him. Capt.
Spicer is ably assisted by his two lieu-
tenants, John H. Krch and Paul E.

The latest development Inrapid transit

in Switzerland is a proposal to build
an electric railroad up the Jungfrau,

one of the highest of the Swiss Alps.

The railway will start at Scheidegg,

and after a short course above ground

it wil pass through the interior of

the Eiger, Monich and Jungfrau. The
passengers change cars in the last
peak and reach the summit by means
of an elevator.

The road Is more than eight miles
long, and rises to a height of 6,890 feet.

Tfcft gradient varies from 1 to 26 per

cent. The elevator In the cone Is 216

feet in height.
The height of the Jungfrau Is 13,720

feet. The new railroad, of course,
starts at a high level. The name of
the mountain, the German word for
maiden, was originally given either
on account of the dazzling whiteness
and purity of the snow or of the belief
that no traveler had ever ascended
to its highest point. Its summit was
•Jlretreached in 1811, and since the great
development of Alpine climbing many
nave "been there.- The departure station is In the open
&\r, but the remaining six are cut in
the solid rock. The various, peaks
preceding th^ Juijgfrau can be reached
by paths.

Tiie'statlons will contain restaurants
and small bedrooms for the benefit of
those who wish to ascend the moun-

tains by sunrise or explore them for
an indefinite time.

The stations and the tunnel will all
be lighted by electricity, and frequent
communication with the world below
will be possible by telegraph and tele-
phone.

The elevator In the cone will rise
through a straight tube, and is to be
worked by a hydraulic motor deriving
its power from the waters of Lake
Luchlnen.
