THE END OF THE INCOME TAX.

Neither friend nor foe will mourn
the fate of that small fraction of the
income tax which was allowed to re-
main by the previous decision of the
supreme court. What the court has
been sitting on in this case was not
the income tax principle, as it was ad-
vanced'in congress, was not the law
which the representatives of the peo-
ple then enacted, but was an incongru-
ous and limping thing, permittsd to im-
pose a tax on certain classes of in-
comes but forbidden to touch others,
although those in receipt of the latter
were in many casss the better able to
pay. Except in its relation as a reve-
nue-producer to the needs of the gov-
ernment, nobody has had any interest
in the law since the court first emas-
culated it. Except for the embarrass-
ment that it may cause to the treas-
ury, nobody will regret its fate; since
incomes from rents and municipal
bonds were to be, in any event, ex-
cluded from its opzration.

A universal income tax, justly as-
gessed, honestly collected and honor-
ably paid, would be, perhaps, an al-
most ideal form of taxation. The ob-
Jjections to it have sprung out of ¢he
difficulty of enforcing it; leaving the
honorable to struggle in its meshes
and the dishonorable to evade it. It
must be said for our people, however,
that the preliminary operations of our
revenue collectors have shown a gen-
eral disposition on the part of the
people to bear their burdens fairly and
cheerfully. But all discussion both as
to the merits of an income tax in iself
and as to its practical success or fail-
ure is now rendered futile by the final
finding of the highest court. Accord-
Ing to its decree, though rendered by
A bare majority, it is not competent
for congress, under the constitution, to
pass such a law. And after the ample
time given to this deliberation, and
the exhaustive efforts of the ablest
counsel in the country, this decision
may be expected to stand. Unless
the constitution is changed, nothing
but the great emerg2ncy of war will
make an income tax possible.

The argument of the court is close,
and is directed upon the single ques-
tion as to whether an income tax is
or is not to be classed with direct tax-
ution. The first decision put taxes on
the income from real estate within its
category. The plain and obvious
sense of the constitution, says the
court, requires that no direct tax be
Tevied under a refinement of defini-
tions; and it adds that it is unable
to distinguish between that which
Bives value to propenrty and the prop-
erty itself. It is now of the opinion,
the scope of the inquiry having been
widened, that capital in personalty
falls under the same rule, as far as it
yields an income to ‘the possessor.
The entire income ‘tax is, ‘therefore,
vacated as unconstitutional and void;
heing construed as a direct tax, winich,
Ef levied, must be apportioned among
the states according to population and
representaition in congress.

One issue is thus removed from
politics and the way made clear for
the future. We would not presume to
criticise the highest tribunal of justice.
The purpose of thosz who passad the
fncome tax law was laudable. It was
éntended to fill a temporary deficiency
in revenue, caused by failing trade.
Tt was expected to raise ‘the necessary

funds from those who could best
afford to contribute; not as an assess-
ment on them for thrift or waalth,
but as a payment by them tb the
state in- proportion to the protection
afforded to them, and the income Te-
eeived and enjoyed by them, under the
protection of the -state. . The bitter
vontest waged over it, which traversed
party Mnes and split up party policies,

levy of an income tax, and its pay-
ment by the people under the sanc-
tion of the courts, gave every- reason
to suppose thall congress would not
exceed its powers in  again taxing
incomes. But that is. now settled
finally in 'the negalive, agg ~future
legislation in relation to revemue will
be governed accordingly. Itisa relief
to have this issue finally passed upon,
and ‘the taxing power of eongress
adequately defined; and as for the
income tax itself, what was left of it
by the court at the first hearing was
not worth saving. s, 2 A

of the financial question, by a Démo-
crat whose sympathies have never
been against the largest use of silver
as money consistent” with national
safety; and one who, from hi$ present
official position, is well qualified to
speak of the probable effect of any
radical change upon the finances of
the nation, as well as upon the indus-
tries and welfare of the people.

