OPPOSITION OF PACKERS.

AN EFFICIENT INSPECTION SERV-

ICE OF GREAT VALUE TO *

OUR FOREIGN TRADE.

NEW INSPECTION REGULATIONS

Become jEffective Next Month-
World's Charges- Against,

the Bureau Denied.

WASHINGTON, May 21.— Sal-
mon, chief of the bureau of animal in-
dustry, said today ' concerning recent
charges made by the New York
World: "IfI have been working in
the interest of the packers all these
years that I have been at the head
of this bureau, these gentlemen have
been very slow . to appreciate my ef-
forts. They opposed me when eradi-
cating pleuro-pneumonia; they tried
to prevent the adoption of regulations
guarding against Texas fever; they

declared that the inspection and tag-
ging of export cattle was absurd and
impracticable; they tried to make it
appear that a microscopic Inspection
of pork was impossible without de-
laying the operations of abbattoirs;
they claim that the investigation as to
the existence of a beef trust is an un-
justifiable damage : to their . business,
and they have lately complained to the
secretary that Iam prejudiced against
them, and do not treat them fairly.
Ifthey are convinced that I(am, after
all, their best friend, it will be good

evidence that the millenium has at
last been reached. Statements dis-
crediting our inspection may, how-
ever, cause Incalculable damage to
our foreign trade, which would affect
the entire country, and they may even
break down our domestic inspection,
.which is yet in• its infancy, and in
which every consumer is vitally inter-'

; ested. The microscopic inspection Is
but a small part of the inspection sys-
tem. It was adopted for commercial
reasons, has only been applied to porok
designed for export to certain coun-
tries which require it, and there has
never been any pretense of applying
;it to stock for home consumption.
This inspection opened the markets of

; continental Europe to our pork; it «s: conscientiously performed, and no of-
ficial;complaints have reached ti-is de-
partment as to its efficiency. The prin-
cipal efforts of this bureau have been
directed to the establishment of an in-
spection service which would be of
.-.' SUBSTANTIAL BENEFIT

to. our people. This is entirely inde-
pendent of the trichinae Inspection,
and It withdraws from consumption

• the many carcasses affected with such
diseases as tuberculosis, actinymosis,
blood-poisoning, peritonitis, hog chol-
era, etc., wljlch are' both repugnant
and dangerous to the consumer. Dur-
ing the last year. 16,703 carcasses were
condemned . and tanked, on account of

\u25a0 such . .,sea ?-. The - trichinae _. Inspec-
tion Is not a part of the domestic meat
inspection, and the carcasses have not
yet been condemned and tanked, be-
cause Secretary Morton has not felt,
certain of his authority to do this. He
has been considering the matter ever
since he assumed charge of the de-
partment, and he attempted to get
definite legislation on this subject dur-
ing the last session of congress, but
only partially succeeded, and the new
legislation does not take effect untilJuly 1, 1895. There is no cuestion but
that he will go as far as warranted by
the law in protecting the consumers of
this country. Itshould be remembered
that his duty is confined to the exe-
cution of the law as lt stands— he can-
not make new laws or correct those
which are defective. As the depart-
ment is scolded by the commission
men and packers for injuring their
business with., Its investigations, and
byr the World on the ground that it Is
favoring the packers, the people will
probably conclude that it really oc-
cupies the conservative middle ground
and Is conducting Its business without
fear or favor. If, however, the World's
publication has the effect of increasing
the interest and knowledge of the
American people concerning meat in-
spection and of bringing them to re-
alize that their . support is needed to
secure its perfection* no one will be
more pleased than will Secretary Mor-
