> There are seven Democrats in the
board of aldermen. They caucused
yesterday in the mayor's parlor to

choose a presiding officer for the en-
suing year. They chose Frank G.
Brady to succeed himself. Two alder-
men voted against Mr. Brady.

When the caucus convened yester-

day afternoon all the Democrats in
the board of aldermen were present.
So was Assemblyman Robb, who,
though he had no vote, was on hand
in case his presence might be needed.
Shortly before entering the caucus
Aid. Ehrmanntraut said to Aid. Hare:

"Bob, are you going to vote for
me for president as you promised? If
not, I release you from all obliga-

tions in case you are under com-
pulsion to vote against me."

Aid. Hare informed Aid. Ehrmann-
traut that he had concluded to vote

for Brady for president, but denied
that he was influenced by anybody
else to do so.

Then they, went in together.

After a few preliminary words, a
vote of the caucus was taken to de-

cide upon a candidate for president.
Brady received 5 votes and Ehrmann-
traut 2. Aid. Ehrmanntraut and Aid.
Wolf cast these two votes. Had Aid.
Hare cast his vote for Aid. Ehrmann-
traut, Aid. Kartak claimed that he

would have done the same, and Ehr-
manntraut might thus have got four
votes out of the seven. But it was not
to be, and Brady was declared to be

the choice of a majority 'of the cau-
cus for president of the board of
aldermen. It was moved to make
the choice of Mr. Brady unanimous.
Then Aid. Ehrmanntraut arose and
stated that he had reasons for oppos-
ing Brady. The motion to make
the vote unanimous was then put,

but was lost, for Aid. Ehrmanntraut,

Wolf and Kartak voted "No."
Brady was the choice of the caucus

and there is no reason to doubt that

the three opposing aldermen will
stand by this action.
