- It coml
prises 108,000 communicant members,
over 300 ministers and about 1,000
churches. Its congregations aire to be
found in almost every State in the
Union, but especially in. the Northern
states. This voluminous body i's not

divided into districts, but the time will
soon come when some arrangement

of such a kind must be made, if the

officers of toe church shall be able to

handle its business. There is, how-
ever a possibility that 'the church,

before such a step can be taken, will-
be divided in another way— a split.

The annual convention of the United
church -win-*convene at St. Paul next jj
Wednesday morning, the place of meet-
ing being the First Swedish Lutheran-
church of that city. It. is estimated
that about 1,000 ministers and laymen
delegates will be present. The laymen.
are especially elected for the purpose,
while every minister of the United
church, according to its constitution,
has a vote and seat in tho convention ;
without being elected delegate. It is
a well-known fact that Rince several
years back the church has been di-
vided Into two factions, called the ma-
jority and the minority faction. The'
latter of these names is derived from
the subject of controversy, the Augs-
burg seminary and its standing to the
church. While the majority faction :
will be fullyrepresented, it is not be-
lieved that many delegates from ' the
minority will care to be present.

The convention will be assembled
from June 12 to 20, but the time will
not prove too long for the many ques-
tions of vital importance which will
be laid before the delegates. Of these
questions none is more important than
the one already referred to. It has
been given added significance through
the fact that one of the j most promi-
nent congregations of the church, the
Trinity church, of Minneapolis, has
taken such a position with regard to
the dispute that it remaining within
the United church is entirely dependent
on a speedy settlement. What the
final outcome will be is now impossible
to foretell. The outlook Is not very
bright. And yet the one faction as
well as the other seems to be fervently
hoping that some kind of peaceable ar-
rangement may be decided on. VV.,V:

Closely connected with this question,

and almost as important, is that of
locating the college and seminary of
the church. . ,

ST. OLAF COLLEGE,

at Northfield, Minn., is upheld and con-
ducted by persons closely allied with
the church. All the same, the college
has been entirely independent..- Now its.
officials are willing to turn over the
whole institution, free of charge and
free of debt, to the church, provided
that it be made the recognized educa-
tional institution of the church. The
offer has a tempting look, but Minne-
apolis is in the field working hard for

When the convention meets Wednes-
day the opening sermon will be deliv-
ered by Rev. John Olson, of St. Ans-
gar, Minn. Next Sunday forenoon the
members of the convention will wor-
ship together, the sermon of the occa-
sion being preached by Rev. N. J.

The present officers of the United
church are: President, Rev. G. Hoyme,
of Eau Claire, Wis.; secretary, Rev. J.
C. Jenson, of Clinton, Wis.; treasurer,
Lars Swenson, of Minneapolis: At this
convention only the secretary will be
elected. The other officers are elected
every third year. .

Rev. M. Falk Gjertsen, pastor of the
Trinity church, of Minneapolis, and one ,
of the most prominent leaders of the
minority faction, was seen last Satur-
day, and spoke then as follows about
the coming convention:

"It is not likely that many minority
delegates will be present simply for
the reason that so far all the steps
tending to a reconciliation have been
takern by us. Last year the minority
offered to release the trustees of Augs-
burg seminary and to give the United
church the right to elect new ones In
their place, thus turning everything
over into its hands. The only pro-
visions made were that the majority
should not divide Augsburg, but let
the theological and collegiate depart-
ments remain together, as before; and
further that the seminary should not
lie mortgaged. The Augsburg party
cannot go further than this; hence, it
has to await the action of the ma-
jority. Any sign of a reconciliation
spirit from its side will make a deep
Impression on the minority, and will
not only be hailed with delight, but
will be met with ready willingness to
seek a satisfactory arrangement of all
difficulties." .

One of the most interesting figures
within the United church is Lars
Skrefsrud, the Santhal missionary.
The controversy has made him very
unhappy, and he has worked hard to
have it settled in a way acceptable to
both parties. In order to promote this
aim he has made a peace propc
containing two planks. It reads thus:

First— The "seminary is turned over
to the United church. . - . ; *

Second— The convention .' re-estab-
lishes the state of things prevailing
previous to the year 1893, 1. c., the ma-
jority returns to Augsburg and the
faculty remains as it was before that

This proposition has been debated
and voted on by a great number of
churches, belonging . to the majority, •
as well as .to the . minority, and has
been recommended by most of Ithem.

