A small but excited party oi enthu-
siastic cloudy weather cranks saw the
best game of the season at Athletic
park yesterday and, athough the home
club lost, there was little bitter feeling.
It was a bad day for the Minneapolis
sluggers, the overhanging clouds hang-

IN SECURING PLAYERS,

MANAGERS ARE CAUTIONED.

Prince of Wales? Britannia De-

‘feats the Ailsa on Time Al-
lowance.

NEW YORK, June 10.—The national
board of the National Base Ball league
met at the Fifth avenue hotel today.
Among the questions to be considered
by the board were the ultimate dis-
posal of Cross, of the Pittsburg team;
Everett, of Chicago, and several other
players. Jt was openly hinted that all
is not satisfactory with the present
staff of umpires. President Robinson,
of the Cievelands, and President Hart,
of Chicago, were before the board dur-
ing the morning.

President Freedmen, of the New
Yorks, and Patrick Powers, of the
Rochester club, were in consultation
with the board during the afterncon.
The board decided that Pitcher Hod-
son shall remain with Philadelphia.
President Robinson, of the Clevelands,
said that Hodson accepted the terms
offered by Cleveland before he signed
with Philadelphia. The board then
took up the Everett and Cross cases.
In the case of the first named it was
found that the Detroit club had no
valid claim against Chicago, for the
reason that a valuable consideration
in the release of Glenalvin had been
given, and that Chicago had the right
to select Everett, and was warranted
in doing so under the agreement with
the Detroit club. This disposes for all
time of the $300 claim made by the
Detroit club. In the matter of Cross, it
was decided that his contract with the
Detroit club in 184 was null and void,
he having been at the time a duly
employed player in the Eastern league.
Thus Detroit was found to have no
claim to any portion of the considera-
tion paid to the Syracuse club for the
release of Cross.’

This note of warning was sounded
by the board before adjournment: ‘It
has come to the knowledge of this
board that officials connected with
clubs identified with the national
agreement have ofteg been violating
the letter and spirit of the agreement
by surreptitiously communicating with
and endeavoring to influence players
under contract with other clubs, with-
out the consent of the latter. This
board desires to call the attention of
all club officials, managers and agents
to article 8 of the national agreement,
which distinctly prohibits such actionj:
on the part of any official. This beard
gives notice that, under the power conx,
ferred upon it by the national agreer,
ment, it is determined to put a stop to.
this growing evil, and will exercise its
ful! powers in doing so, and inflict se-
vere penalties upon any one proven
guilty of a violation of this rule. Thiss]:
is intended to apply to all clubs operats:
ing under the national agreement.” ;

THEY GO TO PRISON TODAY.

The Marshal Ready for Debs and
His A. R. U, Associates.

CHICAGO, June 10.—Eugene V. Debs
and the other officials of the American
Railway union will be sent to the
Woodstock jail tomorrow. The certi-
fied copy of the order of the supreme
court was received here today, and the
United States marshal was notified to
return the men to jail.

The men under sentence of imprison-
ment are: E. V. Debs, G. W. Howard,
S. Keliher, L. W. Rogers, J. W. Hogan,
R. M. Goodwin, W. E. Burns and
Martin Elliott. There is a question
as to the time the men will serve. The
original sentence was for six months
for Debs and three months for his as-
sociates, on two different contempt
cases, the sentences being made con-
current by the court. The defendant’s
attorneys later had the sentences made
cumulative, in order to take a de-
sired legal action, and the time to be
served by the prisoners is consequently
a matter of dispute. It is thought
probable, however, that an effort will
be made to have Judge Woods rein=
state the concurrent sentences.

WILD INDIAN FAKE,

False Story of a Massacre by
Reds in Indian Territory.

WASHINGTON, June 10.—A report
published in New York today that a
party of government surveyors were
killed by Chickasaw Indians near Lit-
tle Boggy, in Indian Territory, last
Wednesday, is incorrect. A dispatch
has been received at the gzeological
survey from Henry, Gannett, chief
topographer at Little Boggy, stating
that there is no truth in the reports
of a massacre. The survey has ten
parties of about ten men each at work
in the Indian Territory subdividing the
lands of the Chickasaw Nation. It is
sald the Indians know that the work
is for their benefit and give the best
of treatment to the surveyors.

A handful of non-
union painters, who have been at
work on the interior of 'the building,
were attacked 'this affernoon by a
party of union men, and a desperalte
conflict raged for fully five minutes.

WHEAT AVERAGE DROPS.

Officinal Monthly Report Places
Winter at 71.1 Per Cent.

WASHINGTON, June 10.—The report
of June 1st, consolidated from the re-
turns of the correspondents of the agri-
cultural department, makes the acre-
age of winter wheat at present growing
after allowing for abandonments, 9.1
per cent of the area harvested in 1884,
The percentage of winter wheat acre-
age upon the basis indicated in the
principal states are as follows: Ohlo,
|95; Michigan, 90; Indiana, 93; Tllinois,
95; Kansas, 87, and California, 115, The
percentage of spring wheat area for
the entire country is 89.5 per cent, being
but a slight reduction from last year’'s
area. The percentages cof spring wheat
acreage of the principal states are:
Wisconsin, 107; Minnesota, 100; Ne-
braska, 101; North Dakota, 100; Ne-
Dakota, 100. The condition of winter
wheat has fallen decidedly since last
