BROKERS COMMIT A BREAK.

FRANTIC EFFORTS TO SELL AT
THE OPENING OF THE
MARKET.

CROP REPORTS ARE BULLISH,

Adverse Weather Statements, In-
daustriously Circulated, Prove
Very Effective.

CHICAGO, June 13.—Wheat opened
weak and closed uncompromisingly
firm. It regained a loss of 13%c per

a gain of %c compared with its value
at the close yesterday. California
crop damage and reported sales for
export caused the bulge. July corn
ciosed %c higher, and September oats
and  provisions finished without
change. Wheat was very weak at the
opening. In the frantic efforts of
brokers at the opening to sell out long
wheat as near as possible to the stop
loss limit of their principals, there was
a general offering of the stuff down
from 77%c¢, for July,which was the most
any one asked for it, to 77%c, with
77%c the most general trading price
for a couple of minutes. It recovered
to T7%c in about fifteen minutes, but
at every lic recovery there appeared
to be lots of long wheat for sale, and
at T7%c short sellers took a hand in
supplying the demand. In about three-
quarters of an hour from the start
the price had once more dropved to
the lowest price made at the opening,
and even for a fraction of a second
Lo 7il5c. The Cincinnati Price Current
was interpreted as leaming more favor-
ably to the side represented by the
bears in the remarks concerning the
amount of the crop suggestea by the
sovernment report. ‘r'ne rain was
claimed to justily a decline in the
price. The foreign markets gave full
ackuowledgment this morning to the
decline in price which occurred here
yesterday. The enjoyment of the bears
had a sudd{an change about an hour
and a half from the opening. The al-
tered tone was remarkable, and the
trend in price from downward to up-
ward sudden and radical. In about
ten minutes the price of July rose
from around 77%c to 78%c. Thé report-
ed taking of fifteen hoatloads for ex-
port at New York gave the price its
first hoist, which took it to 78%c; then,
after a slight reaction, the crop re-
ports, which were being received and
shown around, were of such a lugu-
brious character that they began to
alarm the shorts, and when about 12
o’clock there was received further con-
firmation from San Francisco of va-
rious damage by hot winds and rust
to the California crop, the market
}_)que bpunds and rose in a jump to
9%c. It had settled back again to
around 78%c at the close. The nominal
receipts at Chicago were 34 cars, 29 of
them being merety transfers from ir-
regular to regular houses. Minneapo-
lis and Duluth received 197 cars against
255 one year ago. The export clear-
ances of wheat and flour from Atlaatic
coast ports were again very insig-
nificant, comprising only 17,471 bu of
wheat and 13,830 packages of flour.

The corn market was weak until
wheat began to recover from its early
break and, in sympathy with the later
rise in wheat, corn also recovered 13zc
it had lost and added another %c. The
opening price for July was H0le, as
compared with 50%c at the close yes-
terday, and after recovering to blige,
it closed at 5lc. The day's receipts
were 150 cars, and 170 are estimated
for tomorrow. Some heavy local
shorts were the principal buyers.

The market for oats was quiet. Val-
ues were weaker during the greater
