Those pessimists who said that rac-

ing would come to an end under the
new betting system had to change
their views when they saw the ring to-

I day. There were fifty bookmakers
1 and each was kept busy calling names
| to his sheet writer. The chief interest

among both bookmakers and spec-
tators, outside of the horses, centered
in a o.uiet but business like young
man, Riley Grannin. Grannin moved
quietly from stand to stand betting on
Lazzarone, first at 12 to 1, then at 10
to 1, finally cutting down to the best
mark, 8 to 1. He likewise played Laz-'
zarone for place at 2"/2 to I, 11 to 5, 2
to 1 and 8 to 5. He easily won $70,000.
Frank Beard, Lazzarone's owner, won
about $20,000. He got worse odds than
Grannin. Grannin's heavy, backing of
this outsider did not alarm the rank;
and file, and Domino closed the hottest,
favorite ever known at a Suburban,
not excepting Salvator. The- heavy
betting was turned towards Sir Walter
for a place. With Domino already a <

winner, the crowd thought that Sir
Walter, being the only possible com-
petitor of the Keene horse, was a sure
thing for a place; and so it proved.
Dr. Knapp, the owner of .Sir Walter,
backed him heavily for a place at 6
to 5, 7 to 5 and 8 to 5. The tall, bent
form of James R. Keene, with a pair
of field glasses swung. over his shoul-
der, was seen punching his -way
through the twisting line. He made
liberal wagers on Domino, taking 45 to
100.

--which again surpassed every sloop
except the Corona.

For the rest the winners in all
three classes were the same as in the
race of the previous week —namely

Corona, first-class sloops; Hornet,
second-class sloops; Alerta, cats. For
the fourth consecutive time the
Columbia was the third sloop of the
first class.

The breeze was neither remark-
ably light nor strong, and it seems
difficult to account for the outclass-
ing of the marine thoroughbreds.
Meanwhile, F. R. Bigelow,who sailed '
the Alerta, is attempting to convert-
the club into acquiescence in a wild
scheme of constructing a giant cat
to defend the America cup, and the
owners of the sloops have littered
the Dellwood dock with the rags and
fragments of the shapely swelling
jibs that were once their pride and
their delight.

Police Arrest One Crowd and

CONEY ISLAND, N. V., June 15.—
"Young Corbett,"of San Franci-CO, and
Eddie Pierce, of New York; George
Dixon, of Halifax, and Frank Erne, of
Buffalo, met in two boxing bouts to-
night. The affair was a fizzle. George
Green, better known as "Young Cor-
bett," was the first to enter the ring.
