ORLEANS, June 17. — The
cotton press, at the corner of

South Peters and Terpsichore street,
was the scene of a terrible explosion
today, which resulted in one man being
killed and a dozen wounded. The Union

press is one of the largest in the city,
and was operated by the firm of Frank-
enbusch & Berlan, the structure cov-
ering nearly an entire spuare. Its
compress department opens on Terpsi-
chore street, and there are always
nearly a dozen men around the press,
At the time of the explosion the boilers
were being tested. The walls around
the boiler room caved in and Clement
Penrose, the manager and part owner,
was struck by a brick and also hor-
ribly burned, being dead when picked
up.

FLAMES ADVANCING.

Penunsylvanians Fighting for

Their Homes and Lives.

BRADFORD, Pa., June 17.—A terri-
ble forest fire is raging in the Kinsua
valley. A telephone message from
Mount Jewett stated that a special
train had just left there for Kushequa
with more than 100 men and all those
that the town could spare. About 400
men arc throwing up embankments
and making every effort to save the
town. The fire is advancing toward
the village and nothing, it seems, can
be done to stop its progress. Gaffney’s
chemical factory is in the direct course
of the great sea of flames, and its de-
struction is almost inevitable. Great
quantities of bark, logs and standing
timber and lumber have been con-
sumed.

SHERIFF MAKING READY FOR A
HANGING SHOULD LEGAL PRO-
CEEDINGS FAIL,

FRITZ WILLIAMS IN COURT.

Five Jurors Secured te Try the
Murderer of Harry L.
Thomas,

Shortly after 2 o'clock yesterday
afternoon Attorney Shumaker, for
Harry T. Hayward, served the no-
tice of appeal to the supreme court
on Aftorney General Childs in his
office in St. Paul. The ceremony
was very commonplace, and consist-
ed of throwing the notice _down in
front of the official for the latter to
read. Attorney General Childs
looked the paper over carefully for
a few seconds, and then acknowl-
bdged the service by writing his
name in the proper place across the
blank. Following the service upon
Attorney General Childs, the notice
of appeal was served upon Frank
M. Nye in this city, and upon Clerk
of the Courts C. N. Dickey. It had
previously been filed with the clerk
of the supreme court, and this ended
the matter.

The notice of appeal is not a
formidable-looking document; in
fact, it is simple in its legal verbi-
age, much more so than thousands
of other documents not nearly so im-
portant. It is as follows:

Please take notice that the defend-
ant, Harry T. Hayward, appeals to
the supreme court of the state of
Minnesota from the order of the dis-
trict court aforesaid in the above-

Several
across the table encounters ensued,
during which Attorney Hall tried to
show that this was a natural abhor-
rence, but Babcock was excused.

During the afternoon Fred Williams
was attended by his mother, his-sister,
Jessie Wililams, and his two brothers.
He indicated an intense interest in all
that was going on in the court room
about him, and frequently leaned over
to his attorney to make suggestions
concerning the jurors being examined.
The man “on trial is looking bétter
than when first put in the county jail.
He was immaculately dressed in black
vesterday and lacks the bravado and
air of entire independence which were
so0 marked in Harry Hayward.

The trial is exciting but little atten-
tion, it having none of the sensational
features of the Hayward affair. “It is
promised that Mrs. Thomas, of Towa,
will be present to testify for the state,
but just what her testimony will be
has mot been made public.

LADY SOMERSET SPEAKS.

Opening of the World?’s Great W.
C. T. U. Convention,

LONDON, June 17.—The ninth an-
nual meeting of the British W. €. T.
U. opened in City Temple this morn-
ing with a large attendance. The prin-
cipal feature of the session was the
address of Presidlent Lady Henry
Somerset. She hegan her address by
speaking of the gratifying feature of
the convention reprasented in the at-
tendance of delegates from nearly
very civilized country in the worid,
and continued:

It was
thought the machine could be tested
yvesterday, but it was impossible, and
now there is no likelihood of a test un-
til shortly before the Hayward hang-
ing.

