TAX ON* FRANCHISES.

Wisconsin Corporations Must Pay

for Municipal Rights.

MADISON, Wis., June 21.—The Wis-
consin state supreme court has decided
a case of far-reaching Importance, as it
sustains and settles the rule of law in
this state as to the right of cities to
tax the franchises of street railway
companies, over and above the amount
at which their tangible property Is as-
sessed. While the case decides the
question only as to street railway com-
panies, the same rule of law would
doubtless apply to water, gas and elec-
tric lightcompanies as well.

The case originated in Milwaukee
where the Milwaukee Street Railway
company objected to the assessment
of its franchises and those of the Badg-
er Illuminating company and of the
Edison Electric company, both of which
are owned by the street railway com-
pany. The objection to the tax was
first made before the board of review
which refused to exempt these fran-
chises from taxation, but equalized the
taxes so that the amount assessed on
them amounted to just about $2,500,000.

The company took the matter to the
circuit court for Dodge county, which
held that these franchises were not as-
sessable. The appeal was taken from
this judgment and brought into ques-
tion directly the power of the city to
assess such franchises.

TOWfIE WILL LEAD

FREE SILVER CONVENTION
IN MINNESOTA.

GLOBE FORECAST VERIFIED.

THE DULUTH CONGRESSMAN IS.OUT FOR AN OPEN
, FIGHT.

REPUBLICANS TO GO IT ALONE,

And Town.- Says There . Are
Enough Silver! tes for a Dig

Gathering.

On April 7 last the Globe pub-
lished an article to the effect that a
silver convention would be called to
meet in Minnesota during the pres-
ent summer or fall. The assertions
in that article were based on sev-
eral -' significant facts, principal
among which was the open advocacy

of a free and unlimited coinage act
by some of the cleverest workers
(with the accent on the work) in
the Republican party in this state.

In the Globe article this lan-
guage was used:

' Promoters of the idea— the men who
will have the management of the meet-
ing—are moving quietly and cautious-
ly.

The article further stated that it
was proposed to admit Democratic
free silverites to the convention; but
since that time the Republican ma-
nipulators have come to feel so sure
of their ground that they have decid-

ed to go it alone. When the Globe
uncovered the scheme, almost at its
hatching, one of the most incred-
ulous of the Twin City newspapers
was the Minneapolis Journal. It
scoffed at the idea as preposterous

and dubbed the article a fake. But
in the Journal of yesterday ap-
peared the following special dis-

"UNDER CONSIDERATION."
Convention Hall, Cleveland, 0., June

With reference to "Coin" Harvey's
statement in the Inter Ocean, that
Congressman Towne had promised to
call a silver convention in Minnesota,
Mr. Towne says that the matter has
been under consideration, but no con-
clusion has been reached. He thinks
It may be done, and if it is, it will
be called as a Republican meeting. Ex-
Lieut. Gov. A. Barto, of Sauk Center;

HISTORY OF THE OLD BUILDING

A Brook Ran Through the GronnO-
Years Ago in Which Those

Now Aged Played.

Work was commenced yesterday
on the tearing down of one of the
oldest and most venerable of the
city's landmarks— the original ' St.
Joseph's hospital building at the
corner of West Ninth and Exchange
streets. The removal of this monu-
ment of the early days of St. Paul
is for the purpose of giving place on
the same site to a new and hand-
some building, the plans for which
were prepared by C. H. Johnston,
architect, and the contract for its
construction let on Friday to P. H.
Donovan & Son.

The approximate cost of the new
structure is estimated at $50,000. It
is to "be built of pressed brick, and
will be three stories in height above
the basement, giving it an eleva-
tion of forty-six feet. The frontage
on Exchange street will be seventy-
five feet, and the depth of the
building eighty feet. The plan is in
the prevailing chaste and classic
style of architecture, and the Inter-
ior will be in oil-finished hardwood,
tilingand marble. The several floors
are to be partitioned into separate
apartments, each provided with
bath, lavatory and other appur-
tenances, the open wards being con-
fined to the other buildings now in
use. A special feature of the new
hospital will be a large surgical or
operating hall which In appoint-
ments and adaptation to its purpose
will Be, it is claimed, equal to those
celebrated hospitals of Boston from
which suggestion was taken.

The hospital Is being built, under
the direction of Archbishop Ireland,
by the Sisters of St. Joseph, who
will have charge and conduct it on
its completion. Eminent physicians
of this city will.constitute the med-
ical advisory board as heretofore.
The purpose of its building is not
only to provide additional hospital
facilities, but to make, .these .V as
nearly perfect as may be. The new
hospital promises to be a model of
its kind, and as 'such' will be a "much-
needed and valuable addition to the
institutions of St. Paul.

The old gray limestone hospital,
with its moss-clad and Ivy-grown
walls, which are now fast disappearing
under the demolishing hands of the
leveler, has been for many • years a
familiar object to the citizens of St.
Paul. Its erection was begun in 1868
by the late Right Rev. Joseph Cretin,
first Catholic bishop of this city, and
It was completed and first occupied
by the Sisters of St. Joseph in 1854 as
a hospital. It stood at the time com-
paratively alone.

THE ONLY OTHER BUILDING
of note In the vicinity during the first
few years being the old German Cath-
olic church on the opposite side of
Exchange street. It was - sad as a
hospital until

patients being few and their pupils
many, it was turned Into a. school and
academy for the use of the latter, tha
former being removed to the Bench
street house. In IMS on completion of
the first wing of the present academy
on Nelson avenue, and the removal of
the school there, It became the or-
phan asylum, with one side reserved
for hospital purposes. Before this
time a couple of little SQUare two-
story brick buildings had been put up
near each end of tho main building
and had been used as day schools.
These were now made adjuncts to the
hospital, one being for infectious or
contagious cases, and the other for a
short time an the residence of the late
Dr. J. A. Vervais, hospital surgeon,
and his family. On the latter's remov-
al the house he occupied became the
orphans' school. About twenty-five
years ago the orphan asylum was re-
moved to lower town near St. Mary's
church, and the old building became
and has since remained a hospital.

Fifteen years ago the little brick
buildings were torn down and the large
yellow brick hospital buildings now in
use were erected, and the old stone
house was used as the hospital Sisters'-
domicile. In early days the land ad«
joining the hospital grounds was a
swampy area and a large brook of
spring water ran through them and
down PJxchange street. Many of tha
present citizens, now staid and gray-,
bearded, used to wade and paddle lit
that brook when they were boys and*
send up their shouts against th" grim-
looking hospital walls, and catch tho
echo as It returned. They are forty-
two years old now, those old walls, as
they pass from view forever. The hos-
pital block will look strangely unfa«
miliar to the old settler without them,
but the march of progress presses lnex-.
orably and Irresistibly forward, and
age and decrepitude are constantly giv-
ing way before the advance of youth?,
and vigor The old stone hospital build-*
ing would be the more picturesque, but
the new one will be mucn the more or-
namental and useful and better suited
to the spirit of the age.
