In April of 1562 Capt. W. F. Mc-
Cullagh, with a company of United
States troops, was stationed at what
is now Logan, a small station on the
Frisco, twenty-five miles west of

Springfield, when word was received
that a band of robbers that had for
some time been terrorizing Northern
Arkansas and- Southern .Missouri
was near by, says the St. . Louis

' .Globe-Democrat. It-was the style

Of the bandits to personate either
-Union or Confederate scouts, as was
best suited to their plans. By this

>

. manner of conducting themselves *

they were enabled to rob and plund-
er a number of villages, together
with numerous private individuals,

":-\ wheresoever, found on their road.
"When a locality became too warm

7" for their welfare they would quietly
ride away to new fields. By preying

. on -the riches of both Arkansas and. Missouri the marauders became the
"-common- enemies of both the North
: ; and: South, and were 'continuously
7 chased and hunted by both the blue

and the ay. ' 'i7v7---:
Rather a longer period than usual

had. elapsed: since a town had been
7 pillaged, and when Cant. McCullagh

learned that the bold band was in

his vicinity he arrived at the very
7 natural conclusion that the robbers .

contemplated making a raid near
by. . With"a small body of picked

men he started in pursuit of the

"bandits. The robbers soon became
aware of the fact that the soldiers
were on their trail, but, being well
mounted, they headed in a south-
easterly direction across Christian
county and struck the old Wilder-
ness road, then, as now, a famous
thoroughfare between Springfield

7 and Harrison and " other trading

|points in Arkansas.' -
On the third day of the chase

the troops came up with the robbers
at Mayberry's ferry, on White river,
in Stone county, about fourteen
miles from the Arkansas line. The
band was encamped in a large cave,
"when, finding that they, were discov-
ered, they hastily mounted their
horses, arid a running fight ensued.
The robbers numbered only seven
men, and, being : pressed by the
troops, became badly demoralized,
and turned hither and thither in the
"vain hope of • :•: ;7-

' They were soon surrounded, but
refused to surrender, " when Capt.
McCullagh ordered his men to fire.
The battle was quick and decisive,
and it was but a few minutes till six
of the outlaws lay dead upon the
ground. The captain of the band
alone survived, and, although dan-
gerously wounded, made a desperate
effort to escape, and might have
succeeded had not his horse fallen
•dead with a bullet in his brain. Hay-
Ing emptied his pistols during the
fight, the handsome young leader
of the band was now a helpless
prisoner, entangled in the stirrups
beneath his prostrate steed. How-
ever, he was defiant to the last, and
begged the soldiers to kill him; but
by Capt. McCullagh's orders he was
released from his position, and the
surgeon of the command dressed his
wound.

None of the soldiers were killed,
although two or three were slightly

wounded. The troops moved on to
. the Linchpin camp grounds,** where
7: the night was spent, and the pext.
-\u25a0' evening, after a- hard" day's ride,
;' they reached Springfield. "v.:;\V:7
7 The general hospital of the Union
army 'then stationed in the city was
located in the old Berry house in the

"eastern part of town, and to this
place the fallen chieftain was con-
veyed.

Bushay was hospital surgeon. Mr.

."dispensing clerk. The young cap-

tive, who gave his name as Alonzus
Hall, was place in Bunk No. 5 of
the second ward of the hospital.*

"bedside, when Hall anxiously, in-'

- cd. : The doctor .examined the. pa-

tient and found that a musket ball
Tiad penetrated the bowels. He in-
formed the sufferer that there was-
not the slightest chance for. recov-
ery, although by skillful treatment
and careful, attention his life might7
be prolonged for a very few days..

. . Hall appeared to be very much dis-
turbed at this news, and relapsed
into a moody silence, which lasted

the rest of the day. The next morn-
ing Dr. Bushay 'discovered that dan-
gerous symptoms had set in, a"nd in
answer to Hall's eager queries as
"to his condition the man of medi-
cine plainly told him that he might
live till night, but did not enter-
tain the slightest 7 hopes that he
would survive till the sunrise of an-
other day. Realizing that at best he
had but

young Hall requested Dr." Bushay to
come and see him again as soon as
his professional duties of the morn-
ing were over, as. -he had something
of importance, to speak about... v

Up to this time nothing was known
of Hall's history, beyond the fact
that' he was member of an organized
band of robbers, and that he was
possessed of, more than ordinary in-
telligence. He was" about twenty-
two years of age, above the medium
height, had a high, intellectual fore-
head, with dark curly hair,' deep-set
eyes of the' same color-' arid- rather,
prominent features. t, ...... ; £

