TESTIMONY OF A BELL BOY

Causes a Clash Between Attor-
neys—Much Evidence
Ruled Out.

County Attorney Frank Nye was
in an objecting mood yesterday aft-
ernoon at the Fred Williams murder
trial, and but very little evidence
which did not relate directly to the
homicide or to Williams and himself
was admitted. At one point in the
proceedings there was a serious rup-
ture between the county attorney
and the opposing counsel, which
threatened to become serious.

A witness was placed on the stand
—Joseph Jenest—formerly a bell boy
and porter at the Windsor. He re-
lated seeing Thomas come out of the
room of Mrs. Williams one night
about 1 o'clock, but failed to connect
the matter whatever with the de-
fendant by stating that he had told
Fritz of it, or circuitously through
other parties the information had
been brought home to the defendant.
In asking that the evidence be strick-
en out the county attorney took occa-
sion to call the defendant’s counsel
to task for introducing it, and thus
infringing upon the courtesy which
had been so uniformly extended the
defense. .

Fred Cook, in explanation, stated
that he had supposed the connection
would be made, and he was very
sorry that it had not been so made.
He, however, asked that the court
permit the evidence to stand.

“Don’t you understand the ruling
of the court in all the cases like this
one?’ asked Nye politely,

“But this don’t come under the rul-
ing as we understand it,” declared
Fred Cook.

‘“Yes it does,” retorted Nye. Cook
had arisen to answer the rejoinder
when the court put an end to the
dispute by declaring that the evi-
dence would be stricken out.

A long conference was held during
the afternoon between Judge Elliott,
Attorney Nye and defendant’s coun-
sel, Cook and Hall, relative to intro-
ducing the expert evidence which it
is expected will form an interesting
feature of the case. Judge Elliott
thought there would hardly be time
to hear the whole of it before time
for adjournment, and as a conse-
quence it was put over until this
morning. Drs. Sneve and Jones,
both insanity experts, will be called
and perhaps other physicians. A
fight over the introduction of this
evidence is quite likely to ensue, the
whole matter taking up half a day,
providing, of course, that the evi-
dence is admitted.

MRS. WILLIAMS FAINTS.

The sensational feature of the-trial
yvesterday morning was the fainting
of Mrs. Williams, mother of the
alleged murderer, while on the stand.
She was taken out of the court room,
and was so weakened by her illness
that further testimony from her was
not heard. She will probably be put
on the stand again this morning, or
in the afternoon, anyway. The evi-
dence she furnished was largely rel-
ative to the early life of Fred Will-
iams and his different sicknesses.

The court room became s¢ crowded
with spectators yesterday afternoan
it was feared that it might collapse,
and Deputy Sheriff Gould was placed
on duty outside of the door to pre-
vent any from entering except those
having a permit furnished by the
sheriff or one of the attorneys. The
seats in the court room were all oc-
cupied, including many inside of the
railing, while several hundred per-
sons were standing up during the
entire afternoon. It is a question
whether the verdict will be returned
by the jury before the end of the
week, with prospects of its not being
brought in before Monday or Tues-
day.

‘“We will call Mrs. Tlizabeth Will-
iams,” said Fred Cook yesterday
morning, and the mother of the de-
fendant was assisted to the witness
chair by Attorney Hall,. making
quite an impressive picture with her
widow’s weeds and sad face, and
there is no doubt but that her story
impressed the jury. She stated that
Fred was born in Sterling, Ill.,
twenty-one years ago, and he was
the youngest of eight children, of
whom six are now living. Mrs. Will-
iams stated that her son was but
six months old when he had pneu-
monia, and he had always been del-
icate since then. At eight years he
had a severe attack of diphtheria
and was attended by Dr. Leonard.
He had dropsy at the same time.
He was unconscious during this en-
tire sickness.

“What was his next illness?”” asked
Cook.

“It was the time he was so fright-
ened over that woman he saw
burned to death. He would scream
out to me that he thought I was
burned. He said: ‘Oh, ma, I thought
you were burned and the flesh was
dropping from your hands.” For
three years he was greatly dis-
turbed in his sleep, and could not
get any sleep at all. We had to call
in Dr. Leonard, and he was sick
that way for some time.”

“Now, what was the next time hs
was 11?2 E

“It was about six months after ths
last time. He went down to the mill
to get his father and saw a man thete
that was injured. He said to me: Oh.
ma; that affects me just as the burning
girl did. I can't sleep but I see it all
the time.” We had Dr. Leonard that
time too, and finally we took him to Win-
nipeg on an excursion, We thought it
would do him good.”

“What has been his general health?"

“He has always been delicate.”

“pDid he have convulsions during
these nervous troubles?”

‘“No, sir.”

“When did he have his accident at
the mill?"”’

“It was about three years ago. He
fell from a ladder and was brought
home in a hack. He was unconscious
at the mill for about two hours. He
was injured in the head and back.

His back was hurt so badly that he

never went back.”

Fred lost his emptoyment in January
and came home?”’

THREE YEARS OLD.

TWO PROMINENT OFFICIALS AT
JFRISCO CHARGED WITH.
EMBEZZLEMENT.

ONE AN OLD POSTMASTER.

THE OTHER FORMERLY COL-

SUIT TO RECOVER SHORTAGES.

Defendants Say the Money Was
Taken by Subordinates in
Their Oflices.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 26.—Two
sensational cases, which have never
been published, although they have
been in the United States circuit
:court for the past three years, were
brought to light today. The suits
rcontain allegations of embezzle-
ment against two of the most prom-
inent residents of this city, who have
held federal positions, each of whom
is said to be short in his accounts
with the government. Criminal pro-
ceedings have not been instituted,
but suits have commenced to recov-
er the amount of the shortage from
the ex-officials. These alleged de-
faulters are William J. Bryan, who
was postmaster of San Francisco
during President Cleveland’'s first
term, and who at the last election
was Democratic candidate for asses-
sor, and John Quinn, who was rev-
enue collector under President Har-
rison. The charge made by-the gov-
ernment against Bryan is that be-
tween July 14, 1886, and June 13,
1890, he received $9,399 which he neg-
lected to turn into the United States
treasury. The money was received
by him—or, properly speaking, by his
clerks—for stamps and other postal
moneys. When the ex-postmaster
got out of office this shortage was
discovered, and soon after the suit
was commenced.

THE CASE OF QUINN.

oLhe allegations against Quinn are
somewhat stronger. There are two
separate actions against him. One
is for the misappropriation of $1,625,
and the other for $2,695, between the
27th of March, 1891, and Nov. 13,
1893. The complaint also states that
Quinn did not faithfully perform the
duties of his office and did not pay
. over moneys that came into his
hands as such collector. He re-
ceived moneys and did not honestly
pay over sums due to the govern-
| ment. Quinn is also charged with
wilful neglect of duty. The facts
léaked out today when the United
States district attorney asked to
have the estate of W. W. Stowe sub- |
stituted for W. B. Stowe, a bonds-
man and defendant in each case.
In defense of Bryan and Quinn it is
| stated that the shortages were
caused by the defalcations of
subordinates. Each of the deputies
gerved a term in prison for embez-
zling the funds.
