BLUES WON IN TENTH;

Millers Go Down in a Hotly Con-
tested Game.

KANSAS CITY, Mo., June 26.—T0-- game between the Blues and

the Millers was the hardest : fought
and most exciting contest of the sea-
son, and it was won by the Blues in
the tenth inning, . after nearly two
and a half hours' hard playing and
wrangling. The latter being largely

due to Cushman's inability to con-
trol the players. Both Hastings and
Fanning pitched good ball, but the
Kansas City twirler had a. shade
the best of it In every, department,
besides materially assisting to win

, his own game with a hit, but failed
to score, as Bergen sacrificed and
Connoughton and Hines fell victims
to Farming' s curves. The Millers
took the lead by scoring one run in
their half on a single by Hulen, a
sacrifice by Lally and a single by
Strauss after two were out. In the
second the Blues tied the- score.
Klusman singled, went to second on
Nicol's hit and scored on sacrifices
by Hatfield and Heron. The score
did not remain tied long, for the

Things looked very dark for the

Heron worked a
base on balls and Hastings lifted a
long one to the right field fence for
two bases. Manning flew out to
right field, Heron scoring after the
catch. Bergen hit to Hulen, who
made a wild throw to first, and
Hastings scored. After Klusman
had struck out in the eighth inning,

Nicol reached first on balls and
went to second on Hatfield's hard
hit. Heron went out on a fly to
center, Nicol stole third and Hat-
field moved up to second when Has-
tings was given first on balls. With
two out, the bases full and two

runs needed to tie, Manning hit to

left center for two bases, sending

Nicol and Hatfield home with the
tying runs. Neither team was able
to score in the ninth, but in the
tenth the Blues got the run which
won the game. After one out, Heron
got a base on balls, and stole sec-
ond and third while Heron was strik-
ing out. Again all depended on
Jimmy Manning, and he stepped into

the breach with another corking two-
bagger to right, which sent Heron

home. In their half the Millers
looked very dangerous. With one
out, Strauss hit safely and went to

second on Kuehne's slow hit to
short, the latter being spared by

Klusman's muff of Connoughton's
assist. Werrick tried hard, but

MILWAUKEE, Wis., June 26.— When
Umpire Sheridan fined Perry Werden
and' several others of the Minneapolis
team last Friday, trouble for the Mill-
ers just began. It seems that the ac-
tion of Sheridan was the fitful7 gust •
which precedes the -whirlwind. Last
night President M. R. Killilea, of the
Brewers, received ja: telegram stating
that Secretary Thomas Murphy of the
Millers had been ' indefinitely suspended
from the league for, throwing; stones
at .an umpire. '. The.- offense *- occurred
June 2, at Minneapolis, and the umpire
at whom Murphy hurled a stone was
Hoagland.: The telegram- was -signed
by .President '\u25a0 Johnson of the Western
league, and it ordered that the 'Mil-
waukee club have nothing to do with
Secretary Murphy in a business way.

The stone was thrown in
the presence of Manager Ellis, of the
Grand Rapids team and Umpire Battiri.
Complaint was made to President John-
son by Umpire Hoagland and jthe di-
rectors • of the league were notified jof
Murphy's action, with the result stated.
There is no chance for Murphy being
reinstated as the Western league Is
determined to get rid of the tough
element in it;as fast as it makes an ap-
pearance. Ifany more Improper doings
are recorded at Minneapolis this season,
the league will see to it that some
one is put in charge of the Millers
who will properly conduct games. The
Minneapolis "Magnates" are fighting
among themselves. The franchise is
now held by Murphy, Barnes and
Flynn. President Killilea stated last
nightthat he was in favor ofridding the
league of the three, and It is likelythat
this will be done.. The St. Paul club is
in. favor of taking this action also.

In TRICKY PLANTS. ;.

A Scientist's Queer Discoveries inA Scientist's Queer Discoveries In
Vegetable Life.

Pittsburg Dispatch.
Dr. Lundstrom has recently de-

scribed some cases of alleged plant
mimicry. The -cultivated' plant
known as calendula may In different
conditions produce at least three
different kinds of fruit. Some have-
sails, and are suited for transporta-

tion by the wind, while others have
hooks, and catch hold of pasing ani-
mals, but the third' kind exhibits a
more desperate dodge.for It becomes
like a caterpillar, a bird may eat it
by mistake, the Indigestible seeds
will be subsequently sown, and so
the trick succeeds.

The next case is more marvelous.
There is a more graceful wild plant,
with beautiful, delicate Sowers,
known to many as the cow-wheat.
Ants are fond of visiting the cow:
wheat to feast on a sweet banquet
spread out upon the leaves. Dr.
Lundstrom has observed one of
these .ants,: and was surprised to see
It iking off with one of the seeds
from an open fruit. The ant took
the seed home with it. On exploring
some ant nests, the exploit i saw
that this was not the first cow-
wheat seed which had been similar-
ly treated. Many seeds were found;
in the ant nurseries.

The ants did not cat them or de-
stroy them; In fact, when the nest
was disturbed, the ants saved the
seeds along with their brood, for In
size, form, color and weight, even
In minute particulars, the seeds in
question resemble ant cocoons. Once
placed among the cocoons it requires
a better eye than 'an ant has to dis-
tinguish the tares from the wheat
In the excitement of flitting,. when
the nest is disturbed, the mistake la
repeated, and the seeds are also
saved. The trick is found out some
day; for the seeds, like the cocoons,
awake out of sleep. The awakening
displays the fraud.' The seeds are
thus supposed to be scattered; they
germinate and seem to thrive in the
ant nests.
