IS GOV. MERRIAM A DEMOCRAT?
On the occasion of the "harmony.

dinner at the .Windsor, which preced-

ed the disastrous expedition to Cleve-
land, the Globe had the pleasure

of welcoming Senator Nelson to the
ranks of the Democratic party as
far as the financial issue is con-
cerned. He did not fully elaborate
his plan of note issues by the banks;
but, as far as it was explained, it
seemed to be identical with the rec-
ommendations made to congress in
the report of Secretary Carlisle and
the messages of President Cleveland.
As these were not accepted by, the
Republican members at that time,
we felt constrained to congratulate
Senator Nelson upon an apparent
disposition to support right doc-.
trine on the money question, though
emanating from a Democratic source,
just as he supported right doctrine
on the tariff in his vote for the
Mills bill. ;„ j. ,

We are surprised but overjoyed to
find that Gov. Merriam is an appli-
cant for admission to the same ex-
cellent company. He was unkindly
treated at Cleveland; and since his
return has criticised the action of
the convention in. terms which,
though entirely deserved, are sel-
dom forgiven by the party with
which he has hitherto acted. He has
now made public some ideas of his
own on finance; and these are so
close an approximation to the ad-
ministration's scheme that he may
fairly be considered as a postulant

•for admission to the inner circles of
Democracy. In any event, a review
of his well-considered and carefully
prepared interview on national
financing disqualifies him utterly for
association with the Requblicans

of the nation, as represented by the
Cleveland convention, or those of
Minnesota, as represented by Mr.
John Goodnow, Hon. C. A. Towne
and lesser party lights. As Gov.
Merriam's party heresies have never
heretofore been proclaimed openly,
we must regard this official promul-
gation of one of them by himself as
extremely significant.

To begin with, he says that "the
country has never, since the war,
had a logical and sound financial
system." He arraigns the monetary
policy of the United States in terms
of force and vigor. But this system,
such as it is, and we agree with Gov.
Merriam in thinking that it is about
as bad as it could be, short of pure
fiatism, is a Republican product.
Every item of it bears the mint-
mark of Republican approval and
authorship. The first entry in his
Index expurgatorius is the green-
back. This is a Republican crea-
tion, pure and simple. Nor will his
defense that it was an incident of
the emergency of war stand investi-
gation. For when it was proposed a
year ago by a Democratic admin-
istration to retire the greenbacks,
the most strenuous opposition came
from the Republican side. We pre-
sume that the title to party regu-
larity of John Sherman and the New
York Tribune will not be disputed';
but each is as ardent a defender
of the greenback today as Senator
Stewart is of free silver.

The next entry is the national
-banknote; once more a Republican
form of money, invented by that
party and defended against assault

by it at all times and in all places.
The third is the silver certificate;

and even a Republican president's

veto was not sufficient to turn his
party from their determination to

introduce this form of paper into our
currency. Indeed the man princi-
pally responsible for it is a candi-
date for the Republican presidential
nomination, in 1896. Fourth comes
the Sherman note/whose name. tells
its parentage. For its existence the
Republican party, at its birth in full
possession of power, is absolutely re-
sponsible. So that, when we sum up

the elements of this unsound and
illogical financial system, we find it
solidly Republican in its parentage.
Of this billion dollars of money re-

deemable in gold, with only $100,-
--000,000 of gold for redemption,, whose
existence makes Gov.Merriam "shud-
der," all has been "called into ex-

istence by Republican legislation.
This is the record of the party that

talks about its "ancient and hon-
orable, record" as the representative
of "sound money" ideas. "

Now for the remedy. Gov. Mer-
riam's first arid indispensable re-
quirement is that . the \ government
shall go out of the , banking busi-
ness. Sound again. But this, too,

is straight Democracy. - From the
time when Andrew. Jackson set his
face against a United States bank,

traditional Democratic', policy has

demanded the retirement of the gov-
ernment from banking operations.
Passing to the immediate present,
that is the central theorem of the

plans laid before congress by this
administration. All of the sugges-
tions of Mr. Cleveland and Mr. Car-
lisle are predicated upon issue of
money through the banks, in re-
sponse to commercial needs, under
adequate safeguards. Gov. Mer-
riam says:. "The greenbacks and the
treasury notes must go, and the only

currency in the United States should
be coin and bank notes." This is
following in the footsteps of the ad-
ministration. The single departure

is in the method of issue. Gov. Mer-
riam thinks that the bank notes put

out should be limited to the members
of local clearing house associations,
and the secretary of the treasury

would make the business free to
all, subject only to uniform laws to

secure redemption and to guarantee

noteholders against loss. Just what
Gov. Merriam means in the follow-
ing statement we are not sure: "The
state bank is an impossibility... It
could never exist if the tax were re-
moved from state bank notes." In

kindness we would not press that
point too closely.

