Iron and Steel Trade Surprised by

the Great Activityand Ris-
ing Prices.

"Business is better, although the
crop outlook, affecting prospects be-
yond the near future, is a little less

distinct. There is more ground for
doubt about winter wheat and cot-

ton than a week ago, and threshing

receipts are comparatively low, al-
though the prospects for spring

wheat are exceedingly good. The
price, quarter of a cent lower for the
week, is beyond mistake too low, if
the latest impressions of injury to

winter wheat are correct. Receipts j
for the week are relatively small,
but for four weeks have been 5,166,- i

414 bu, against 5,794,528 last year,

while Atlantic exports, flour includ-
ed, have been "for four weeks 4,912,- '729, "against 7,444,002 bu last year, j
Corn has declined a fraction, and J
pork is steady. Cotton has fallen '
3-16c'to'7c in spite of reports of seri-
ous injury by rains in Texas and
Louisiana. Markets for their tak-
ings have been more than enough
for the year's consumption, and re-
turns show a great decrease in ex-

ports of cotton goods. Speculation
has even spread to the wool mar-
ket, and with an advance of about
lc in prices the sales have been the
largest ever known for any week.
In four weeks of June sales have

been 16,132,465 domestic, . and 17,451,-

--500 pounds foreign, but in 1892 they

were 13,340,750 domestic and 10,427,-
--500 foreign. A growing belief that
the domestic clip is short, and an
idea that the coming London sales,

beginning July 2, will show higher

prices, have been more potent than
a little increase in the manufactur-
ing demand, and the price has risen
at all markets. Lightweights and
mixed goods hesitate, and some are
lower than a year ago, but since the
Washington mills opened clay wor-
steds at a slight advance, other
medium and better grades have been
stronger in tone. The labor trou-

bles are passing, with frequent ad-
vances in wages.