It is true of the address of Secre-
tary Carlisle, as it was of the debate
between Mr. Harvey and Prog Laugh-
lin, that it contains nothing essentially
new or striking; for the obvious rea-
son that nothing new or striking re-
mains to be said. The money prob-
lem is mainly one of facts. Thesa facts
have been made now the common
E property of the people; and only the
powér of the people to draw true'in-
stead of erroneous conclusions from
them remains to be tested. The secre-
tary first offers a valid defensz of the
administration against its critics, by
showing conclusively that all the finan-
cial difficulties which have beset it
were a heritage from its predecessor;
which left an empty treasury and a
revenue burdened with fixed charges
beyond the power of the government
to meet. Out of this condition, to-
gether with the business depression
partly coincident with and partly con-
sequent upon it, has grown the strength
of the agitation for the financial
change which has been proposed as a
remedy.

It is shown that the act of 1873 was
passed after mature and public delib-
eration; that it effected no change in
our monetary condition, but only rec-
ognized a situation already existing;
that it did not destroy the debt-paying
property of the silver dollar, because
no such coin was in circulation. -Then
came the act of 1878, uner which, to-
gather with the act of 1890, nearly
fifty times as many dollars were
coined as in the whole period from
1792 to 1878. From this Mr. Carlisle
passes to advocacy of a convertible
bimetallic currency, and the grounds
of his opposition to free coinage by
the United States alone at the -ratio
of 16 to 1.

This argument is that the first effect
would be to drive out cf ure $625,000,000
of gold. The currency would be at
first contracted, with probability of a
general loss of confidence and disas-
trous. panic. The result that he pre-
dicts is that every debtor would be
called on to pay up promptly, while
there would be less money with which
to pay. For all the mints of the United.
States, if running at full capacity,
could not fill the void caused by the
withdrawal of gold in less than fifteen
yvears. As the value of the silver dollar
declined, being no longer redeemable
in gold, its purchasing power would
fall. So that the farmer and the me-
chanic would find their wages and
profits reduced in substantially the
same proportion. The position of Mr.
Carlisle is that “when the laborer re-
ceives a dollar on account of his
wages, he has a right to be assured
that it will purchase as much in the
market as any other man’s dollar, or
if he desires to lay it up for use in a
time of need he has a right to be as-
sured that it will be worth as much
when he wants to spend it as it was
on the day he earned it.”” The whole
speech is earnest, serious, devoid of
bombast, and directed to the sober
intelligences of the plain men to whom
he was speaking. It is a powerful ar-
gument, and will repay a careful read-
ing by every thinking man.

GOVERNMENT BY INJUNCTION.

From time to time public attention
is attracted to the increasing fve-
quency of resort to the courts to ac-
complish, by an order for an injunc-
tion, some object that could not be
reached directly. There has been great
dispute and much feeling on this point,
and an obvious danger to popular lib-
erty through possible extension of the
Jjudicial power in this way. to limits
not contemplated in the formation of
our government. The latest  case
throws the light of ridicule upon a
serious subject.

The proprietor of a patent medicine
got into difficulties with a person who
had made use of his nostrum, and the
latter determined to know what sube
stance it was that had affected him so
peculiarly. He therefore obtained an
order from the nearest court, directing
the medicine man to appear and dis-
close, under oath, the ingredients and
method of preparing the specific. Now
the ‘medicine man had a wicked part-
ner who supplied the cash necessary
to manufacture the articls, and he saw
no prospect of getting his monesy back
if the secret were revealed. He ap-
plied, thereupon, to another court., and
obtained another order of injunction,
forbidding the maker of the article
to disclose its composition or anything
about it. When one court directs a
man under penalty of law to do a
thing, and another court forbids him
under similar penalty, the situation be-
comes awkward not only for the un-
fortunate individual who has got be-
tween these millstones, but for the
system of jurisprudence which con-
tradicts itself. -

It is a good idea to have this possi-
bility exhibited in a case which pro-
vokes laughter, in order that it may
be made impossible before it arises in
some instance involving more serious
issues. If, for example, when a great
strike or other public disturbance®ex-.
ists, it were possible to obtain injunc-
tions that would nullify each other,
the effect would be most serious. Re-
spect for the law is a foundation s‘one -
of all government, but the law must
be such as to make itself respected.
The place of the injunction needs to:
be defined, and the use of it to ba re-