The most severe rain and hail storm
which has passed over this section of
the country for several seasons struck^

minutes. The rain came down in
torrents, playing havoc with the Street
car traffic, and forming small rivers
of water 'all along the Streets (par- :

The storm was accompanied by ter-
rible flashes of lightning and peals of;

thunder. The residence of Mrs. Eliza

ning during the progress of the storm,

and Mrs. Richmond and her child in
her arms knocked down cellar. The".
child escaped with but a. few bruises,

but Mrs. Richmond herself received a
very severe scalp wound and a num-
ber of bruises about the body, and,
although she will recover all right, is-
still in quite a serious condition. Other
inmaltes of the house were knocked
down, but were uninjured. The house
itself was butt slightly damaged.

In his weekly review -of the financial
situation says: ;

Several causes
have contributed .to the abatement of
activity. During the" first half of the

week/considerable apprehension Was
felt that the* protracted extraordinary

heat might work serious injury to the
wheat crop; later, however, these feais
were relieved by more encouraging re-
ports from some important sections,
and by an absence of discouraging

news respecting the corn crop. Doubts
as to the dividends of the granger
roads had also a tendency to check
buying; and the tardiness in bringing

the bankrupt roads towards a settle-
ment of their finances has had a like
effect. London influences also have
not been helpful. Monday was a bank
holiday; then came, a check to the
speculative interest from Turkey's un-
expected refusal to accept the demand
of the powers intervening for the ad-
justment of Armenian affairs; and add-
ed to these influences have been ne-
gotiations looking-.to the placing of
large loans in behalf of China, which
are calculated to check the current
extraordinary revival of demand for
American investments. And yet it is
an assuring symptom that for the
$5,000,000 of Allegheny bonds offered
simultaneously in London and New
York, the foreign offers aggregated
$43,000,000, while the bids in this city

amounted to $5,000,000. : These
adverse, influences have natur-
ally encouraged the profession-

al - "bears," and there has been
some irregular yielding in prices; but
the market has lost none of its under-'
lying strength, and stands ready to
respond to new influences of a favor-
able . character. The speculative sea-
son, however, is-nearlng a stage when
operators are apt to reduce their lines
or close their accounts for summer
absences. There is also some disposi-
tion to defer optratiens until the out-
come of the harvest and the pros-
pects of the cotton crop are more clear-
ly, foreshadowed. This, therefore, is
scarcely a time for expecting any
great

REVIVALOF ACTIVITY.
Nevertheless, there seems to be lit-

tle probability that these preparations
for the season of recreation will be at-
attended by any important sagging of
prices. Holders are sanguine about the
future, and hope for higher prices aft-
er due relaxat'ou, and when the im-
proved national conditions have had
two or three months of further de-
velopment; and they are therefore in
no mood to accept lower prices as a
consequence of lightening their load.
They also see a prospect of improved
railroad earnings and of settlements of
bankrupt roads during the summer,
calculated to maintain prices should
they choose to carry their stocks,

which their large speculative -profits
would well . enable them to do.
. The aspect of affairs in Europe is
becoming steadily more, assuring. The
revival of business which has set ln
on this side of the Atlantic has its
counterpart among the commercial
nations on the other side. The only

"cloud " that overhangs the horizon is
a possible^ reaction in the mass of
African mining stocks that have been
so largely inflated. There appears to
be some uncertainty, however, as to
how far the productiveness of these
properties may approximately justify
the immense advance upon the value
at which they were originally market-
cd. A large amount of the stocks
have been transferred from \u25a0 London
to Paris, and, so far, any shock that
might come from them would be furth-
er removed from any' effect upon
American securities. This 13 an ele-
ment that may be properly watched,
and yet it probably portends no Im-
mediate disturbance.

It is very clear from the eagerness
with which new issues are taken In
England, Germany and Holland, as
well as on this market, that, during the
last' five years of business reaction, a
vast amount iof capital has been held
back from Investment until the times
looked more, propitious. The readiness
with which new Investments are now
taken is plain evidence of a broad and
positive' revival of credit-That re-
covery means a reinforcement of all
the forces of Industry and enterprise

and the -beginning of another decade
of universal prosperity. Reinforced,
as that revival will be, by the most
advanced methods of production, this
coming ten years may be expected to
surpass | everything in . the world's ex-
perience, in the way of industrial pro-
gress and commercial expansion. En-