WILLIAMS IN COURT.

Rapid Progress Made in the Work

of Securing a Jury.

A tiresome day was spent yesterday
by the court and the attorneys inter-
ested In the Fritz Williams murder
case, with only five jurors secured up
to 5 o'clock last night. At times the
tedium of the occasion was made less
oppresssive by witty rejoinders back
and forth across the attorneys’ table,
but even these were hardly of enough
weight to more than arrest attention
for the moment,

Judge Elliott was assigned to hear
the case, Judge Pond having the crim-
inal business at this term, being in
Anoka county on district court busi-
ness. A surprise was in store for the
state when Albert H. Hall, formerly
assistant county attorney, was intro-
duced as aassociate with Fred H,
Cooke, attorney for Williams, and some
of the pointed remarks which passed
between Mr. Peterson and Mr. Hall
were animated perhaps by more than
the case under trial, the venom of
former jealousies being noticeable. The
case was opened with the appointment
of W. E. Hewitt, Ed S. Teitsworth and
W. E. Nixon triers to pass upon the
qualifications of jurors.

Wililam Robinson had the honor .of
being called first, but a few questions
served to indicate that he was gener-
ally disqualified and this was admitted
on the part of the state. He was per-
mitted to go.

No. 2, J. A. Swett, a salesman for
Leslie McAfee, was charged with aec-
tual bias, but this was withdrawn later
and he became No .1 in‘the Williams
jury. 5

Michael Turnball was charged with
actual bias and excused. J. T. Hoel
did not respond to his name, and with
this the work of the morning ended.

In the afternoon J. D. McCurdy, first
examined, was sworn almost immed-
iately.* A. F. Larson was excused on
general disqualifications, and the ac-
tual bias of E. A. Perkins was ad-
mitted. ? 2

No. 3 was C. E. Veeder, who was
sworn with but little questioning. John
Devereaux was excused by agreement
and the actual bias of Frank C., Er-
dardt was admitted beyond question,
He was accordingly excused.

Jurors No. 4 and 5 came in succes-
sion, being William Burke and David
Luby. John ,O’Maley, implied bias
changed to actual bias; Edward E.
Sands, Charles W. Mason, implied bias,
and E. G. Chapman, implied bias, were,
all excused.

Lady Somerset spoke of the progress
of the work of elevating public
amusements in England, particularly
in London, and concluded: “We all
know how the fire of the women’'s
temperance crusade spread from Ohio
to the most distant parts of the world,
and as British women we may well
rejoice that the brave action of one
of our most gifted members and her
associates kindled the fire that burns
brightly at this hour in a thousand
towns and cities of the new world,
the antarctic continent and of our own
dear home country, and will never
cease to burn until the last remnant
of impurity in the recreations of the
people has been destroyed, and good
men and women join hands to fur-
nish that ‘good time’ which is the
rightful heritage of all in their leisure
hours, to rich and poor alike.”

At Least Fifty Shots Fired, the

GRAND RAPIDS,Minn.,June 17.—
An organized band of robbers, who
have pursued their nefarious ‘trade
in Northern Minnesota during the
past year, made a raid on Kehl &
‘Deary’s lumber camp on Rice river
May 30 last, and, after stealing
twenty sacks of flour, 300 hundred
pounds of sugar, one barrel of
pork, two chests of tea, forty
pails of butter and one box
of soap, secreted the same in the
woods in that vicinity. One Edward
Sutherland, a member of the gang,
was captured about a week ago in
the vicinity of Hannaford, and is:
now in jail here. Sheriff Toole re-
ceived the following letter ‘“today
from Deputy Sheriff Varley, who, in
company with four assistants, are in
pursuit of the balance of the gang,
consisting of five desperadoes:

Rice River, June 14.—M. L. Toole:
We have captured George, the leader
of the gang. Got track of them yes-
terday morning. Found that they
were going after some of the stuff
they had planted down the river,
and we laid for them last night.
About 1 this morning saw them com-
ing. Ordered them to halt and.come
ashore. They kept going all the
faster, and we commenced shooting
at them. One jumped in and swam
ashore. Think he was wounded. It
was so dark we could see the boat
only when close to us, and all but
one escaped. He was shot in the leg.
We have him here. About fifty shots
were fired, and I think all of the
men are wounded. We are hot on
their trail, and I think will capture
them sure. There was some fast
shooting for a while, and I thought
some of us were going to get it in
the neck.