According .to . agreement Dr. Bu-
shay, accompanied by Mr. Wood,
appeared on time and seated him-
self by the wounded 7man's bunk.
The doctor was accustomed to such
occurrences,, and expected to. hear
no more than a dying message to be
sent to a distant -relative,--, but, be-
ing of kindly disposition, /was al-
ways ready and ;willing; to perform
such an office .dor.-, a patient. ,, This
subject, on account of his youth and
apparent intelligence, had | aroused
his sympathies to a greater extent
than" usual. .'. :-.-. « 7

Hall began by saying that, he had
a burden on his mmd —a burden
that was weighing him down like
unto a millstone 7 about his neck.. He
had committed many grievous
wrongs against his fellow'men,' and
so far as now lay In his- power de-
sired to. make amends. . He declared
that he was of a good family, .who
then resided in Saline county, Where
he was reared and received all the
advantages of- education, etc.,. 7 that
loving parents, in moderate circum-
stances but good social position,
could give him. Being of a roman-
tic and rather reckless disposition,
he sought about him for an oppor-
tunity to distinguish, himself and
acquire notoriety. The civil - war
broke out at this time, when he
thought he saw a chance to gratify

his ambitious ideas. Not being in
command ofsufficient influence to se-
cure an officer's commission In the
United States service, he was at a
loss how to proceed or what course
to pursue, as he disdained the idea
of enlisting as a private or common
soldier. In this emergency he coun-
seled with his chum and playmate

of his youth, Thomas H. Brown.
While discussing the situation with
his friend he conceived the idea of

BECOMING A ROBBER,
and the pros and cons of such a course
were fully considered. At the outset
Brown was undecided about entering
into the scheme, but Hall used his per-
suasive powers to advantage, and,
coupled with his magnetic influence,
soon won the day. It was agre?d be-
tween them that only five more were to
be admitted as members of the band;
It was further decided that Hall was
to be captain, " with Brown as his
lieutenant, and to succeed to the com-
mand. in case the. band should be de-
prived ofa leader, i -....".\u25a0;: ,

An ironclad oath was . prepared and
administered | to each new candidate,,
under cover of the somber shades 01
evening, at- their forest : .rendezvous.
They pledged themselves to obey and
execute all orders given or issued by
the captain,. who was vested with su-
preme power,, with his lieutenant as
counselor in all important moves. Each
man provided himself with a good
mount and a thorough equipment of
arms, ammunition, etc.

In the summer of 'Gl the band began

active operations, and from the . first '
were entirely successful. For a time
they confined their exploits to the rob-
bing of private individuals, which was
not attended by any considerable dan-
ger, as. their plans were always well
laid, and the victim seldom offered any
resistance whatever. This sort of thing

soon became monotonous, and at last
an attack on a bank of a small village

near St. Louis was planned. As usual,
the band met with success, and when
the plunder was divided each member
found himself in possession of several
thousand dollars. The season was now
far advanced, and by agreement the

band disbanded, subject to call by the
captain. From the proceeds of the
bank raid the men were enabled to live
In princely style in St. Louis and other
cities through the winter months.

- Towards the last of February of the
following year . the. band reorganized

and started South on a plundering ex-
pedition,which extended Into Arkansas.
Becoming too' bold in their operations

in this state a detachment- of Southern
troops was called out and they were

chased back to; Missouri. For several
days the band remained in the neigh-

borhood of the state line, when they

suddenly decamped for Northern Mis-

souri and robbed a bank at Centralia.
This proved to be the : 7. :,y', ;77

they having -secured j $52,000 In cash.
The robbery created-"a great stir, and

a sheriff's posse was sent after the bold
highwaymen: By*the captain's orders

the band scattered and traveled separ-
ately and in disguise; for a few days,

till the Intense excitement had some-
what subsided, when, by previous
agreement, they * met : and 1 continued
their journey,-, toward I Green county.

On the way two men were - robbed.
From one they obtained : $4,000, and
from the other, 'an eld farmer, $6,000,
which amount represented 7; the hard
earnings of: a lifetime. *•7^ :'"

This was the story of his life, which
had, indeed, been an eventful one dur-
ing"the last two years. Hall affirmed
that only a few times "during his career,

as a highwayman did It become neces-
sary to take a human life. • He admit-
ted that he,; had killed 7, two or three
men, but only in defense of his own
life, or that! of some of his comrades. .