We have shown conclusively by
the words which Gov. Merriam is
supposed to have authorized that he
aligns- himself with the present
Democratic administration on the
currency question. His just but
scathing attack upon the money of
the prefent is a denunciation of all
that the Republican party has done

in the direction of financial legisla-
tion for 'the last thirty-five years.
His opposition to the greenback

if he remains a Republican is
heresy. His proposition that the gov-

ernment should go out of the bank-
ing business is in accord with Dem-

ocratic principles, and in eternal op-

position to the paternalistic views of
Republicanism. His suggestions for
currency reform are an echo of the
state papers on file at Washington
as part of the record of the Cleve-
land administration. Even his idea
of an issue of notes patterned after
clearing house certificates was first
given to the public in this country
by that eminent advocate of Demo-
cratic principles, Mr. Edward At-
kinson. We can see but one de-
duction to be drawn from these
facts. Habit and association are
strong, but conviction of error and
a longing to seek and find the bet-
ter way are more powerful still. We
congratulate Gov. Merriam upon his
frank avowal of Democratic princi-
ples on the financial question. The
spirit of. truth, the spirit that in-

forms Democracy, is leading him
into the paths of righteousness. Dis-
appointed and chagrined at the
blind folly of Republicans concern-
ing what he properly regards the

most momentous - question of the
hour, he will find sympathy ahd the
welcome that is always open to those
who have seen the error of their
ways, when he shall have formally
completed the renunciation of Re-
publican mistakes and misgovern-

ment which he has already informal-
ly made.

They have cleared a
very handsome sum of money; and,'
what is even more difficult-: to do,
they have presented to .the public
a very excellent paper. Enterprise
and labor would have failed to ac-
complish this had. they not adopted
a careful system of department
work, assigning each .' ,' division - to
some special editor in charge." ' All
of the ladies were thus • put upon
their mettle, and each :has acquitted
herself in a manner deserving recog-
nition and praise from the newspa-
per world. Nearly all of the matter
is well prepared v and well :edited,
the editorial - pager is strong and
well balanced, \u25a0; and: the weeks
of preparation for this event
have been well spent. Profit-
ing by the mistakes of others, the
women in charge have not devoted
their whole space to articles bearing
on the "woman question," but have
caught the real newspaper, spirit

and followed it with more than ordi-
nary success.

| SENSELESS JINGOISM.
The progress of the rebellion In

[ Cuba suggests to certain light-;

headed Americans once more the de-
sirability of annexing that island to

the United States. Indeed it seems a
peculiarity of the jingo that he never

wants to acquire a country unless
there is a row in progress there. Our

absolute need of Hawaii did not ap-

pear until the queen and her oppo-

nents got to breaking each other's
heads; and so it is only now, when
Cuba is convulsed with an insurrec-

tion and is as undesirable a country

for anybody to attempt to manage
as we could imagine, that the jingo
press begins to talk of annexation.
The New York Press reminds us, as

we heard years ago when the San

Domingo agitation was proceeding,
that Cuba is "the key of South
America." The Minneapolis Tribune
echoes with the assertion . "that
there is no doubt that the United
States ought to have both Cuba and
Hawaii." "Why should we stop with
these two disorder-smitten communi-
ties? If we must have Cuba, we

must have Jamaica and Porto Rico
and San Domingo and all of the rest
of the West Indies. Ifwe must have
Hawaii, why not Samoa and the Fiji

islands, and everything else between
us and the peninsula of Farther In-
dia? Then, again, a key is of no use
unless you wish to unlock a door.
Ifwe want Cuba because it is a key

of South America, then we would
have to take South America also in
out of the cold. There is, indeed, no

end of this sort of folly when once it
is started. It is almost an evidence
of national deterioration when peo-

ple who are otherwise sensible mdi
viduals admit the subject to debate.