TANGLED IN THE WIRES,

Agonizing Experience of a Man
and Woman in Cleveland.

CLEVELAND, O., June 17.—People
passing along Ontario street this even-
ing were startled by the piercing
screams of a woman, which came from
the roof of a restaurant known as the
New ‘Wright house. Looking in the
direction from which the cries came
they saw a woman entangled in the
telephone and electric light wires forty
feet above the ground. Her clothing
was on fire and she was loudly call-
ing for help. Several men ran up the
stairs leading to the roof, and Thomas
Bell, a sterzotyper in the employe of
the World, ascended by the fire escape.
Bell reached the unfortunate woman as
soon as the other men, and together
they released her from her perilous
position. Just as they had succeeed
in freeing her Bell caught hold of one
of the wires with his hands. In an in-
stant he was writhing with pain. Some-
body had the presence of mind to cut
the wire, but that did not save him.
He fell headlong downward from the
roof, a coil of wire being about his
hips and holding him suspended in the
air. He screamed for help, and for a
time it seemed that he would be burned
to death by the flames that were play-
ing about his body. He was finally re-
leased, and together with the woman
was sent to a hospital.” The latter,
whose name is Edith Johnson, will
die, her arms and legs being burned
to a crisp. Bell, though badly burned,
will recover. The woman, who was a
waitress in the restaurant, had gone to
the roof of the building to see a fire
which was burning a block away. She
leaned out over the roof to get a better
view and in doing so grasped the
electric light wires with her hands..,

Warm Adnlratlop of His Holiness
_ for American Institutions.

BALTIMORE, June 17.—The Balti-
‘more Sun’s Rome correspondent sends
an account of the meeting between Pope
Leo and Cardinal Gibbons, wpon the
latter’s’ arrival at Rome. It was a
long and very delightful audience, as
the cardinal expressed it. The pontiff
‘spoke in warm terms of the Catholic
university at Washington, and felt
much satisfaction at the progress it has
' made. He manifested to the cardinal
the great interest he feels in the re-
public of the United States, the future
.grand destinies of which no man can
predict. He has the highest opinion
of the upright and just intentions of
its people, and that without regard to
the religious faith that they may pro-
fess. He admittéd the presence and ac-
tion and influence of a strong religious
and moral basis of conduct as guides
and motives among the people of the
United States. Religion and morality,
he said, were respected there, and it
would be well with the nation whose
people had these as the foundation of
there lives. The cardinal confirmed
this idea by relating to Leo XIII. that
the president of the TUnited States
never issued an important proclama-
tion to the people without invoking the
blessing of God on the nation which
he addressed. This showed how the
nation as a whole, whatsoever relig-
ious differences may exist between
many of its people, is one in ac-
knowledging the existence and the au-
thority of God. Sunday, continued the
cardinal, is observed much better and
with more devotion in the United
States than even in'Italy. And, he
added, candidates in the United States
would not all succeed in obtaining the
suffrage of the peopleif they proclaimed
as they do here, or even if it were
known that such candidates were
atheists.

CHANCE FOR KERSCHNER.

Secretary Herbert Has Not Yet
Dismissed Him.

WASHINGTON, June 17.—Secretary
Herbert has decided to give the attor-
ney of Medical Inspector Kerschner,
found guilty by a court martial on
charges preferred by Admiral Meade,
an opportunity to make an argument
before him in hehalf of the surgeon.