After looting the Centralis, bank and
robbing the two , last-named individ-
uals, they were kept constantly .; on the
move till the,<day of their final exter-
mination byCapt.-McCullagh's men at
Mayberry's - Ferry. ; Hall- claimed that
the whole amount of the late robber-
ies, $62,000, nearly all In gold, was in
possession of the' band when they were
attacked at the ferry. He stated that
he fully understood that his earthly
career was about ended, and he wished
to >make all the .reparation possible.
He desired, his ill-gotten gain, which
was now of no use to him, [to be re-
stored to its rightful owners, but was
especially anxious that the $50,000 be
returned to the Centralia bank; he also
wished the two individuals to receive
theirs, if they could be 'found, as he
did not know their names and could
not tell exactly In what county they
resided. \u25a0 77- 77"'777W'7 -'7

Dr. Bushay was earnestly requested
to listen attentively, , as he was about
to tell where the cash was to bei found.
Hall recited how he led his men : into
Stone county, closely pursued by Capt.
McCullagh. They gave the : soldiers
the slip and moved en to Mayberry's
Ferry, where, believing themselves ;to
be secure, ;

THEY CAMPED INA CAVE.
The entrance of the cavern was a

large opening in the hillside, sufficient
to admit of riding their horses in. A
distance of 100 feet from ; the entrance
there _

is a grand amphitheater-like ;

room, which extends upward through
the-- hilltop,- and .the' light of day
streams In. . Here the camp was made.

To guard against the -possibility * of
being surprised -and the money falling
into the hands of an - enemy, 7 Capt.
Hall looked about for a secure hiding
place. A short distance up the ravine
another . cave with 7 a very small • en-
trance was found. Hall, with two of
his men bearing the cash, crawled
through the ; opening, when they were
able to travel In an upright position.
A < pine knot . was lighted . and • about
fifty, yards' down the main pasage, on
the left, a deep .niche In the wall, over
a shelving rock ' six feet from the

• ground, was '\u25a0 selected as \u25a0a ' desirable
spot. • The treasure was in five strong
buckskin bags and the captain himself
stowed them away in the crevice. The
bags were covered over with ' dirt : to
the depth of a foot, and over this was
placed a layer of a sort of cave moss,
which gave the ;•\u25a0 appearance -of never
having -been disturbed by man. Hall
now gave minute instructions as to
how to find the princely sum, the figure
of a man upside down, cut on a pine
tree on the Wilderness road, -three:
miles from the cave; on a protruding
root of a giant elm on the hillside op-
posite the cave, a star; and on another
tree a few feet away was . carved an
Index, which pointed ' directly to the
entrance of the cavern.

Being an expert draughtsman, Dr.
Bushay made a sketch of the locality,
giving the relative positions of the
above . mentioned landmarks, which
Hall pronounced to be correct. This
valuable drawing was made on the fly
leaf of a prescription book. • Hall died
during the night, his last words being
a hope that the money would be
found and given to those from whom
It was taken. The body of the fallen
chieftain was interred in a burying
ground on South Campbell street.
Having a large number of patients in
his charge,* Dr. Bushay did not think
much about the story that had, been
told him, and about a week afterward
he was succeeded by Dr. Chenneys-
worth as hospital surgeon.

THE PRESCRIPTION 800K \u25a0'•

Had been stored away with other war
records of that sort, and Dr. Bushay
had no right to look forIt. In a day or
two he packed his effects, and departed
for his home in Baltimore, Md. .He
afterward held a position in the war
department at Washington, D. C,
which he filled for many years., He is
thought to be still living.

When Dr. Chenneysworth prepared
his first monthly report, he caused a
large bulk of old records, etc., to be
sent to the war department at Wash-
ington, and the now famous prescrip-
tion book, with dozens of others of tho
same appearance, was probably stored-
away with other war rubbish, and
afterward destroyed. At least .all
knowledge of the whereabouts of the
book was lost when Dr. Bushay .drew
the sketch and tossed It aside. -7.

Only one attempt is said to have ever
been made to find the hidden wealth, j
and that was In 1872. At the time the
story was narrated by Hall, a man of
the name of Joseph Jones, now a resi-
dent of the state of Texas, occupied a
next bunk to the dying robber, and.
heard most of the talk. In 1872 • Mr.
Jones had occasion to pass through
Stone county, when he concluded to
make a . short search for the cave.
He found all the landmarks as de-
scribed, except the Index which pointed
out the proper cavern, and as there
are several caves' thereabouts he gave
it up as a hopeless task to undertake
to explore all of them. " If the money
has been found no mention was made
of the fact, and It is reasonable to as-
sume that the fortune now lies safely
hidden aWay in that Stone county, cave
and at some time in -\u25a0 the future; will
doubtless be accidentally discovered.