The most •palpable and disconcert-
ing fact about the United States at
present is that it has more problems
of its own -than it knows how to
solve. We are unable to prevent out-
rages upon the negroes in the South,
or lynchings in the West, or ballot-
box stuffing in large cities in the
East. Legislative perjury and cor-

ruption are prevalent to some extent

almost everywhere. Our difficulties
are growing rather than decreasing

on our hands. In the face of such a

condition of affairs, to propose that

we take in a lot of coolies and Kana-

kas and all the other low-grade peo-

ple who constitute the principal
working force in Cuba and Hawaii,

and who know no more about the
essentials of self-government than
they do about astronomy, is mere
midsummer madness. It is worse
than that. In view of the sacredness
of our institutions and the danger

to them involved in it,»this proposi-

tion to add to the degraded part of
our population, and to increase the
ignorant and venal portion of the
electorate, is nothing short of high

treason. The advocates of it not
only offend against common sense,

but preach a doctrine that iffollowed

would be fatal to the nation.

Some interesting statistics of the
.novement of population in France
are , contained in Consul General
Morss* report to the. state depart- "

ment, compiled from the statistical
report of the French departments for
1893. For the first year since 1889
the births were in excess of the
deaths, but only by the narrow mar-
gin of 7,146. The number of mar-
riages was 7.56 to each 1,000 of pop-
ulation. The birth rate for all France
was 22.9 for each thousand, while
the death rate trod closely after with
22.8 per 1,000. The illegitimates were
8.8 per cent of the births, the per-,
centage being the largest in the de-
partments containing the cities, ana
reaching 24.3 in Paris.

LIVINGSTON RETURNS HOME.

A Stronger American Policy in
Regard to Hritisli-Vene~n-

elan Affairs.

WASHINGTON, June 27— Con-
gressman Livingston, of Georgia,
author of the resolution which
passed the last congress, directing

the president to urge Great Britain
to arbitrate the British- Venezuelan
question, has returned to Washing-
ton from an extended trip through
Venezuela, where he went to make a
personal inspection of the merits of
the controversy. He went as a guest

of the Venezuelan government, and
was given an official reception
throughout his stay in the country.

He returns with a fund of informa-
tion which promises to have a bear-
ing on the action of the United
States in extending the Monroe doc-
trine to the British-Venezuelan
troubles. He brings also important

news concerning recent events in
Venezuela, including a rebellion in
Valencia, which was quickly sup-
pressed by the government, and
which was not reported outside of
the country; also the news that at a
recent meeting of the cabinet the
English concession for a vast tract
of the Orinoco country, including the
St. Louis Bahia gold mines and part

of the territory claimed by Great
Britain, was revoked, and a new. concession granted to an -American
company. The latter immediately
sent its men to take charge of the
concession, and Mr. Livingston
states that if the British occupants

refuse to yield, the American com-
pany will make speedy representa-

tions to the authorities at Washing-
ton. As a result of Col. Livingston's
trip he is convinced that the United
States will adopt a strong policy on
the Venezuela question, per-
haps through the executive branches

I this summer, and certainly through

j congress when it reassembles.
EXTRAVAGANT CLAIMS. *

\ Col. Livingston was asked as to the
result of his investigation of the Brit-
ish claims. - "I found," said he, "that
upon our part information has been
very meager, and I brought back
many maps and documents which I
hope will throw light upon the sub-
ject. The British have made "no less

; than seven lines as their boundary
claim. The first four lines were found
not to include the gold country and
the land commanding the mouth j of
the Orinoco river. As a -result the
British have been pushing their lines
further inland, until they now claim
all the gold fields and the lower Orin-
oco country. It .is believed beyond

. question " that much of this territory
belongs to Venezuela, and in any event
it is only just that the subject should
be passed upon by an impartial com-
mission of arbitration, as the United
States has suggested." i

"But suppose Great Britain declines
to Arbitrate; what will the United
Slates do?" aAa

"Congress will certainly take up the
question as soon as it reassembles,
if indeed the executive branch of the
government has not passed on it in a
very definite form by that time. Iam
not informed as to what answer Great
Britain has given to > the request of
the United States for arbitration, but
it is understood that she will arbitrate
a part, but will not arbitrate as to

\u25a0certain territory which she claims is
unquestionably hers."

Col. Livingston . was again asked
what would be the ultimate result if
Great Britain rejected all arbitration
and commissions. '

' "Then," said he, "the United States
will protect the interests of its citi-
zens in Venezuela. With the granting
of this American concession there is
a definite something which it is tho
duty of this government to protect,
and I have no doubt that the respon-
sibility will be assumed by the execu-
tive branch and by congress with
every requisite to secure a respectful
enforcement of the attitude of the
United States."

HERRESHOPPJS BIDDING.

Anxious to linlld Torpedo Boats
for Uncle Sam.

WASHINGTON, June 27.—Secretary
Herbert declines to confirm a report
that the Herreshcffs have offered to
.build a torpedo boat for the navy hay-
ing a speed of twenty-seven knots, for
$150,000, on the ground that it would
not be in the interest of a free and
fair competition to divulge any infor-
mation of this kind in advance of tho
formal opening of bids. There can be
little doubt, however, that some such
proffer has been made, for it is recalled
that when the bids for the three small
torpedo boats, 7 which subsequently
went to the Columbia Iron works, were
under consideration, Mr. Herreshoff,
as well as the Union Iron works, of
'San Francisco, made a somewhat simi-
lar proposition/ which could not, be en-
tertained, owing to the limit placed on
the appropriation by congress. . In the
course of a few days the navy depart-
ment will issue advertisements calling
for proposals for building three twenty-
six-knot torpedo boats, but Mr. Her-
reshoff will not be permitted to bid on
either- of these boats unless the navy
department fails, as is now thought
unlikely, to obtain reasonable bids from
builders on the gulf, the Mississippi
and the Pacific coast.

GUERRILLAS MOWED DOWN.

Spaniards lined by an
Army of Rebels.

HAVANA, June 27—Details
reached here today of a desperate
fight between a portion of the in-
surgent force under Maximo Gomez,
in the province of Puerto Principe,
and seventy of the 'auxiliary-
troops of the Spanish government,
known as guerrillas, under Capt.
Aguerro. The engagement took
place on the day of the insurgent
raid on San Geronimo. The? seventy
guerrillas were surprised by the van-
guard of Gomez's forces, command-
Ed by Mirabel, and there was great
slaughter on both sides, the fighting
being mainly with machetes. The
guerrillas were out on a reconnoiter-
ing expedition and unexpectedly
came across the insurgent vanguard.
consisting of about 400 men. At first
the guerrillas imagined they had only

| a comparatively small body of men
; before them, and their commander
j called on the insurgents to halt, cry-

! ing out: "Who goes there?"
"Spanish forces," was the reply of

I the insurgents, and the men con-
I tinued to advance rapidly upon the
I government guerrillas. Twice or

three times more did the guerrillas
j try to halt the insurgents, but the
j latter pushed on quickly, until final-
ly their leader, seeing that the guer-
rillas were in awkward position, cried
"Atthe machetes." This cry showed
the government force that they were
confrontedby insurgents and not by
a detachment of Spanish guerrillas,

: who responded to the cries of
j "At the machetes" with volleys
j from their carbines, as they com-
I menced to retreat before the vastly

j superior forces of the insurgents.
j The insurgents, in the meantime,

i had been reinforced until they are
I said to have numbered fully 1,500
j men, composing the main body un-
der the command of Gomez.

Against these overwhelming num-
bers, the guerrillas fought heroically,
shouting "Viva Espana" as they
defended themselves as best they
could against the enemy, using rocks
or anything available behind which
to shelter themselves.

For an hour nothing could be
heard but the rattle of musketry,
the shouts of the combatants and
the clashing of machetes. It is be-
lieved that few, if any, of the
guerrillas escaped being killed or
wounded. Capt. Aguerro led his men
gallantly, until an insurgent slashed
at his horse's head with a machete.

McDonough exhib-
ited the utmost indifference to his fate
up to the time he went to the scaf-
fold.

On the
scaffold, however, he became very ner-
vous, and his knees were trembling
very noticeably when the trap was
sprung. He fell only seven feet. How-
ever, McDonough was sixty years of
age and his neck did not have the mus-
cular resistance of a young man.
